UNICEF's money, a budget that
reached more than $23,000,000.
in 1959, comes primarily from
governments. About 90% is con-
tributed in this manner, the rest
iIs made up of gifts from organ-
1zations and individuals. All' con-
tributions are voluntary. Govern-
mental contributions are pledged
yearly and there is no assump-
tion that the government will
continue its contributions from
year to year, although it usually
does.

In 1950 about 30 governments
contributed §8,000,000. Today,
85 governments contribute
$20,000,000. and about $3,000,000.
comes from private sources. The
highest contribution comes from
the US. which contributes
$11,000,000. annually. It is inter-
esting to note that the U.S. goy-
ernment contribution is based
on the giving of other countries
contributing. The highest con-
tribution per capita comes from
New Zealand; their gift works
out to about 9 cents per person;
the U.S. contribution ranks third
per capita, about 6 cents: the
Canadian contribution of $650,000
annually, about 4 cents per cap-
ita, ranks 7th.

What happens to this money?

All of the money contributed
1S funded in New York. A 30-
nation Executive Board CoOmpos-
ed of representatives of countries
contributing meets twice a year
to set policy, consider requests,
evaluate results and grant funds.
UNICEF aid is given ONLY on
the basis of government request.
The government wishing assis-
tance must submit a detailed plan
of action designed to remedy the
problem for which it is asking
the aid. This plan sets forth how
UNICEF aid is to be used, and
the responsibilities and commit-
ments the government will un-
dertake if aid is given. Every
country receiving the UNICEF
ald must match the contribut-
lon usually providing local sup-
plies, staff and sometimes build-
ings.

When vyou consider that
UNICEF’s budget is only $23.-
000,000., its staff onlv 400, and vet
It is now assisting some 360 dif-
ferent programs in 104 countries
and territories and reaching more
than 55,000,000 children, it no
doubt makes vou wonder how it
can do so much with so little.
There are three reasons.

First, most of the widespread
diseases of humanity are now
comparatively inexpensive to
cure. For example, it only costs
5 cents for a single shot of pen-
icillin to rid a child of vaws, a
disfiguring -tropical disease. The
vaccine to protect a child from
TB costs a penny, the ointment
to cure a child from trachoma
costs 20 cents, the DDT to pro-
tect a family of four from mal-
aria for a year costs only $1.00.
Secondly, under the “matching”
principle, UNICEF will supply
the penicillin but not the shot,
the DDT but not the men to spray
it, the equipment for a health
centre but not the centre itself.

Many governments contribute
three and four times as much as
the value of the UNICEF aid giv-
en. Lastly, the full responsibility
for the running the nutrition,
health or welfare project must
be assumed by the governments
in question, and in many coun-
tries voluntary agencies will co-
operate with the government in

ed is designed to become an in-
tegral part of the government
itself.

Categories of UNICEF Aid

The fund gives assistancé in
three major fields of activity:
(1) disease control, (2) nutrit-
ion and (3) maternal and child
welfare. It also provides many
forms of assistance to training
programs within the countries
so that governments may devel-
op their own health and welfare
projects.

Disease Control

In  underdeveloped countries
discases such as yaws, leprosy,
malaria, trachomg and tubercul-
osis cause widespread death and
sutfering to children and enoy-
mous destruction to human en-
ergy and productivity. UNICEF
and WHO assist governments in
planned campaigns against such
diseases. \{Jr!-ll_() provides experts
o guide the work and they as-

sist in training local workers,
UNICEF provides insecticides,
drugs, chemical supplies, field

uqqigmunl, transport and aid for
training programs.

The target tor the ' present
campaign being conducted by
WHQO and UNICEF in conjunct-
ion with the Mexican govern-
ment 1s to protect atl 16,000,000
persons 1 the malarious areas.
T'he total estimated cost of the

four year campaign is about
$25,000,000 — about  $8,000,000
from UNICEF and $16,000,000

from the Mexican government.
Nutrition
In  underdeveloped countries
the vast majority are hungry ar
eat foods that give little nour-
food
customs due to ignorance ar
superstition. UNICEF, in co-aper-
ation with FAD, is helping gov-
ernments to attack these prob-
lems in several ways. The most
immediate way to help s
through supplementary feeding.
UNICEF ships powdered milk
and vitamins which are then
distributed through schools or
child welfare centres. Increasing-
ly it has assisted governments to
become self sufficient by provid-
ing equipment to process their
own milk—so far more than 150
plants of this type have been op-
ened.
In close co-operation wtih FAD
and the Rockefeller Foundation,
UNICEF is also aiding research

and testing efforts which are
helping to develop new and

highly nutritious products which
can be produced locally, distrib-

uted at low cost and which,
most important of all, are ac-.
cepted by local people. In Indo-
nesia, for example, a milk-like |
product called saridele is being |
made from soya beans, in Chile |
a “fish flour” is now being pru-i
cessed and is used to make  de-
licious bread — which does not |
taste like fish — and a “peanut |
flour” has been developed.
Basic Material and Child
Welfare Services |
In rural areas the life and.
health of a vast number of mo-
thers and children are threaten-
ed by lack of adequate health
services, widespread  ignorance,
tocal superstition and unsanitary
living conditions. Many of these
people have never seen a doctor
and will never see one, for in
some sections the ratio of doc-
tors to population is about onc
for every 70,000, and higher.
UNICEF is helping govern-
ments to attack these problems
mainly through assisting them
to build and expand their net-
works or rural health centres by
supplying basic equipment, med-
icines, vitamins and other es-
sential  supplies. Some 23.000
centres are now assisted in this
way. Increasing numbers of mo-
thers are learning to use the
services of the centres for pre-
natal and post-natal check-ups,

home deliveries, special diet Sup-

plements and immunization. At
the same time they rpeceive ele-
mentary health, nutrition, sanit-
ation and homecraft education,

A Year of Achievement

Under UNICEF - assisted pro-
grams in 1959 — 35,000,000 moth-
ers and children were protected
against malaria; 14,000,000 young
persons were given BCG protect-
ion against tuberculosis; 2,500,
000 children and mothers were
treated for yaws; 2,000,000 child-
ren were given treatment for
trachoma and related eye diseas-
cs; 800,000 leprosy victims were
under treatment; 7,000,000 child-
ren and mothers received daily
milk rations; UNICEF agreed to
supply equipment for 180 plants
L0 pasteurize, sterilize or dry
milk in connection with feeding
programs and supplied equip-
ment for more than 800 rural
health centres, 1,700 village sub-
centres, and 125 other centres
(urban health centres, maternity
and pediatric wards of hospitals
elc.).

Measured against the 650,000 -
000 children who are not well
enough fed, not well enough

looked after,
environment

not yet reared in an
in which basic es-
sentials of child welfare are
known, the above accomplish-
ments seem very small. Maurice
Pate, UNICEF's executive direct-
or, 1s well aware of this. “How-
ever,” he  said recently, “we
have gained something in these
first years which no amount of
money could have brought us
sooner. This is experience.

“We know now what can  be
done and something about how
lo go about doing it. We have
won people’s confidence both
those who have been donors and
those who have been recipients
of aid . .. and vet what we can
and will do in the future is not
