'he cheertul little cherub stood on tiptoe at the checkout desk in
the library and pushed three big story books toward me. ‘“‘My mummy
reads to rae,’’ she said proudly and I replied, ‘‘Aren’t you a lucky little
girl?”’ Later, a lady who had overheard us came to the desk and said,
I thought your remark to the little girl was so true. I wonder if the
mothers of our disturbed young people ever read to them when they
were smail. [ believe it is the way to give a child his first conscious
feeling of security - to hear his mother’s voice the very last thing
before he drifis off to sleep. Then in later years he comes to realize
that his mother cared enough to take time to read and explain the
stories.’’

This could be part of the answer, and if so, it behooves us all to
read to our children and grandchildren. According to one Canadian
bookseller, the professional people in the high income bracket and the
immigrants in the low income districts urge their children to read
more than those in the middle income range. I wonder why this should
be ?

[ was encouraged to read and spent my first earned money on
good books that are still on my shelves, so it is hard for me to
understand why some people think books, papers and magazines just
make a house untidy. If a child isn’t taught good reading habits before
he starts to school, he'll have a hard time settling down to his
textbooks. More and more the children in school are being taught to
“‘look it up for yourself’’ and they are lost if they don’t know where to
begin.

[ sincerely hope those who never attend a library have their own
collection of books at home. If not, I feel sorry for their children. It is
gratifying to see a young mother bring her small child to the library
and settle him in a chair at the table with a a book of his own while she
browses and makes her choice. She is making his visit to the library
pleasant so it will be something he will want to do again. An item in my
scrap book gives one mother’s view that we’d do well to ponder on:

I know so well the value of neat rooms,

White curtains and the warmth of polished brass,
Wide window sills with plants in colored rows,
Serenity that comes in shining glass.

But these, dear Lord, are not important things
Nor will they have their mark in days to be.

My children will forget my ordered rooms

In after years, but when they think of me

May they remember I laughed much, and think
Upon the way I shared their gaiety

And how I read them stories from old books

Of brave fair days and sometimes made them see
A wider world. Oh make them understand

That always I have deemed it more my task

To be as understanding as I could

Than keep clean rugs upon a dusted floor.”

In rare instances, children will find their own way to books, and
they are fortunate if there is a library available. One of my most
frequent visitors to the library is a wee girl who comes every time,
taithfully lugging back her three books and choosing three more. She
often stays for an hour or two and becomes so absorbed that she will
start singing the words she is reading. She tells me she is moving away
and I'll miss her when she goes.

Because we have such easy access to our libraries, we may be
tempted not to buy books as gifts for children. But there is nothing that
means as much to a reader as owning his own books and even though
he may be able to read it at school, he’ll thank you for a copy of one of
the children’s classics or modern science fiction. If you can’t decide on
a title, consider a year's subscription to one of the many excellent
magazines for young people.

Teenagers love the pocketbooks as they are easy to carry in
pocket or purse.

The voung
people do — they'li take home copies of ‘““Anne Frank — Diary of a
Young Girl’" and Griffin’s “‘Black Like Me'’ ahead of ‘‘Peyton Place”
any time. They like books that relate to true life experiences.
