Paul received word In
September that he had been
accepted. He was excited, but
his parents were more than
pleased.

“It's a fantastic exper-
ience, and an opportunity for
him to have a few respon-
sibilities,”” explained his
father, Roy Erickson.

As far as Paul is concerned,
“it took me a whole lot of
work (o get in there and I'm
excited I got it.”

For the past few months, he
has devoted almost every
spare minute to learning the
names of all house members
and their seats.

Running messages is not
quite as simple as it sounds.

Paul cites
one example, where a page
must bow after giving a
message to the speaker in the
house. Pages must not pass
between the mace and
speaker and on no account, 1s
he allowed to run.

Pages are, in fact, modeis
of good manners and ef-
ficiency if they do their jobs

propertly.
Work begins at ap-
proximately nine in the

morning and goes until one in
the afternoon. After lunch,
pages can expect to be kepl
busy until six in the evening.
One evening per week they
work until 10 p.m.

A grade seven pupil at
Brookville School, he
receives tutoring in math and
English on Tuesday and
Thursday mornings.

Despite the discipline of the
job, there is fun provided as
well. A page mistress and
master (the Sergeant-al-
Arms) make sure that their
20 workers receive plenty of
fresh air as well as enjoying
fun and games in the common
room at the parliament
buildings, according to Paul's
mother, Milou Erickson.

She paid a visit to the
legislature, before her son
began his duty and is 1m-
pressed with the care ad-
ministered to the youngsters.

His mother is now looking
forward to a glimpse of her
son, neatly attired in black
pants, white shirt and a black
modified tux, in the evening
television news broadcast.

Paul will reside in Missis-
sauga with relatives of the
family during the week and
return to Campbellville on the
weekends.

Most of his school friends
think the experience 1S
“pretty neat’’, according (o
Paul. In addition to the
learning experience, he will
receive monetary com-
pensation for his efforts, at $9
per day.

He plans to set part of that
money aside for Christmas
shopping, as well as using
some to pay towards his room
and board in Mississauga.

The work and effort
required to land the job will
be well worth it, he is quick to
point out. He already has
ambitions to one day
represent an Ontario riding in
the very same building.
