Winter driving is tougher on your i
vehicle than summer traveling. In
addition to the obvious dangers to its
finish from corrosives like salt and
sand, your car’s engine needs pro-
tection from the cold in the form of the

correct viscosity motor oil.

Use Lower Viscesity Oil

Most vehicle manufacturers recommend
either a 5W-30 or a 10W-30 weight motor oil for 4-
cylinder and é-cylinder engines used in cold cli-
mates.

To determine which oil you should use,
estimate the lowest winter temperature in your
area. Then check your vehicle owner’s manual
for its lubricant reccmmendations and choose
the viscosity recommended for that tem-
perature.

If you don’t change your oil to a lower viscosity
(5W-30) 5W-40, 10W-30 or 10W-40) oil before the
weather turns to zero, your engine may be E@
damaged.
