Desperate drug users and dealers
unable to get narcotics on the street
are resorting to robbing cies
and Milton has joined the list of
towns and cities being hit across the

province,
In the last week, four te
cases of pharmacy break enter

and thefts have been repoited, three

~of which occurred over this

weekend.

On each occasion suspects were
looking for Novahistex and Novahis-
teen, & common ingredient found in
prescription cold remedies.

Taken in large doses, or mixed
with other narcotics or alcohol, the
effect compares to heroin, a drug
that is becoming more difficult to
procure ou the street, according to
Milton pharmacist Don Bell.

Novahistex DH contains the
ingredient dihydrocodone, a
derivitive of morphine, he ex-
plained.
~ "If they take enough of it, or mix
it, they get a very good high from
it,”” he said.

In the early morning hours of
Saturday, thieves threw a large rock
through the back door of Guardian
Drugs located at 212 Main St.

Despite an alarm system, thieves
went into the building and managed
to get into the locked drug cup-
boards, taking four litres of
Novahistex and Novahisteen.

Halton Regional Police arrived

within two and a half minutes of
receiving the alarm.

Within minutes of that incident
police responded to a call at White
Oaks Variety on Bronte St.

The general store once included a
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pharmacy, but it was closed a year
ago. Thieves however, smashed all
the locks on the old drug cupboards
in their search for drugs.

Shortly after 5 a.m. Sunday, police
received an alarm call to a group of
medical offices located at 75 Main
St.

A rear door leading into the office
building had been pried open and
pumaraus doctors’ oifices entered.

A quantity of injectional demoral

“and Novahistex were stolen from the

office of Dr. Ron MacKay.

“They were very specific in what
they were looking for,”” said Mr.
Bell, adding drug cupboards in the
offices had all been opened.

Once again, thieves got in and out
of the building in the three minute
interval between the alarm call and
when police arrived at the building.

One week ago, more than $500
worth of contrelled drugs were
stolen from Guardian Drugs at 497
Laurier Ave.

The recent rash of drug thefts has
convinced Mr. Bt:g th:ti. i;.mwﬂm be
necessary to install vaults r-
macies to safeguard the drugs.

“Drug thefts are becoming an
everyday occurence in some cities,”’
he said, adding he knows of two
incidents in Brampton where phar-
macists were robbed at gunpoint for

“People are becoming so desper-
ate,” he said.

Halton Regional Police Sergeant
Al McQueen said he is aware of at
least another half dozen cases of
pharmacy break-ins in Oakville re-
cently.

He said it has become a province
wide problem that is affecting small
towns as well as cities,
