“It still doesn’t cost anything for a fami-
ly to get together and play baseball in the
park, or go for a walk or a hike,” he said.
“My parents raised me that we really are
responsible for our physical, emotional
and economic health.” ’

The report speaks to the problems of the
depressed parent, said Burlington
Councillor Linda Schreiber.

“I think we don’t want to lose sight that
the report is also about the mental health
of the parent and getting them on track,”
she said.

Until they feel better, depressed parents
need an extra push to get things organized
for the family, said Dr. Browne.

“The mother is so depressed, she can’t
reach out,” said Dr. Browne. “She needs
someone to advocate for her.”

Having been raised by a manic-depres-
sive mother, Ms Mulvale was in support
of the study.

“My sister replicated her life, my brother
and I escaped it but there’s a cost,” she
said. “Depression is a huge challenge you
need to harness.”
