not she faces a genuine challenge.

She said the main thing concerning con-
stituents is ‘‘transportation, transportation,
transportation, that’s the issue,” and the
need for measures to relieve the tratfic
gridlock along the QEW corridor.

Not only are citizens suffering a loss of
quality of life by being stuck in traffic, the
economy’s continuing good health
depends on goods being moved efficiently
throughout the Greater Toronto Area.

As for potential solutions, she said sim-
ply: “Stay tuned.”

Another issue likely to dominate the
campaign is the future role of Halton
Region, as the Mike Harris government
talks of cutting the number of politicians
and reducing the size of municipal govern-
ment in the 905 region.
