Two more contenders
have entered Milton’s elec-

toral race.

Rick Malboeuf and Barry Lee
have filed their nomination papers
seeking re-election as municipal
and regional councillors in the
November 13 election.

Mr. Malboeuf is currently com-
pleting his first term as the repre-
sentative of Wards 2 and 4, and
also serves as a regional councillor
in Halton.

“The three years experience has
helped, but I'm ready for three
more years,” he said. “I think
there’s still things to be done.”
Throughout his term, Mr.
Malboeuf has advocated fewer
councillors as an approach to a
more open and efficient local gov-
ernment.

He’ll continue to lobby in that
direction, noting that Milton
shouldn’t have more elected offi-
cials than Toronto.

“That’s a disparity I don’t think
needs to be there,” he said. “Some
restructuring needs to take place.”
