Of those, a whopping 73 per cent are seniors.
But there’s currently just 214 assisted housing units set aside

for singles.

Also. more than 3,000 single parent households with children
have incomes of under $30,000, but a three-year waiting list 1s the
norm for the 1,900 assisted units available to them.

The answer. said Ms Maloney, is for senior levels of govern-
ment to step up to the plate and help encourage assisted housing.

At the Regional level, staff and councillors should ensure all

available programs are maximized, while encouraging private
and public sector partnerships.
