one doctor short of losing its under-serv-
iced designation.

But once that last spot is filled, Milton
will still actually be under-serviced
because the current designation 1s based on
a population of 32,000. Milton’s unofficial
population currently sits at about 38,000
residents.

“Now, when we fill this last spot, we’ll
go back and re-apply for under-serviced
area designation based on the population at
the time that we filled the last spot,” said
Cindy McDonell, chief operating officer at
Milton District Hospital. “We’ll start the
process now so that we don’t lose the
momentum of recruitment.”

Physician service designations are based
on a ratio of 1,380 people to one physician
— though many doctors see more patients.

Already this year, doctors Sujeewa
Foneska, Joseph Yuh, Markus Schatzmann
and Glen Hunter have joined the commu-
nity. Dr. Hunter’s return in July marked the
re-opening of the obstetrics unit at Milton
District Hospital. Previously, Dr. Hunter
operated a family practice in town.

Two additional physicians are scheduled
to open practices in town this fall.
