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(NC)-OTTAWA — The Ultraviolet (UV) Index celebrated its
10th anniversary this year.

Environment Canada scientists developed the index to keep
Canadians informed about the strength of the sun’s UV rays,
and to raise awareness about the need to take action to protect
skin from damage. Over-exposure to UV rays can cause sun-
burn, skin cancer, skin aging, cataracts and may suppress the
immune system.

Twenty-six countries now use the index. The World
Meteorological Organization and the World Health
Organization adopted the index in 1994 as an international
standard for weather services around the world.

The UV Index uses a numerical scale to inform people
about the strength of the sun’s rays. The higher the number,
the stronger the sun and the greater the need to take sun-wise
