At the wire Queen Of Jewels
was three-quarters of a length ahead of For The Luva
Moni, with Wescott closing well to finish third.

“Carman is really €asy 1o work for. He said. ‘Get
what you can and whatever she gets 1s good,” said
Condren, who engineered the win for Carman Hie
Stable Inc. of Rockwood. Burlington’s Gary Smith
and Peter Kloepfer of Harley. “The trip just worked
out 1n her favour.”

T'he win was the filly’s second stra ght. She captured
her elimination last week in a 1:56 4 effort off the
front-end, but Condren noted that taking command of
the race was never really in the cards for the $130,000
