Their ill-timed trips to the sin-bin allowed
the powerhouse Dukes to nix any comeback hopes with a two-
man advantage deposit with six minutes to go.

Clark did stand out overall with a pair of markers — to contin-
ue a productive season start — while Ryan Angelow blasted one
into the top right corner for goal number three.

The IceHawks were down to five defencemen following an
undisclosed injury to freshman Jason Fortino Friday night at
Memorial Arena. There Milton enjoyed its first cakewalk of the
year — brushing aside the hapless Buffalo Lightning 9-2.

Jamie Flury was solid in net for the victory, his first with the
local juniors, while Angelow led offensively three goals.
