A collision at a Milton quarry two years
ago resulted in a Quebec company being
fined $150,000 last week.

St. Lawrence Cement Inc., owner of
Dufferin Aggregates, which operates a
local limestone quarry, was fined August
|2 for violating the Occupational Health
and Safety Act, resulting in serious injuries
to an employee.

‘It was an unfortunate situation that
we've corrected. We want to move for-
ward,” said Paul Ostrander, senior vice-
president of St. Lawrence Cement,
Ontario.

“Procedural changes have been put in
place to make sure it doesn't happen
again.”

The fine was imposed by Justice of the
Peace Jerry Woloschuk of the Ontario
Court of Justice in Milton.

On May 27,-2002, an employee was
armiving in a personal van for an early-
morning work shift at the Dublin Line
quarry when there was a head-on collision
with a fuel delivery truck heading downhill
in the HI'II‘HM“L‘ direction.

T'he worker suffered a severely fractured
jaw, nose and the bone around the right
eye, and lost all upper teeth as well as hav-
Ing a broken heel and multiple bruises to
the legs and upper body.

The employee has been off work for
more than two years since the incident.

Stephen Mason, Crown counsel for the

legal services branch of the Ministry of
Labour, said the company didn't get off

easy.

“It's a very substantial fine for an injury
as opposed to a death. The purpose is to
send a message to other companies,” Mr.
Mason said.

He said the fine should act as a warning
to other companies, particularly to gravel
pits and open pit mines, "to obey the regu-
lations set out for mines."

At the time of the incident, 39 gravel
haulage trucks were parked on the curved
roadway waiting in line to pick up their
loads at an area at the top of the escarp-
ment.

A Ministry of Labour investigation
found the line of parked gravel trucks
reduced the field of view for drivers going
up the hill into the quarry.

The parked trucks, along with truck driv-
ers standing on the roadway outside their
trucks, also reduced the available space for
vehicles to pass each other.

Prior to the incident, maintenance depart-
ment employees had raised concerns about
the hazard of passing the line of parked
trucks in the morning, stated a press release
1ssued by the Ministry of Labour.

Management had directed them to use an
alternate route and took measures to
improve the road's access. However, some
employees, including the injured worker,
continued to drive into work on the quar-
ry's main haulage road and weren't directed
to do otherwise, the release read.

St. Lawrence Cement Inc. pleaded guilty,
as an employer, to failing to ensure wam-
Ing measures such as flashing lights, flares,
reflectors, lamps or a worker directing traf-
fic were present, as required by Section
106 (2) of the Regulations for Mines and
Mining Plants.
