Council allocated $60,000 to kick-start
activities to address the 27 recommenda-
tions in the plan.

Since the launch of the plan, a Halton
youth resource centre network has been
established, with representation from all
municipalities. The network developed a
multi-purpose resource youth centre model
and is continuing to explore funding
avenues.

Also, funding applications have been
submitted to carry out an extensive needs
survey to identify ways to create a stronger
relationship between police and youth.

Ms Schlabitz was thrilled with the
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turnout at Thursday’s forum, which she
said was up from the 110 people that
attended last year’s session.

“Youth are hearing that all the things
they’ve been talking about, the adults are
listening to,” she rationalized as to why
there was an increase in attendance.
“Clearly, the theme of collaboration and
working together was very strong.”

The information gathered at the forum 1s
being compiled into a document that will
be available on the Region’s Web site,
www.region.halton.on.ca, within the next
couple weeks.
