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Bolton’s Marco Roberti, an 18-year-old for-
ward who saw about 15 minutes of play near
the end of a 1-1 draw with Torontd Croatia
July 9. “He’s got a lot of promise.”

Holding their own in the CSI’s secondary
ranks — with its only two losses so far com-
Ing against the division front-runners — the
MFC Reserves have a number of players seen
as having a legitimate shot at cracking the big
team in the not-too-distant future.

Assuming they can handle the extra gear
required to keep pace with most CSL teams.

“The biggest difference is without a doubt
the speed of play,” said Carbajal, who
stressed that the MFC Reserves are very well
coached under Vladimir Klinovsky.

And while encouraged by what he’s seen
so far, he realizes-that certain players —
much like the club’s development plans with
the local youth soccer scene — may be
lengthy works in progress.

“We are quite certain that next year there
will be a lot more interest among young local
players to try out for our program. Also, we
need to start working closely with much
younger players, especially during the off-
season, to start the long process of develop-
ing players who will one day become impor-
tant players in our program.

“This is how the most successful clubs
throughout the world operate, and that’s how
we intend to nurture the best young talent in
the area. It’s a long process, but we're patient.
Great players are not developed overnight.”

Sitting at 3-2-2, MFC’s Reserves are made
up primarily of teens, including 15-year-old
midfielders Bryan Romero and Yuri
Klinovski. Theyre back in action this
Saturday at Maple’s St. Joan of Arc Field
against Toronto FC Academy.

The Reserves’ lone home game this season

comes Saturday, Aug. 28 at 1:15 p.m. at

Bishop Reding Field, where they’ll kick off a
double-header against the Serbian White
Eagles. The big club takes the pitch at 4 p.m.
