The heat generated by excessive
use of the eves over long hours, added
to the ordinary body heat; of fevar
repedted over a period of vears; the
heat of brilliant sunlight or too intense
artificlal light, and the heat of fur-
naces over a period of time are det. .-
mental to the function of the eyes,

“Nature provides a safeguard In a
manner somewhat simiiar to that of
the water-cooled motor, Transparent
fluids are circulated within the eye,
and the anierior surface of the eye I8
buthed with fluld coming down from
the tearglund ubova the eye,

“The peculiur special function of
the eye requires transparency, and ex-
cesglve heat destroys that guality; the
logs of transparency 18 fatal to the

tanction of that special organ, even

though Its form and strength are fully
regalned.”

Wood Lighter Than Cork;
Is Better for Airplanes

The use of balsa wood in the manu-
facture of airplane models has aroused
considerable curiosity in the minds
of users of this commodity, particular-
\y because of its light weight, It has
the reputation of being lighter than
cork. Inquiry as to the comparative
welghts of the balsa and cork to Forest
Products lLaboratories of Canada
brought the following reply .

*The average run of balsg will prob-
ably welgh from 73§ to 12 pounds per
cublc foot, alr-dry, although abnormal
material will occasionally be found
outside this range. S ich balsa as
we have tested, however, was in the
neighborheood of about B pounds per
cioie foot, It I8 conslderably lighter
than the welght sometimes quoted for
cork-—15 pounds per cubic foot, but
this figure presumably refers to com-
pressed cork products,

“The weight of ordinary cork as
nuted by us from time to time from
tests of stoppers used in the labora-
tories averages about 9% pounds per
cubic foot. The greater stiffness of
bulsa is probably another reason for
preferring its use in making model alr-
plane parts.,”"—Montreal Herald.

Must Have Sunshine to Live

Were the sun to go out the earth
