On an ordinary ciear day, if onw
kides the sun with one's hand, a great
whitieh halo appears, extending for
geversl solar diameters.
eitirely from light reflected or ®cat-
terod by fine particles of dust or fog,
| I' may easlly be a thousand times
as bright as the sky far from the sun,
and of courso It utterly swamps the
corona and prominenc:s, too. In real
ly clear, dust-free alr no such whitish
haze I8 to be seen, The sky remains
blue right up to the sun's edge, and
brightens very little,

This test of the purity of the sky,
'which requires no more than ralsing
one's hand, ir well known to as-
tronomers, but probably not %o the
public, In thickly settied reglons such
[reaily clear skies are extremely rare;
bai they are often to be found, even
gt men level, In reglons remot¢ from
artificial pollution, such as the coast
of Norway, and still more often on
mountaing or high plateaus—best of
f11 when the alr has heen cleansed by
la heavy fall of snow.—Henry Norris

“holes” are formed when the cheese
Ipulp Is stirred Into a clump under
the whey. Ry this procedure a fully
Romogeneous pulp is obtained, the air
‘does not gain access to the interior
itharmf and the gases formed during
‘the maturing process make round
“holes," larger or smaller, according
&8 the stirring of the pulp has taken
place in higher or lower tempersture.
On the other hand, the "'holes” become
irregular when all the whey 18 broken
ap into smaill fragments before the
maturing process.—Philadeiphia Pub-
