What Tax WIill Yield

As 1o the amount the Govarnment
expects to obtain from the tax, the
sum of $6,000,000 has been piaced in
the estimates, which is the net amount
the tax is expected to yield after re-
{ imburging the Department of National
Revenue for the expense of collecting
and «fter paying 1o municipalities the
amount to which they will be found
entitled, Necessity for introduction
of the provineial income tax was dealt
‘with suffiiciently by Premier Hepburn
in his budget address in the Legisla-
ture on March 12. In the interest of
returning the largest net amoant to
the public exchequer, it was arranged
to have the income tax collected vy
the Dominion authorities, This aved
building up a tremendous organiza-
tion and took advauntage of Ottawa's
experience in tax rolls and building up
records for nearly 20 vears,

it is understood that the province
this yvear will remit to those manici-
ralities which formerly colleacted the
income tax an amount based on last
veer's levy by such municipality. Lat-
er, all municipalities may participate,
the amount in each case heing hased
on the amount collected by the prov-
ince from such municipality,

The machinery set up tor the col-
lection of the income tax this Vear
will be a trouble-saver for the taxpay-
er, As usual, the return is to be in
triplicate, one copy to be retained and
LWo copies to be gent to the Domin
lon authorities, A small gection ot
the return is devoted sped waily to the
calculation of the provincial tax dne.
The form makes everything very
¢lear.

The taxpaver must the
amount of tax pavable, The taxes
due April 30th may be paid in four
cqual instalments, due dates eing the
last day of April, June, August and
October., In case of instalment av-
ment the tax-paver is asked to dir. ot
the proper apportionment, otherwise
the whole of an instalment would be
applied to the Dominion tax.
