Associates presently stands.
Mr. Harris moved the busi-
ness to 182 Main Street in
1957 where it 1s currently
situated.

However at the time it
wais only an eighth of its
present size. Originally
Harris,shared the building
with Ramshaw Insurance.
Later when this business
closed, the stationery gt@re
took over the other R of
the building and progress-
ively expanded to the size it
1s today.

Ron Harns' daughter Zella

and son in-law B.A. Bonin

purchased the business from

878-6962

Mr. Harris in 1961. B.A.
and Ron worked the store
dunng the sixties. In 1970
Zellashared operations with
her husband B.A and this
arrangement continued until
1988. In 1988 Zelfh and
B.A.'s son Steve took over
and continues to run the sta-
tionery store with his father,

Among the many services
Harmis Stationery performs is
a Bell Telephone Collection
Agency which has been part
of the store since the mid
1950s.

Over the past 40 years the
lives of the Harms arfd Bonin
families have revolved
around this business.

As a result, a strong affec-
tion and recognition of
Downtown Milton as the
heart of this community Has
developed.
