Johnston, 39, had nearly an identical qualifying tipe
to Leeder’s in 3:36 flat in the fall at Massey, Ontario.

While her finishing time was well off her usual
mark, she said it was a good tune-up for a recent
marathon she ran in London last month — where she
finished in a crisp three hotirs, 23 minutes.
