October 1920

For the first time the boys appeared in their
new uniforms of the artillery pattern, neat
smart and of extra good material.

They will begin operations within a month.
They will spin and dye all wool yarns for the
manufacture of sweaters. According to good
authority the Milton factory will enlarge
greatly and quickly if the necessary help is
available.
