After seven years of planning and millions
of dollars on the line, the Town of Milton
has learned that it won't be getting a uni-
versity campus — at least not this year.
The Ministry of Training, Colleges and Uni-
versities announced last Thursday that
a fund earmarked for the expansion of a
post-secondary institution would be go-
INg to York University for the new Markham
Centre, in partnership with Seneca College.
Wilfrid Laurier University submitted a bid
for a campus to be built in the Milton Edu-
cation Village off of Tremaine Road.

‘It is a profound disappointment for the
university and for the community partners
with whom we have worked very hard over
the past seven years,” said Max Blouw, presi-
dent and vice-chancellor of Laurier.

Mayor Gord Krantz also expressed disap-
pointment,
