son of General Martin Field, of Newfane, Vi,
and practised law while in the courts ot bis
nalive country.

He feil in love with an accomplished young
lsdy in Windsor, and though she was e
to another gentle ucveeded o “winn
her affections and inducing ber to join him
in & secret marriage, which was 1o be follow--
ed by cuhabitation in case the consent of her
parents could be obtained, but otherwise to be
void, She fuiled to gain consent ; and as
soon a8 he could dbe summoned from Boston
was publicly married to her first love, who
jolned her in & uit of chbancery sgainst Mr.
Ficld for the dissolution of the secret mar-
riage, Both she and her. suit survived her
husband, but at last sbe woa it in the Su-
preme Court,and the case is reported at Rengih
in the thirteenth volume of Vermout reporta.
