Judge Montgomery told
Thomas it was s shame
that he had become in-
volved in criminal ac-
tivity so late in life, and
said he fell the
humiliation connected
with his involvement with
the criminal law had
probably been deterrent
enough to prevent
Thomas from being in-
volved with the law again.
