Quebec: The People
IS a formidable
book both in size and
scope, but it is required
reading for any Canadian
u.hu has asked that

opworn question:

F ‘Whal does Quebec wani

anyway?"

The key to the puzzle is
that Quebec comprises a
wide variety of people,
and this book presents
almost as many points of
view as there are people.

In 1977, Rick Butler, an
Ottawa professor, writer
and filmmaker travelled
seven thousand miles
through Quebec with his
tape recorder and in-

terviewed people from
every walk of life—
farmers, cab drivers,
housewives, factory
workers, pilots and
businessmen. You may
recognize some of the
contributors—Laurier
Lapierre, Michel Roi,
Pauline Julien and Yvon
Deschamps are included,
but the majority of the
contributors are the sort
that one seldom hears
from—except in tightly
edited man-in-the-street
interviews.

The Sun Life dilemma
is echoed in miniature by
a Jewish Montrealer who
runs a small business.

“If I have té change my
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invoices, if I have to
communicate with the
government in French,
that creates a problem..
and if I'm forced to put a

francophone in an
executive position
because he's a fran-

cophone and I've other
people who are more
qualified, then I'm out, I
just leave here."”

Alain Corre 1s a teacher
in Hull, who emigrated
from France in 1972,

‘I chose Canada over
Australia because of the
large francophone
population. His comment
on De Gaulles’ ‘Vive le
Quebec libre’ speech? 1
think he did that on
purpose, he wanted to
push the Quebecois a little
bit, and to stir up the
anglophones at the same
time. He liked to shock
people, he says,

Corre can’l see Canada
without Quebec.

“There are ways for the
two communities to live
close to each other
without melting into one
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uniform mass."

An Avlmer housewife
who favours 1n-
dependence refuses Lo
speak English when she’s
shopping.

“If I want to live in
French, I won't do 1t by
speaking English...the
other day I saw a sign
‘Bilingual Wailress
Wanted." They have a
nerve, to advertise for a
bilingual waitress 1n
English only!" she says

Butler has included
appendixes to his book
which are valuable
reference materials. Bill
101 is re-printed, and
there is a chronology of
Quebec-Canada relations,
as well as a run down of
the critical 76 elections,
and an account of
provincial second
language programs.

Butler's conclusion is

Book answers what Quebec wants

that the BNA Acl is not
inscribed in stone, and is
in need of amendment
today. His research for
the book showed him how
culturally isolated and
threalened the French
people on this continent
feel.

“If we lose our
bicultural character, we
lose ourselves...there will
always be some space
between Canadians and

Canadiens, bul with
understanding and
compromise, thalt space
