Batik is a process which
produces these results
with textile dyes and wax.

Material is stretched on
a frame and wax is ap-
plied with brushes or the
traditional tjanting tool
as developed in Indonesia
where the art originated.
The hatik dye is done in
cool water after the wax
has darker shades. The
characleristic crackle of
batik can be controlled by
careful handling. The
dye penetrates every
unwaxed part of the
material and is then hung
to drip dry. To remove the
wax one breaks up the
wax into chips and the
rest is ironed out between
newspapers For a
garment dry cleaning is
preferable.

The design is a process
of discovery and ex-
ploration. It is best to
make a sketch of the
overall result with a well
thought out colour
scheme. Using primary
