centre lane is also a -

passing lane.

The Ontario Trucking
Association’s safety
council says using the
centre lane as a driving
lane creates a
dangerous situation for
all users of the road by
blocking the flow of
traffic and contributing
to tail-gating and lane-
hopping.

Trucks are not per-
mitted to use the left
hand passing lane and
need the centre lane to
pass. Truck drivers

have to shift through a
number of gears to
attain traffic speed.
Thus, when they en-
counter a slow-moving
vehicle obstructing the
centre lane, they are
forced to suddenly back
off from the rear of that
vehicle, often at great
inconvenience and risk.
On a multi-lane high-

way, obey the signs:
‘*slower traffic keep
right.”” It is a small
courtesy that makes for
a safer highway.
