fully. For the past two or three weeks, there
have been in the place of the scores formally
Sported, only seven,or eight new names per
week. It is probable thatevenamong those
some old cases might be found which have
no connection with the present commercial
condition of the country. The truth is that,
considering the amount of business done in
the Province, and the poor crops of the
last few years, the failures have not been
very numerous, and the revival of business
which we are now experiencing, happily pro-
ceeds not from any kind of inflation, hut
from a cause which will certainly render
failures even more rare.— Globe.
