YORK ROADS — WHY TOLLS
SHOULD BI13 ABOLISHED.

To the Editor of the Mail.

Sir,—There are placed on these roads
fifteen gates, at which toll is collected ;
and no matter how disagreeable or incle-
ment the weather every four or five miles
you must, stop and hunt your pockets for
change when your fingers perhaps are
numb and cold, and )ou have frequently
the greatest difficulty in unbuttoning
your clothes to get. access to your purse.
All this trouble would be avoided if all
necessary payments were made once a
year at your own fire-side to thc tax-
gatherer on his annual visit, and at the
same time Ihe county make a saving of
from $7,000 to 10,000 a year ; which 1
can demonstrate as plainly as that two and

| two makes four. Allowin/, for the sake of
argument, that tbe filteen toll takers re-
.ceive on au average 8400 each a sum
'that falls very, far short of the reality—
that would make gti.OOO a year. Then
toll-housis, toll g-tes, side bars, fences
arid tariff boards and other expenses in-
cidental thereto, (which would not. be
necessary under the assessment system),
must amount to another $1 000 ; reach-
ing an aggregate of $7,000 extracted
from tho travelling public for—nothing,
or worse than nothing; for it is attended,
as | have shown above, with a great deal
of trouble and inconvenience in the pay-
ments, besides which there is the interest
on this sum.

By adop’ing an assessment, and dis
carding tolls the county would effect, ji
saving of the abovo sum at least, and it
may be a great, deal more; for it is im-
possible to say how much liioney is col-
lected. With the money now on hand
an assessment, of one aud a half mills on
the do f r will produce sufficient funds to
pay off the debt in the twelve years ro
niaimug of the term of the purchase, and
allow to be spent annually a greater sum
than has been spent for repairs since the
roads became the property of the county.
And, according to the valuation of last
vear, the municipalities of the county
would contribute in about tbe fodowing
proportions :—

county, as the Rouge Hills and bridge,
the Don bridge, the. Credit Hills and
bridge, all situated in other municipali-
ties, which it would then be their duty
to keep in repair.

Tn conversing on the subject | have
found some parties who agree with me
that the abstract principle is right, and
that it would be desirable to have the
tolls done away with, and they believe it
will come to that in time. Bnt say they
let us have the roads paid for first—a
truly wise and judicious conclusion to
arrive at. Throw away $100,000 to
pay $29,000! (The balance' still un-
paid of the York Roads.) So much for
waiting until the Roads are paid for be-
fore doing an aft of justice to a very
large majority of the inhabitants of the
county. Vhit would be thought of an
individual who would keee up such a
system in the management of his private
business ? and yet we continue to extract
from the pockets of the unfortunate tra
vellerson the York Roads, nearly three
times the amount that is required to pay
for them, and keep them in repair. If
this is not a grievance of the highest
order | do not know what is.

The application jf the money collected
nn the York Roads may be illustrated by
the way in which a certain individual
expected his donation to tbe foreign
mission fund woulil be expended when he
gave a dollar to forward one cent to its
destination.
