Seasonable Information for Tillera of 
the Soil

H orses can be educatod  to  th e  e x ten t of 
th e ir  und ers tan d in g  as w ell as  ch ild ren  can 
be easily m anaged  o r ru in e d  by  bad  m an ag e­
m en t. I t  is  believed th a t  th e  g rea t liab ility  
com es m ore from  th e  d ifferent m anagem en t 
of m en  th a n  from  variance of n a tu ra l d is­
position  in  th e  an im als. H orses w ith  m e ttle  
are  m ore  easily  educated  th a n  th o se  of less 
o r du ll sp irits , aud  are m ore susceptible to  ill- 
tra in in g , and  consequen tly  m ay  be as good or 
bad, according to th e  education  th ey  receive. 
H orses  w ith  dull sp irits  a re  n o t by  any  m eans 
proof a gain st bad  m anagem en t, for in  th em  
m ay often be found th e  m o s t provoking 
obstinacy , vicious h a b its  of d ifferen t charac­
te rs  th a t  ren d e r th e m  a lm ost en tire ly  w orth ­
less. Could th e  com ing generation  of horses 
in  th is  coun try  be k e p t from  th e ir  days of 
colthood to  th e  age of five years in  th e  h a n d s  
of good, carefu l m anagers th e re  would be 
seen  a  vast difference in  th e  general charac te r 
of th e  noble an im als.

I f  a  colt is  never allowed to  ge t an  a d v an ­
tage i t  will never know th a t  i t  possesses a 
power th a t  m an  can n o t con tro l, and  if m ade 
fam ilia r w ith  strange  objects i t  w ill n o t be 
sk ittish  an d  nervous. I f  a  ho rse  is m ade 
accustom ed from  h is  early  days to have ob ­
jec ts  h it  on h is  heels, back an d  h ips, he  will 
pay  n o  a tte n tio n  to  tho  giving ou t of h a rn e ss  
o r of a  wagon ru n n in g  ag a in st h im  a t an  u n ­
expected m om ent. A gu n  can  be fired from  
th e  back of a  horse , an  um bre lla  he ld  over 
h is  head , a  buffalo robe th row n  over h is  neck 
a  ra ilroad  eng ine pass close by , h is  heels 
bum ped w ith  sticks, and  th e  an im a l tak e  it 
all as a .n a tu ra l condition of th ings, if only 
ta u g h t by  carefu l m anagem en t th a t  h e  will 
no t be in ju red  thereby . T here  is a  g rea t n eed  
of im provem ent in  th e  m anagem en t of th is  
nob le  an im al, less  beating  an d  m ore educa­
tio n .—In ,door  an d  O u t.

1C r a in  F a r m in g .
Som e people im agine th a t  fa rm ing  requ ires 

b u t lit tle  ou tlay  of b ra in-pow er to m ake  it 
successful. B u t as som e one h a s  truthfully* 
said , “  B ra in s  m ake  th e  b est fe rtilizer a 
fa rm er can  u s e .” T ake two. m en , one of 
th e m  w ith  h a lf th e  physical s tre n g th  of th e  
o ther, th e  w eaker m an  of th e  two will accom ­
p lish  m ore  th a n  th e  o th e r if he  exceeds th e  
la tte r  in  brain-pow er. W e have know n 
large, s to u t, h e a lth y  m en , who were liard - 
w orkers, an d  ye t always on a  “  s te rn  chase” 
w ith  th e ir  w o rk ; th ey  were always in  ho t 
w ater, alw ays poor, from  th e  sim ple  fact th a t  
th e ir  bodies w ere b e tte r th a n  th e ir  b ra in s . 
Such  a  m an , if he  is doing as sim ple  w ork as 
p ick ing  u p  stones on  a  side h ill, w ill get h is  
stone boa t on th e  upper side of a  large 
bow lder, and  th en , by stress  of m in d  aud  
m uscle, ro ll i t  on  th e  d rag , w hile th e  weaker, 
b u t w iser m an , would place th e  boat on tho 
lower side of th e  stone, u n h itch  h is  team , 
place th e  chain  abou t it ,  an d  in  a  tw inkling 
have i t  loaded, and  save h is  own s tren g th  for 
som e m ore im p o r tan t occasion. And so it 
goes to  th e  end  of th e  ch ap ter, w ith  th e  m an  
who does n o t “  th in k  a n d  th is  law  applies 
to  indoo r as well as to  outdoor work. I f  m en  
an d  w om en would take  tim e to  p lan  th e ir  
work, th e y  would secure m uch  b e tte r  re su lts  
th a n  to  h u rry  and  scu rry  abou t w ith o u t 
th o u g h t or system . W e honestly  believe if 
overy fa rm er would havo a  s tu d y  and lib rary , 
like  any  professional m an , w ith  a  few good 
ag ricu ltu ra l papers, and  spend  an  hou r 
o r two each day  in  read ing  and  p lan n in g  h is  
w ork, he  would secure b e tte r  re su lts  th a n  to  
spend  twice th a t  am o u n t of active labo r on 
h is  fa rm . T h is  is th e  tim e  and  th e  h o u r for 
labor-saving  inven tions  in  every direction , 
an d  no  fa rm er can  en tire ly  ignore  th is  in ­
creased knowledge, and  com pete w ith  those  
who keep th e ir  eyes and  ears  open.

W h o le  W h e a t  lo r  F o w ls .

W e fin d  by experim en t th a t  i t  pays to buy 
w heat fo r lay ing  h en s , even a t  $2 a  bushel. 
N ever buy  w heat screenings, un less  th e  w heat 
in  th em  is of superio r q u a lity . Som etim es a 
very  excellen t q ua lity  can  be b ough t for $1.25 
per bushel. D am aged or m ildew ed w heat is 
n o t good for chickens. T he P o u ltry  World  
says th e re  is m o re  so lid  n u tr im e n t in  w hole 
w h eat as  a  feed fo r p ou ltry  th a n  in  any  of 
th e  cereals , w eight fo r w eight. I t  is  an  ex ­
cellen t k ind  of g ra in  for th is  use, though  
som ew hat m ore expensive th a n  o th e r so rts , 
b u t to  m uch  of th is  h e a r ty  feed is d e trim en ­
ta l, p a rticu la rly  w hen carlessly  fed to  C och­
in s, B rahm as, &a. Fow ls a re  very  p a rtia l 
to  w heat. I t  helps the  lay ing  capacity  of 
h e n s , b u t i t  should  n o t be used  except with 
d iscretion  as to  th e  q u a n tity  allowed them  
daily . A n excess of th is  raw  gra in  will in 
duce a  looseness in  th e  bowels very  freq u en t­
ly. I t  is  easy of digestion , and  should  be 
fu rn ished  in  m odera tion , as a  needful and  
m ost desirable varie ty , in  con junction  w ith 
o th e r  d ry  g ra in s, such  as cracked corn, oats, 
barley, buckw heat. &c. I f  n o t m ore  th a n  
o n e-th ird  o r one-fourth  of w heat is allow­
ed w ith  th e  o th e r cereals m en tioned , for o r­
d inary  purposes in  th e  lay ing  season, hens  
w ill do qu ite  as  well, and  they  can  th u s  be 
k ep t in  b e tte r average condition th a n  by a 
g rea te r allowance. W e have  proved th is  
by freq u en t p rac tical experim en ts  in  feeding.

K a y  a s  l  oo t! fo r  H o g s ,

Says th e  N ebraska F anA er  :— “ B u t few 
m en  are  aw are of th e  fact th a t  hay  is very  
beneficial to  hogs, b u t i t  is  tru e  nevertheless. 
H ogs need  rough  food as well as horses, c a t­
tle  o r th e  h u m a n  race. To p repare  i t  you 
shou ld  have a  cu ttin g  box  (or hay -cu tte r),an d  
th e  g reener th e  hay  th e  b e tte r. C u t th e  hay  
as sh o rt as oats, o r sho rte r, and  m ix  w itn 
b ran , sh o rts  or m iddlings an d  feed ag o th e r 
food. H ogs soon lea rn  to like it ,  and  if soaked 
in  swill, as  o th e r  slop food is  h igh ly  re lished  
by  th e m . In  w in ter, u se  for th e  hogs the  
sam e hay  you feed to  your horses an d  you 
will find  th a t ,  w hile i t  saves b ra n , sho rts  of 
o th e r food, i t  p u ts  on  flesh as rap id ly  as a n y ­
th in g  th a t  can  be given them . T he  use of 
h ay  can  be com m enced as early  as th e  grass 
will do to cu t, and  w hen ru n  th ro u g h  th e  
cu ttin g  box can  be used  to  advan tage  by 
sim ply  soaking in  fresh  w ater u n til  it 
so u rs .”

H o> v  a  l ' o u u g  E lo r s e i 'n n  b e  S p o i le d .

W h en  a  young horse  acts badly  in  ha rn ess , 
i t  is because h e  has no t ye t been p roperly  tau g h t 
h is  business. To whip and  m isuse  h im  is to 
spoil h im . A ho rse  is n a tu ra lly  w illing and  
docile, if well used , and  m uch  m ay  be done 
by k indness, pa tience , an d  ju dgm en t, in  re ­
m oving th e  ill effects of w rong tre a tm e n t. A 
colt should  be tra in ed  w hen young, and  
g radually  ta u g h t h is  du ties ; th e  g rea test care 
shou ld  be tak e n  to  avoid fr ig h ten in g  or irr i  
ta tin g  the  an im al, an d  m uch  patience shou ld  
be exercised. I f  th e  an im a l refuses to do 
w hat is  requ ired , p u n ish m e n t will m ake m a t­
te rs  w orse ; som eth ing  shou ld  be done to 
d is tra c t h is  a tten tio n , w hen i t  w ill generally  
becom e docile.

H a n d l in g  A p p le s .
W ith  reference to  keeping and  preserv ing  

th e  fru it n icely : A d ry , a iry , lig h t cellar,
scrupulously  c lean , is a ll th a t  is necessary. 
T he  sides an d  ceiling  should  be cem ented  
w ith  p laste r to  keep  an  even tem p e ra tu re  of 
cold, an d  th e  bo ttom  of th e  cellar cem ented  
to  avoid dam pness. T here  shou ld  be one or 
m ore windows, according to its  size, on  oppo­
site  sides of th e  cellar, to  give a  free c ircu la­
tion  of a ir  w hen needed. T hey  should  be of 
glass and  supported  by h inges a t  the  top, so 
th a t  they  m ay  be opened and  sh u t as c ircum ­
stances requ ire . B ins th re e  feet wide m ay be 
constructed  around tb e  sides in  such  a  cellar, 
and  w ider ones th ro u g h  th e  centre . T hese 
b in s  m ay  be filled w ith  apples from  the  
bo ttom  to  th e  h e ig h t of five or six feet w ithou t 
any  danger of in ju ry  to  th e  lower apples by 
th e  w eight of those  on  top. M ake th e  neces­
sary  u p rig h t p a rtitio n  in  each  bin  to  keep 
each  varie ty  separa te . Apples keep m uch 
b e tte r  w hen sto red  in  large q u a n titie s  th a n  if 
sp read  out in  layers on  shelves. W h en  i t  is 
n o t p racticable to  construct b in s  in  th e  cellar, 
th e  fru it m ay be p u t in  barre ls  and  headed 
u p  an d  sto red  in  th e  cellar. I n  th is  way 
th e y  usually  keep to lerably  well. V egetables 
shou ld  n o t be sto red  in  a  cellar w ith  apples. 
I n  a  tem pera tu re  sufficient fo r keeping

app les, m ost vegetables will freeze. On 
th e  app roach  of cold w eather the  apples in 
th e  o rchard  shou ld  be  carefully  m oved to  th e  
cellar, p u ttin g  away none  b u t sound  fru it. 
Apples picked an d  stored according te  these  
directions m ay be kep t n ice an d  fresh  u n til  
very la te  in  th e  spring.

W hen packing  for m ark e t new  b a rre ls  a re  
preferable, b u t old ones w ill answ er provided 
th ey  are clean and  well hooped. T h e  sale of 
apples in  old barre ls is generally  effected m ore 
th a n  enough to  cover th e  cost of n ea t, new 
barrels. T h e  m iddle hoops m u s t be well 
nailed  to  keep th em  from  slipp ing  dow n, and  
th e  na ils  clinched o r liam m ored  down on  th e  
inside  of th e  ba rre l to  p rev en t th e  fru it from  
being lacerated . W h en  pack ing  select a  h a lf 
bushel of sm ooth , clean  app les of uniform  
size. W ith  th e  h a n d  place a  layer in  th e  
b o ttom  of th e  b a rre l, fitting  them  closely to ­
ge ther, and  stem  dow n. Now place a  row 
a round  th e  side of th e  b a rre l, p lacing  th e  
stem s n e x t to  th e  staves ; now fill up  th e  
cen tre  closely like th e  first layer, s tem  down, 
a fte r w hich th e  b a rre l m ay be filled by pouring  
in  carefully  from  th e  m easure . W h en  tiie  
ba rre l is  h a lf  fu ll share  i t  a little , an d  as i t  is  
filled con tinue  the  shaking , giving it. a  sharp  
rap  on th e  floor occasionally , w hich  packs 
th e  apples close to g e th e r. W h en  full, level 
up  w ith sm aller  app les, m ak ing  th e  top  row 
h a lf an in c h  above th e  ba rre l staves. L oosen 
the  top  hoops, lay  on  tho  head , aud  w ith  a 
screw or lever-p ress, force i t  down gen tly  to  
its  place, tig h ten  th e  hoops, rem ove th e  press, 
p u t on  th e  top  hoop a n d  n a il i t  fast. N ail 
c leats  on  th e  inside of th e  staves to keep the  
head  in . Now tu rn  up  th e  bo ttom  end  of 
th e  ba rre l and  m ark  i t  for th e  top , w ith  th e  
nam e and  q u a n tity  of y ou r apples, being  care ­
ful to give good m easure . T h e n  w ith  a  neatly - 
cu t s tenc il m a rk  you r nam e an d  post office* 
address on b o th  ends. If  you w ish  to  sh ip  
th e  apples in  th e  fall o r early  in  th e  w inter, 
th e  packing  m ay be dono in  th e  o rchard , b u t 
th e  barre ls  m u s t be kep t d ry  a fte r packing. 
If  th e  apples arc to  be sh ipped in  th e  w in ter 
o r sp ring , a packing place m u s t be prepared  
a t or n e a r  th e  cellar, and  th e  apples packed 
as shipped.

If  th e  apples a re  to  be sh ipped  in  cold 
w eather, th e  b a rre ls  should  be lined , a s  the 
apples are packed, w ith  fine, close brown 
paper ; b u t old new spapers doubled will a n s ­
wer. I f  th e  w eather is very cold, w ith  two 
th icknesses of paper be ing  used  and  th e  
barre ls  tig h t, app les m ay be sh ipped long d is­
tan ces  w ith  perfect safety . C are, however, 
m u s t be ta k en  th a t  no  p a rt of th e  wood 
touches th e  fru it.

T h e  Springfield, D ako ta  lan d  oflice, in  A u­
gust, d isposed of 38,924,93 acres of land , 
fcho Y ankton  of 37,885,88 acres, an d  th e  
Sioux F a lls  office of 24,407 acres.

T h e  soil shou ld  be fed so th a t  i t  in  tu rn  
m ay  feed p lan ts  ; for in  p ropo rtion  to  th e  
rich n ess  of th e  soil, e ith e r n a tu ra l or a rtif i­
cial, in  ju s t such  p roportion  m ay it be 
m ade to  yield a heavy crop.

A M aryland fa rm er says he  easly eradicates 
C anada th is tle s  by sowing th e  in fested  land  
w ith  buckw heat early  in  th e  sp ring , allowing 
it to  grow till i t  is  in  biossom , tu rn in g  it 
under* an d  again  reseeding w ith  th e  sam e 
g ra in . T h e  la s t crop is ha rvested  w hen ripe .

T h e  P ennsy lvan ia  R ailroad  Com pany are 
said to have good success, from  p lan tin g  th e  
V irg in ia  creeper (A m pelopsis quinquefolia), 
along th e  slopes of th e ir  em b an k m en ts  and  
cu ts  to p rev en t land  slides.

T hick  lim e w hitew ash th in n e d  w ith  a 
s trong  decoction of tobacco stem s, applied 
to fru it trees  ju s t  as w in te r sets  in , ia rec­
om m ended as a  preven tive  again st rab b its  
and  o th e r an im als gnaw ing th e  b a rk  during  
th e  w in ter season.

P ennsy lvan ia  is repo rted  to  have suffered 
to th e  e x ten t of 15,000,000 from  pleuro-pneu- 
m on ia  since its  en tran ce  in to  th e  S ta te , aud  
confined p rincipally  to  th e  coun ties  of P h il­
adelph ia, Bucks, C hester, D elaw are and  
M ontgom ery.

I t  is  poor econom y to  keep sheep , w hether 
ewes or w ethers, a fte r th e ir  te e th  becom e 
poor, except i t  m ay  in  th e  exceptional case of 
som e h ig h  priced  and  ex tra  b reeder. F ro m  
five to  six  years is a ll th a t  any  sheep can be 
profitab ly  kep t fo r wool or breeding.

A nother enem y to  w heat-grow ing is  r e ­
po rted  in  th e  shape  of a  weed som ew hat re ­
sem bling cockle. In  som e p a rts  of th e  east 
it has becom e so a b u n d an t as  to cause serious 
a la rm ; especially so in  N o rth  C arolina, w here 
i t  sp rings up  sim u ltaneously  w ith  th e  g rain , 
and  nearly  sm o thers  it. T he people have 
given i t  th e  n am e  of “  D utch  cockle.”

I t  is  a fa t year for th e  W est and  S ou th  to 
th e  tu n e  of 50,000,000 bushels  of w heat, and  
from  80,000,000 to  100,000,000 of corn  m ore 
th a n  was ever before produced in  th e  W est, 
and  500,000 bales of cotton  m ore th a n  was 
ever before produced in  one year in  th e  
South . T h e  tobacco crop will be 12,000,000 
pounds m ore, and  th e  sugar crop 200,000 
hogsheads m ore  th a n  ever before p roduced in  
one year.

I t  is estim ated  th a t  a t  least 80,000 to n s  of 
w heat will be sh ipped from  eas te rn  Oregon 
and  W ash ing ton  te rrito ry  tb is  year th ro u g h  
W alla  W alla  alone. T h is  e s tim a te  does no t 
include a v a s t s tre tch  of te rri to ry  w here th e  
fa rm ers m u s t seek an o th e r ou tle t. I t  is  evi­
d en t th a t  e as te rn  Oregon and  W ash ing ton  
te rrito ry  will, in  th e  fu tu re , con tribu te  largely 
to th e  g ra in  exports  of th e  Pacific coast.

In d u s try , en te rp rise  and  in te lligen t obser­
vation  is w hat m akes th e  good farm er. Such 
a  m an  uses every m eans  in  h is  power to  k e e p . 
h is  land  fertile, by  clean  cu ltiva tion , ro ta tion  
of crops, and  th e  application  of such m an u res  
as m ay  be adapted  to th e  special w an ts  of 
th e  crops he  cu ltivates. H e does m ore, he 
reads th e  b est jo u rn a ls  ho can buy, having  
reference to  th e ir  p racticality  in  ag ricu ltu ra l 
a rt.

H ere  is a s to ry  constructed  on  th e  sam e 
princ ip le  as th e  one th a t  to ld  of how a  m an  
got th c  th ree  youngest tu rk ey s  in  a  group of 
six  by te lling  th e  m ark e t m an  he  was a  b-b- 
boarding house k-keeper and  w anted  th re e  of 
h is  t-t-to u g h est tu rkeys , an d  w hen th ey  were

HIS LAST BALLOON VOYAGE-

Donaldson’s Fate Chronicled by Him­
self.

T h e  u n c erta in ty  of th e  fa te  of Prof. W ise 
and  h is  com panion, B u rr, who ascended in  
th e  balloon, P a th fin d er, from  L indell P ark , 
S t. Louis, la s t Sunday, and  have n o t yet 
been  h eard  from , recalls tn e  s to ry  of D onald ­
son ’s trag ic  death , aa com piled by th e  m issing  
aero n au t from  papers picked up  in  L ake  
M ichigan, w hich th e  two voyagers had  throw n 
overboard previous to  th o ir d ea th . P rof. W ise 
dedicated h is  n a rra tiv e  as follows :

“  To all reckless aero n au ts, who ru n  th e ir  
c loud-scraping  coaches w ith  a  d isregard  of 
consequences, o r who, in  o th e r w ords, essay  
to fly w ithou t m ak in g  due calculations and  
prepara tions to  a lig h t, th is  little  n a rra tiv e  is 
ded icated .”

W ise th e n  copied, verbatim , D onaldson’s 
m em orandum  of th e  tr ip  as  follows :

“  I  had  often  been excited in  m y fea ts  of 
rope w alking, b u t never before did  I  feel m y 
h e a r t s ink ing  in to  such  despondency as I  did 
w hen th e  aeria l sh ip  loom ed up an d  o u t over 
th e  lake. I t  was a d reary  s igh t over the  
d ese rt of w ater.

“  B y  a  k ind  of in s tin c tiv e  a rith m etic  I  
could s till figure ou t a n o th e r  h o u r’s sail aud 
a  reach  of dry  land . Grim wood hailed  m e 
from  th e  car below w hile I  was s ittin g  in  m y 
perch  on th e  lookout above, busily  engaged 
w riting  ou t m y experienco th a t  I  had  m ore 
th a n  an  h o u r ago resolved to  tra n sm it to  the  
waves below, so th a t  I  m ig h t leave a  m em oir 
of m y la s t vovage in  th e  even t of a fatal 
te rm in a tio n .

“  Grim w ood now inqu ired  of m e : ‘How
far are we from  th e  M ichigan shore ?’ And 
he added , ‘O ur b a lla st is nearly  spun  o u t.’ 
“ God only know s,” was m y reply.

“  B alloon-sailing  h a s  in  i t  th e  pecu liarity  
of keeping  one en tire ly  unconscious of the  
speed th e  balloon is m aking , o r  th e  d irection  
in  w hich i t  is  m oving w hen you aro am ong 
th e  clouds, a n d  th e  clouds a re  sailing  w ith 
you. and  a t th e  sam e tim e n o th in g  b u t a  
m onotonous w aste of w ater is u n d e rn ea th . 
I t  is  s ingu lar th a t  so lim ited  a sh ee t of 
w ater as L ake  M ichigan shou ld  p resen t 
to  view so few vessels to th e  eye of th e  arco- 
n a u t.”

“  W ell, i t  is  abou t 350 m iles long, and  th is  
gives u s a u  a rea  of 35,000 square  m iles. 
Now, if 1,000 sailing  vessels were sp read  over 
th e  lake a t any  one tim e, i t  would p re sen t ou 
an  average, on ly  one vessel for every 35 square 
m iles, o r, in  o th e r words, ono vessel on  every 
plo t of six m iles sq u are .”

“  Prof. W ise to ld  m e th a t  in  h is  sail down 
th e  m iddle of L ake  E rie  from  one end  to  the  
o th e r he  d id  n o t see h a lf a dozen vessels, and 
in c rossing  n in e ty  m iles of L ake  O ntario  only 
one vessel was in te rcep ted . I  fu lly  realized  
th is  fact in  m y  own experience over th e  lakes, 
and  tho  sparseness of sea c ra ft visible b e ­
low gave th e  s itu a tio n  a u  in tensified  d reary  
aspect.”

“  I  now tu rn ed  m y face to  G rim w ood, and  
requested  h im  to look ou t for som e lake  craft, 
since we could n o t expect to rem ain  a float 
m u ch  longer, as  th e  b a llast was so nearly  ex ­
h au sted .”

k >‘W on’t  th e  balloon ho ld  ou t a ll n ig h t? ’ 
said m y com panion. ‘You frequen tly  le t y ou r 
balloon s tan d  o u t a ll n ig h t and  reascend  w ith 
i t  th e  n ex t m o rn in g ,’ hopefully  ejaculated  my 
cheerful p a rtn e r . ‘Y es,’ was th e  response — 
‘th a t  is, w hen th e  balloon is new  and  in  p e r­
fect order ; b u t rem em ber th is  is a  leaky old 
tu b .’ ‘You don’t  p re ten d  to in tim a te  th a t  we 
are  going to  be soused in to  th e  lake for w ant 
of th e  balloon ho ld ing  o u t to  reach  th e  land?’ 
‘W hy, c erta in ly ,’ I  said  ; ‘if we do n ’t  discover 
lan d  very shortly , we sh a ll be com pelled to 
tak e  to  th e  w ater and  t ru s t  to  P rov idence .’ 
‘D onaldson, a in ’t  you jok ing  !’ sa id  G rim ­
wood. ‘No,’ was m y  reply.

“ I  now resolved, a t  al) h a za rd s , to  s ta te  
th e  s itu a tio n  fairly  to  G rim w ood, as  certa in  
destruction  seem ed to  be s ta r in g  m e in  the  
face, and  te ll h im  to  p repare  for a  doom th a t  
had  foreshadowed itse lf to  m y m in d  all day 
long. I  had  been  sailing  u n d er false colors 
long enough. I t  only  m ade m y an g u ish  of 
m ind  g rea te r as  I  pretended  to  assum e com ­
posure, and  th o u g h t th a t  I  had  tak en  along 
w ith mo a  gen tlem an  of cu ltu re  an d  ta le n ts  to 
be lo s t to  th c  world, and  for th e  sim ple b ene­
fit of a show spectacle th a t  had  so little  real 
m erit in  i t  as  to  be com pelled to  h ang  its  
financial success on th e  m iserab le  a ttrac tion  
of acrobatic  ballooning, and  th u s , th rough  
me, to com m it a  m ora l hom icide. My h ea rt 
was th robb ing  w ith  em otion  as I  contem plated  
th e  whole s itua tion . P e rh ap s  G rim w ood will 
grow desperate  if  I  le t ou t th e  whole tru th . 
H e m ay becom e revengeful, and  grapple w ith 
m e for th e  decision as to  who is to  take  th e  
la s t chance for l i f e ; for w ha t will a  m an  n o t 
do to  save h is  ow n life ? O ne o r th e  o th e r of 
us m u s t in  a  very sh o rt tim e  leave th e  ba l­
loon, or bo th  of u s p e rish  toge ther in  the  
angry  waves.

“ I  had  now fu lly  resolved to  be a  m a n  in 
every Reuse of th e  word, and  give Grimwood 
th e  little  rem ain in g  tim e for a  la s t au tob io ­
graph ical sketch  in  th e  even t of h is  going 
overboard, m ine  being to  the  p re sen t ex ten t 

r^eady for doubtfu l tran sm issio n  in  th e  like 
contingency.

“  ‘Grim wood, are you p repared  to h e a r  tiie  
w orst of our situa tion  ?’

“  ‘I  am  alw ays ready  for an  item , D onald ­
son, good o r bad , h igh  or low, up  o r  down ; 
p itch  in , D onaldson, and  give u s th e  new s.’

“ T h is  good-tem pered i t  yponse ra llied  my 
drooping sp irits  again , a n d  I  began to hope 
against hope. I  s tra in ed  m y eyes to  th e  E a s t 
and  th e  W est, an d  th e  N o rth  and  th e  South , 
in  th e  hope of espying so m eth in g  th a t  should  ■ 
prom ise a  rock of safety  for two w andering 
sp irits  of th e  a ir. R eally , I  began to  feel m ore 
like a  d ream ing  sp irit th a n  a  living m an . 
G rim w ood w as all th is  tim e w riting  down 
rapid ly  o u r w ords an d  th e  scones a round  us, 
seem ingly re lia n t on a  safe end ing  to  th e  p e r­
ilous voyage.

“  ‘S h ips seem  to  be as scarce as land , D on­
ald son ,’ he  m u tte red , ‘b u t we have life-pre­
servers; an d  if i t  m u s t com e to th a t, we w ill 
b a ttle  for life in  th e  w aves.’

“ I  now proposed to h im  in asm u ch  as our 
tim e  w as well n igh  spen t, th a t  we draw  lots 
for th e  chance of one of u s  rem ain in g  w ith 
th e  balloon, w hile th e  o th e r should  take  lo 
tho  w ater w ith  a  life-preserver, so th a t  we 
should  be prepared  for th e  em ergency w hen 
ou r b a llast should com e on tirely  to an  
end.

“ I  am  agreed ,”  was th e  ready reply  of 
Grim wood, p repare  th e  d rafts  ; and  as I  was 
never lucky enough to  draw  a  p rize  in  a lo t­
tery , I  am  su re  to draw  one in th is , “ e ith e r of 
w ind o r w ater. B esides,” said  h e  “ th e  p rize  
m ay  be a  sh ip , so le t u s hold up  to  th e  la st 
g ra in  of sand, in  th e  hope of in te rcep ting  a 
c raft below ; and  in  th e  even t of fa lling  in  
w ith  ono we will pounce down upon  i t  like  a 
haw k upon a  sparrow .”

“ I  p repared  a  dozen sticks of m a tches  
I  had  in  .m y pocket, a ll of different leng ths, 
and  handed  th em  to  Grim w ood to  dispose 
of th e  gam e as he  desired . H e said :

“ N ever m in d  D onaldson ; keep th em  in 
your own h an d s. I  will draw  one, you an- 
no ther, an d  he  who draw s thc  longest shall 
have tlio  choice, and  I  do no t care  m uch 
abou t th e  choice, because i t  is a  H obson to 
m e a t best, since I  would be as badly  off in 
the crazy  o ld  balloon w ithou t ballast, w ithou t 
experience an d  w ithou t knowledge in  th e  a r t 
of a ir-sailing , as I  sh a ll be in  th e  w ater w ith 
a  life-preserver. If  th e  choice falls to  m e I  
will sell o u t cheap anyhow  ; should  P ro v i­
dence send a  vessel in  sigh t, and  n e a r  us, in 
th a t  event I  would sooner take  to  th e  “ w ater 
lo t” th a n  th e  “ a ir  p lo t.”

“ As he  reached  ou t h is  h an d  to  draw  h is  
lot, lie rem arked  : “ Y our h an d  trem b les ,” 
"and i t  d id—a th in g  th a t  seldom  occurred to 
m e.

“ T h e  su n  w as now going down beh ind  the  
cloud b ank  of a  golden-fringed h o rizon . All 
n a tu re  w as s till as d eath , I  im agined th a t  th e  
gold and  pu rp le  colored d rapery  th a t  appeared 
to cu rta il th e  ch am b er b eh in d  i t  rep resen ted  
th e  m auso leum  of ou r app roach ing  res ting  
place.

Grim w ood s a t m otionless in  th e  car, h is  
h a n d  res tin g  on h is  notebook, h is  co u n ten ­
ance ind ica tive  of deep th o u g h t, hi* face fixed 
as th a t  of a  s ta tu e . F o r th e  first tim e he 
seem ed to  realize  th e  so lem nity  of th e  occa­
sion. H e refused  to m easure  lots w ith me. 
H e  said  in  a  very  serious m ood, ‘D onaldson, 
i t  is  all for th e  b e s t ; I  am  re a d y ; God be 
with u s .’ A nd h is  ch in  sank  slowly upon  h is  
b reast. T he scone u n n erv ed  m e. I  tu rn e d  
m y eyes once m ore to  th e  se ttin g  su n , and  
th e re  I  saw depicted in  th e  cloud fo rm ation  
an  old m an  w ith a sickle in  h is  hand .

“ Oh, w hat a  so lem n scene was before m e !
I  was ready  to  sink  down w ith grief, for now 
were flitting  th ro u g h  m y m ind  th e  scenes of 
m y child hood—th e  happy days ef you th , the  
pangs of despised love, th o u g h ts  of th e  two 
little  offsprings of m y own flesli and  blood, of 
th e  one whom  I  h ad  won and  to whom  I  was 
betro thed . All these , and  a  th o u san d  o ther 
th ings, were flitting  th ro u g h  m y b ra in .

“ I  never before fe lt such  a  ho rro r over an  
approach ing  calam ity . No one can  im agine 
w hat a  desolate w ilderness i t  seem s to  be 
w here you can see n o th in g  b u t w ater u n d e r­
n e a th  you, and  th a t  surg ing  and  foam ing as 
it were w ith in te rn a l convusions. To be 
hem m ed in , w ith  such  fa in t p rospects  of 
escape, and  to be fixed, as i t  w ere, in  the  
m idd le  of creation , p inned  fas t in  th e  e th e r­
eal vau lt, as if som e invisib le power was ho ld ­
ing  you th e re , ready  to  drop you a t any  m o­
m e n t, down, dow n, in to  th e  see th ing , yaw n­
ing  gulf of w ater, th e re  to  drow n, and  th e n  to 
becom e food for fish, and  a ll th a t  w ithou t 
th e  solace of an  a tte n d a n t and  friend , a lm ost 
drove m e to  despera tion , and  m ade m e th in k  
it would be b e tte r fo r m e to  die first, and 
le t m y deluded com panion have th e  la s t th read  
of safety th a t  was availab le u n d er th e  c ircum ­
stances.

O h, w hat a  calam ity  a  m an  can  b ring  upon 
h im s e lf! W e h a d  now su n k  low enough  to 
hear th e  d readfu l m u rm u rin g  of th e  troub led  
w aters. I t  was th e  ‘A eronau t’s Dead M arch ,”  I  
th o u g h t. A gain I  ra llied  m y sp irits  as G rim ­
wood sang  ou t : ‘ H ere  i t  com es !’ ‘ W hat 
com es, friend Grim wood ?’ ‘ A sail, a  craft. 
C heer u p , D onaldson .’ W ith  trem bling  
fingers and  deu b tin g  m uscle  I  pulled  th e  
valve. Down, dow n, we cam e ; we plungod 
car deep in to  th e  w ater ! N ot a m om en t was 
to bo lo s t ; n ig h t w as cloaking its  sable 
m an tle  a round  us.

“  G rim w ood th ru s t  h is  life preverver over 
h is  shoulders, th rew  h is  sealed bo ttle  over­
board , and  p lunged  in to  th e  lake, never look­
ing  w he ther he  h a d  draw n long o r sh o rt in 
th e  lo t. B u t, alas ! th e  vessel h ad  van ished  
from  ou r sigh t. I n  an o th e r m om en t tho  car 
was slowly subm erg ing  from  th e  ruffled w ater, 
and  lazily  th e  old leaky h u lk  was lifting  itse lf 
up  in  th e  som ber tw ilight. I  now  looked over 
th e  c a r in to  th e  w ater, and  th e re  I  beheld 
Grim wood buffeting w ith  th e  waves 
th a t  were tossing  h im  up  and  down. I  
shou ted  ou t, “  Goodbye, Grim wood ! God 
bless you !’ an d  he  m ust have h eard  m e, for 
hs ra ised  h is  h a n d  abovo h is  head  an d  sw ung 
it  a round  in  recognition  of m y  call. I  felt 
like ju m p in g  overboard  and  m aking  a n  end  
of m y troub les, b u t m y jo u rn a l m u s t be d is­
posed of first. I  do n o t w ant to  go to  H ades 
and  leave no record  beh ind . I  will continue 
to w rite  u n til  th e  la s t gleam  of hope  forsakes 
m e. A nd now, as th e  balloon rises, i t  is  get­
ting  ligh te r, so th a t  I  can  again  see to  write. 
I  looked out again  for m y strugg ling  com ­
panion, b u t th e  shades of n ig h t had  now 
so obscured th e  surface of tho  w ater th a t  I  
could n o t see an y th in g  on  its  face. Poor 
Grim wood, as  well as th e  vessel h ad  van ished  
from  m y  s ig h t, an d  I  could see h is  m anly  
form no  m ore. I  will now  fin ish  m y  jou rna l, 
and  subm it m yself to  th e  waves th a t  m u s t 
sooner o r la te r swallow m e up, un less  som e 
m iracu lous escape should  aw ait m e. I  w ill of 
course, n o t be able to  chronicle th e  final re ­
su lt of th is  acTventure shou ld  1 be doom ed to 
die here, so I  m ay as well close up  th is  n a r ­
ra tive , seal i t  up  in  th e  w ater proof case and 
drop i t  overboard, as  I  am  sink ing  down fast 
now, from  gas leakage an d  th e  cooling 
a tm osphere  of th e  evening. M ay God have 
m ercy on  m y two bereft ch ild ren , and  lead 
them  th ro u g h  th e  s to rm s of life safely ? And 
finally  m ay  i t  never be th e  lo t of a n  aero n au t 
to  u ndertake  th a t  w hich reason  teaches h im  
should n o t be un d ertak en , a lthough  th e  crowd 
m ay  clam or an d  th e  ign o ran t cry  o u t ‘Cow­
ard  !’ since it is  b e tte r to  have th e  approba 
tion  of one sensib le person  th a n  th e  shou ts  
and  h u zzas  of the  h e rd , who ever applaud 
m ost w hen your feats  prom ise self-im m ol­
ation.*

“ In  th e  end  I  ask  th e  w orld to  deal ch a r i­
tab ly  w ith  m e. Should  m y  body be found, 
give i t  decent bu ria l, and  w rite  for a n  ep itaph , 
“ H ere  lies th e  body of a  m an  whose reckless 
am bition  and  fea r of being  accused of w an t of 
nerve have sacrificed h is  own life an d  betrayed 
an o th e r fellow -m ortal in to  th e  snares of d eath , 
w ith  no  h ig h e r object th a n  to  serve th c  in te r ­
ests  of a  schem e w hich, to  say th e  best of it, is 
b u t a  poor th in g  in  th e  p rogress ol a r t and  re ­
fin e m en t.”

“ Sealed and  delivered. A m en !”

T h e  following h as  ju s t  appeared  in  th e  
Weser Z e itu n g  : “  C om m ercial navigation
th rough  th e  K ara  Sea to  th e  m o u th  of th e  .Ob 
is being  actively con tinued  th is  sum m er. 
F rom  th e  advan tage th e  Ob possesses in  flow­
in g  th rough  tho  m ost populous an d  produc­
tive portion  of Siberia, as well as from  the 
circum stance th a t  its  nav igation  is already 
fa irly  developed, i t  offers fa r g rea ter facilities 
in  connection w ith th e  new  sea  ro u te  th a n  
th e  Jen ise i. E v ery  sum m er now for five 
years vessels (sixteen in  all) have sailed  t© the  
Ob and  Yenisei w ithout encoun tering  any  
dangers from  th e  ice. B u t th e  hopes founded 
on th is  fact have received a  g rea t check th is  
year. A t th e  beg inn ing  of S ep tem ber th e  
sailing  sh ip  E x p ress , bound  for th e  Jenisei, 
re tu rn ed  to  H am m erfest witjU th e  rep o rt th a t  
th e  K ara  Sea was s till full of ice, w hich nono 
of th e  six steam ers despatched to  th e  Ob and  
Jen ise i h ad  as yet succeeded in  pen e tra tin g . 
T he  steam er N ep tune  again  (C aptain R as­
m ussen), w hich in  1877 w ent safely to  th e  
Ob an d  back, re tu rn ed  foiled on th e  Gth of 
Sep tem ber to  B ardoe, and  is now on  th e  way 
hom e to H am burg . A second steam er, 
S am uel Owen, h as  also re tu rn e d  to  Bardoe. 
T he  s team er L ou ise , on  th e  o th e r hand , 
w hich sailed som ew hat la te r, n o t being 
as ye t repo rted  to  have re tu rn e d  to Norway, 
it m ay  be in ferred  th a t  she h ad  got th rough  
th e  K ara  Sea. T he th ree  sh ip s  w hich sailed 
from  Tobolsk to  E n g lan d —nam ely , th e  Ob 
th e  T ju m en  and  th e  N adesclika—are, i t  is to 
be feared, in  a  # m ost u n fo rtu n ate  position. 
These sh ip s  were bu ilt in  T jum en  and  laden 
w ith tallow  au d  w heat. T hey m u st have m ade 
th e  m o u th  of th e  Ob abou t th e  end  of Ju ly  
and  are  in  the  g rea test danger of being w reck­
ed in  th e  K ara Sea, a  re tu rn j to  th e  Ob with 
p resen t changing w inds an d  freq u en t calm s 
being extrem ely  difficult. T h a t a  voyage iu  
these  regions w ith sailing  sh ip s unaccom pani­
ed by s team ers is a  m ost haza rd o u s experi 
m en t a ll cap tain s who have been  in  those 
w aters a re  unan im ous upon . T he  fact of 
th e  sailing sh ip  S iberia, also bu ilt in  T jum en , 
having safely reached  E n g lan d  la s t year, was 
en tire ly  due to  th e  exceptional ice conditions 
of th a t  season. D ecades m ay elapse before i t  
is  possible to rep ea t such  a voyage as Prof. 
N ordenskjold’s. Should th e  th re e  sh ips 
m entioned  succeed in  ge tting  back to  S iberia 
i t  will be in te res tin g  to lea rn  how fa r th e  
K ara  Sea has becom e clear of ice, for th e re  is 
a possib ility  th a t  th e  th ree  w estern app roach ­
es on ly—nam ely , Ju g o r S tra it, K ara  G ate  and  
M atoschkin  Passage —  are  o bstruc ted  by 
ice, aud  th a t  th e  sea fu r th e r  eas tw ard  is  ice- 
froe.”

— T h irteen  tram ps, arm ed  w ith rocks and 
o th e r m issiles, boarded th o  tra in  from  C um ­
berland, on th e  M aine C en tra l R ailroad, S u n ­
day m orning , and  defied th e  conductor to  oust 
them . A fter ru n n in g  som e d istance th e  tra in  
ha lted  on  th e  iron  bridge here , and  he lp  was 
called for, w hen th e  ruffians le ft th e  cars. 
Several a rre s ts  were m ade.

— T he in su ran ce  com panies a re  very solici­
tous a fte r th e  h e a lth  of Jam es P ark , of 
P ittsb u rg h . H e  h a s  $300,000 in su rance  on 
h is  life.

In  th e  D om inion of C anada th e re  a re  750,- 
000,000 ol acres of cereal lands u n cu ltiv a ted , 
a large proportion  of whioh are  very  rich . 
W ore only 100,000,000 of acres of th is  land  
u n d er cu ltiva tion—th e  D om inion  crop of 
cereals, hogs and  cattle  would be la rge r th an  
tho  p resen t oue of th e  U n ited  S ta te s  ; and  by 
th e  tim e 100,000,008 acres were u n d er c u lti­
vation  th e  population  of th e  D om inion would 
he 50,000,000 of people.

In  1830 th e  population  of th e  U n ited  S ta tes 
was 12,866,000 ; i t  is  now  estim ated  th a t  w hen 
th e  census is taken in  1880 i t  will be 50,000,- 
000, o r an  increase  in  50 years of say 37,000,- 
000.

No reason  can  be adduced why C anada 
could u o t advance as quickly as th e  U n ited  
S ta te s  d id ; on  th e  con tra ry  i t  can  be clearly 
shown th a t  she  oould do so fa r m ore quickly. 
Should  she  now com m ence to  advance even 
in th e  sam e ra tio  as th e  U n ited  S ta te s  did, 
th e  advan tages to G rea t B rita in  and  Ire lan d  
would bo m anifo ld  and  incalculable. I t  is  only 
necessary  to  m en tion  th e  increasing  cheap ­
ness of foodstuffs from  w hich G reat B rita in  
would draw  h e r supp lies, au d  th e  increasing  
m ark e t for m an ufac tu res.

T here  ia only one policy by w hich th is  can 
bo accom plished, v iz . : By G rea t B rita in  and  
Ire lan d  hav ing  free trad e  w ith  th e  D om inion , 
and  im posing  a  du ty  on  im ports  from  o th e r 
coun tries , (uot th e ir  own dependencies and  
colonies).

Should  th is  policy be adopted , th e  h ig h er 
th e  d u ty  th e  fa s ter th e  purpose would be ac­
com plished. T he  du tie s  so im posed, how ­
ever, o ugh t to  be in  m odera tion , an d  only 
sufficiently  h ig h  to  accom plish  th e  desired 
ends.

T he W estern  S ta tes  fa rm er w ith  th e  p res­
en t freigh t facilities, could afford to soli h is  
w heat in  L iverpool a t 25s. per q u a rte r, and  
be well re m u n e ra te d , therefo re  he  could s tan d  
a tax  of 20s.per q u a rte r and  upw ards,tak ing  th e  
average range  of prices in  th e  L iverpool m a r­
ket, b u t 10s. p e r q u a rte r  would be sufficient 
to  draw  a  population  to  C anada, and  would 
be in  moderation. 5s. per 100 lbs. and  4s. 
on hogs and  sheep would also be in  m odera­
tion . W ere they  double , nay  even treble, 
production  in  th e  U n ited  would n o t be re ta rd - 
ed.

I t  m u s t be borne  in  m ind  th a t  i t  w ill take 
som e tim e before th e  N orth-W est Territories  
will have m eans of tran sp o rta tio n  as th o r­
oughly  com pleted a t  those of th e  U nited  
S ta tes, therefore  som e allowance m u s t be 
m ade for th is.

T he  p roduction  of th e  U nited  S ta tes  is now 
so im m ense, a n d  increasing  yearly , th a t  after 
supplying th e ir  own w ants a n d  th e  E u ropean  
m arke ts  th ey  h ave  a la rge  su rp lu s, th e  con- 
tro l of th e  prices is therefo re  in  th e  power of 
th e  buyer, m ore  especially so as foodstuffs 
a re  perishab le  in  tim e, therefore  w hatever 
du ty  m ig h t be p u t on by E n g lan d  would be 
ind irec tly  paid  by th e  foreign producer ; be­
sides, in  a  very  few years th e  D om in ion  alone 
could supply  a li th e  req u irem en ts  of G rea t 
B rita in  an d  Ire la n d .

T h e  F lo u r  trad e  is now  assum ing  la rge  
proportions, and  th e  expo rt of i t  from  th e  
U n ited  S ta tes  to  G rea t B rita in  an d  Ire la n d  is 
fa s t tak ing  th e  place of w h e a t; in  o th e r w ords 
E n g lan d  is paying  foreign coun tries  to  do 
w hat she oan do herself. F lo u r can  be m a n ­
u fac tu red  in  G rea t B rita in  and  C anada as 
cheaply  as in  th e  U n ited  S ta tes. M illing is a 
e rea tin d u stry , i t  em ploys m any  m en  and  
m uch cap ital. A ny in d u s try , however 
sm all, is  one of th e  m a in stay s  of any  coun try . 
W hy even th e  cooperage b ran ch  an d  ba rre l 
staves requ ired  fo r th is  in d u s try , would of 
them selves be large trades.

90 per cen t of th e  U n ited  S ta te s  flour h a s  
heretofore been purchased  by  E n g lan d . I t  
seem s like u tte r  folly th a t  she should  have 
con tinued  buying i t  so Jong, and  h e r  own 
m illing  population  in  d is tre ss  for w ant of em ­
p loym ent. All th e  flour she requ ires  can  be 
m anufac tu red  a t  hom e an d  in  C anada, and  
th e  way to  accom plish  i t  is  sim ply, m ake the  
im p o rt d u ty  on flour re la tively  double th a t  on 
w heat, (the raw  m ateria l).

T h en  th e  Hog trade . T h is  is an  im m ense 
business,involv ing  in  a  year a  tu rn -over in  cap­
ita l of upw ards of $125,000,000 ; i t  em ploys 
an  arm y  of m en , an d  creates a  m ark e t for 
snlt, lum ber, n a ils , hoops, etc.

G reat B rita in  an d  Ire lan d  have heretofore 
been  custom ers to  th e  ex ten t of 90 per cent, 
of th e  whole of th e  U nited  S ta te s  production , 
and  here  th ey  have again  been  pay ing  a  fo­
re ign  na tio n  for doing w hat th e ir  own people 
would be m ore th a n  th a n k fu l to  bo allowed to 
do.

B y m aking  th e  d u ty  on dead, cu t, packed 
or barre led  m eat, double th a t  on live an im a ls  
th e  cattle  tra in s  th a t  now arriv e  a t th e  U nited  
S ta te s  pack ing  houses would con tinue  on 
th e ir  jou rney  a n o th e r tw elve h o u rs , a n d  ru n  
in to  C anada. T h ere  th e  hogs would be killed, 
out, paoked, e tc ., and  th u s  90 per cen t, of 
th is  enorm ous in d u stry , sufficient of itse lf -to 
be th e  m ak ing  of a  large oountry , would be 
transfe rred  to  C anada.

I  could go on  aud  en u m era te  m any  m ore in ­
dustries  : T he  cattle  trad e , w hich prom ises to  
exceed th e  hog trad e  ; th e  sheep trade , the  
o th e r cereals, corn , oats, barley , rye , th e  
tallow  and  la rd  trade , etc., and  th e  fu r th e r  
I  w ent th e  m ore clearly E n g lan d ’s p re ­
sen t poliey would be c learly  proven to be a 
fallacy.

T he  g rea t trouble  heretofore  has been E n g ­
la n d ’s s tubbornness. A lthough i t  m u s t be 
ap p aren t th a t  free trad e  is b ring ing  h e r  fa s t 
to  destruction , h e r  ch ron ic  free tra d e rs  are 
n o t m an ly  enough  to  acknow ledge th e ir  error. 
M any of th em  would ra th e r  see th e  coun try  
fall to  pieces th a n  adm it th a t  th ey  are 
wrong..

T here  a re  only  tw o courses for h e r  to  follow. 
I f  she p u rsu es  h e r  p re sen t policy fo r a n o th e r 
ten  years she will be ru in ed  beyond redem ption . 
I f  she adop ts  th e  following polioy she will 
rise  from  th e  d readful abyss in to  w hich  her 
free trad e  craze has p lunged h e r, an d  again 
becom e prosperous 

F ree  trad e  betw een h e r  and  h e r  dependen ­
cies and  colonies ; du tie s  on im ports  from  for­
eign coun tries, h igh  enough to gain  th e  desir­
ed en d s—n o t one free artic le  on th e  lis t, 
un less i t  is  som eth ing  th a t  canno t w ith  p ro ­
tec tion  be rem unera tive ly  produced in  G reat 
B rita in  and  Ire lan d , th e  dependencies and  
colonies— duties re la tively  double on  every­
th in g  m anufac tu red  o r p a rtia lly  so.

In  o th e r w ords, G rea t B rita in  an d  h e r  de­
pendencies an d  colonios consolidated in to  a 
free trade  em pire , (am ong them selves), im ­
posing s im ila r du ties  on  im p o rts  from  o th e r 
coun tries.

C anada h a s  a lready  begun to  p rosper u nder 
pro tection . W h a t s trides she would m ake  if 
th is  proposed policy was adopted.

T he E n g lish  cap ita lists  have heretofore 
squandered  th e ir  m oney in  foreign countries. 
L e t them  look to tlie ir own dependencies and  
Colonies. T here  they  will find honest, safe 
and  p rofitable em ploym ent fo r th e ir  capital.

W hen  the  A m ericans w an t to build  a  ra il­
way, and  are  asked how  they  a re  going to  
finance for it, they  reply, w ith  a  sm ile, “ E n g ­
la n d .” I t  m a tte rs  no th in g  to them  w hether 
th e  road  pays or n o t. If  it pays th e re  a re  a 
h u n d red  wavs by which th e  first lenders are 
w heedled ou t of th e ir  m oney. I f  i t  does no t 
pay i t  is  w heedled ou t anyw ay.

I f  thos% raiiw ays had  in an y  way been an  
ind irec t benefit to  G rea t B rita in  and  Ire lan d , 
i t  would n o t have m atte red  so m uch, b u t they  
have been one of th e  chief sources of th e ir  
depression  an d  m ost certa in ly  th e  direct 
cause of h in d e rin g  th e  p rogress of th e  colo­
nies.

T he A m ericans say w hat is th e  use of 
build ing  th e  C anada Pacific Railw ay, th rough  
w ha t th ey  m is-call a  w ilderness, and  in  a l­
m ost th e  sam e b re a th  ad m it th a t  th e  B ritish  
N orth -w est T e rrito rie s  will becom e th e  g rea t­
est w heat-grow ing coun try  in  th e  world. W hy 
havo they  b u ilt ra ilroads th ro u g h  h u n d red s  
of m iles of m o u n ta in s  to  tlio  boundary  line  
of th is  so-called w ilderness ? And are  still 
going on lin in g  th e  so u th ern  b o undary  w ith 
roads «only a  few m iles from  th e  line  ? S im ­
ply to  try  and  p rev en t an  ingress and  egress to

and  from  th is  B ritish  p arad ise , and  com pel 
th e  exports  and  im ports  to  bo carried  by  
A m erican tra n sp o rta tio n  lines a t  w hatever 
ra te s  of freigh t th ey  m ay cliooso to  exac t, o r S 
in  o th e r w ords, con tro l th e  whole tra d e  ; and  
to  w ithdraw  a tten tio n  from  th e  bu ild ing  of 
th i • railw ay, a road  th a t  will n o t only pay  of 
itse if.bu t bring  un to ld  w ealth  to G roat B ritian  
and  Ire la n d  aud  C anada, th e y  a re  advocating  
th e  build ing  of a  sh ip  canal to  cost $100,000,- 
000 before i t  could ever be fin ished, to  con­
n ec t th e  G eorgian Bay and  L ake O ntario , 
(called th e  “ H u ro n  and  O ntario  S h ip  C anal,”) 
a c a » a l  to  in ju re  C anada b u t b enefit Illino is  
and  o th e r W este rn  S tates, and  th e  expense 
of b u ild ing  th is  th ey  a lso  try  to  m ake 
E n g lan d  and  C anada pay.

T h e re  is an o th e r canal schem e th a t  would 
n o t cost one-fou rth  th e  estim ated  cost of th e  
so-called “ H u ro n  and  O ntario  ; ” i t  too was 
som etim es called th e  “ G eorgian  B ay C an a l,” 
b u t now th e  “ O ttaw a.” I t  would com m ence 
a t  th e  m o u th  of F ren ch  R iver, a t  th e  top  of 
G eorgian B ay, connec t w ith  th e  O ttaw a 
river, would pass th ro u g h  an d  open up  v ast 
tra c ts  of valuab le  C anadian  lan d s , ru n  in  a l­
m ost a  direct lin e  from  F o r t W illiam , (the 
N orth -W est T e rr ito rie s  sh ipp ing  p o rt 
on  L ak e  S uperior,) to  M ontreal, 
and  cu t off 310 m iles of n av ­
iga tion . T h is  is an  u n d e rtak in g  th a t  
will n o t only pay, b u t prove of im m ense 
benefit to E n g lan d  and  C anada. B u t th e  C an ­
ada  Pacific R ailw ay is  th e  im m edia te  w ant, 
and  c an n o t be com pleted one day  too soon. 
W hen  i t  is  f in ished  cap ita lis ts  will find p ro fit­
able em p loym en t fo r th e ir  m oney in  com plet­
ing  th e  “  O ttaw a C anal.’’

T o  show how n e a r  th ese  N orth -W est T e rr i­
to ries are as com pared to  C hicago—th e  w ater 
rou te  d is tance  from  Chicago to  M ontreal, via 
W elland  C anal, is 1,261 m iles, w hereas, from  
F o r t W illiam , on  L ake  S uperio r, to  M ontrea  

i t  is  1,276 m iles, only  a  difference of 15 m iles. 
W hen  th e  O ttaw a C anal is b u ilt th e  d istance  
from  Chicago to  M ontreal by th a t  ro u te  will 
be 991 m iles, an d  th e  d istance from  F o r t W il­
liam  to  M ontreal 966 m iles only.

Look  th rough  th e  v is ta  of fu tu rity , (and a 
n e a r  fu tu re  a t  th a t  if th is  policy is  adopted), 
and  we can  d iscern  n o t only M ontreal and 
Quebec g rea t c ities, b u t o th e r s iste r cities, 
one a t o r n e a r  “ F o r t W illiam ,”  and  one a t 
“ Y ork ,” on  th e  H udson  Bay, no t only  rivaling  
b u t su rp ass in g  th e  g rea t g ra in  c en tre s  of th e  
world.

T h e re  never w as a  people so deceived as 
th e  E n g lish  have been as to  w ha t ia to  th e ir  
in te re s ts  a s  regards C anada. No n a tio n  ou 
th e  ea r th  h a s  ever been  so b linded  and  hood­
w inked, and  no  ten  n a tio n s  p u t toge ther have 
ever pa id  so m uch  for folly, b u t it is  n o t ye t 
too  la te  ; a large p roportion  m ay be recov­
ered by th e  adop tion  of th is  policy ; and  a 
tran sfe r of E n g lan d ’s ad m ira tio n  of A m erica 
to  a love for h e r  own colonies and  people 
would no t be am iss. If  A m erica  is  g rea t to ­
day she  owes th e  whole of i t  to 
G rea t B rita in  and  Ire lan d , an d  if 
C anada is poor and  strugg ling , i t  has 
been E n g lan d ’s fa u lt w orking too long under 
a F ree -trad e  policy th a t  h a s  proved itse lf ro t­
ten  to  th e  core, an d  h a s  b ro u g h t th e  country  
to  th e  verge of ru in .

E n g lan d ’s Colonies have heretofore  beeu 
h e r best custom ers for h e r  m anufac tu res, bu t 
she h a s  n o t in  re tu rn  encouraged purchases 
from  th em . H e r policy h as  been to  sell to her 
Colonies and  buy  from  th e  U n ited  S ta tes, 
thereby  depreciating  th e  one, and  bu ild ing  up 
th e  o ther.

F o r th e  p ast 15 years an d  m ore A m erica 's 
tran sac tio n s  w ith  G rea t B rita in  an d  Ire land  
have been a ll “ se ll” and  no “ buy ,”  as re ­
gards m erchandise , an d  all “  tak e”  a n d  no 
“ give” as regards money.
