P a r l ia m e n t fo r a  d ivorce, th e re  shou ld  
b e  som e m eans p ro v id ed  w hereby 
people w ho can n o t afford to d o  th is  
could  also secu re  ju s tic e ,-a n d  th e  Globe 
is  ab o u t r ig h t,  too. I t  need n o t follow, 
as som e o f  o u r  con tem p o raries  fea r, th a t  
i f  d ivorces becom e cheap  th e  m o ra lity  o f  
th e  people w ill be low ered. M any  a 
m a rria g e  tie  h ad  m uch  b e tte r  be legally  
d isso lv ed , th a n  to  co n tin u e  th e  m ere 
m o ck ery  th a t  i t  now often  is, and  
su re ly  th e  m an y  wom en who suffer 
th ro u g h  th e  c ru e lty  o f  th e  b ru te s  they  
c a ll  h u sb a n d s , w ould be g re a tly  bene , 
f itte d  i f  th ey  could secu re  a  d iv o rce . 
I f  d ivo rce  canno t b e  p ro cu red  fo r such  
crim es, le t  th e  lash  be well ap p lied . I f  
m en w ill a c t w orse th a n  b ru te s , su re ly  
th e y  should  be p u n ish ed  in th c  only  w ay 
th e ir  feelings can be appealed  to , by a 
severe  flogging. T h e  sooner o u r law s 
a re  am ended  in th is  d irec tio n  th e  b e tte r . 
Scarcely  a day  goes by , b u t  w h a t th e  
c i ty  p apers, all over C an ad a , p u b lish  
cases w here m en a re  tr ie d  fo r b ru ta lly  
b e a tin g  th e ir  w ives, and  som e m en a re  
know n as ' ‘h a b itu a l w ife-beaters ”  A  
fine o r few d ay s im p riso n m en t is in flic t­
ed . and  th e  m an is again  le t loose to 
■vent h is an g e r on th e  defenceless w om an, 
w ho ra re ly  has no red re ss , as th e  law  
now  is. T h is  m an is b ound  to  h e r  u n ­
t i l  d e a th  in te rv en es, and  life is  n o th in g  
b u t  c o n tin u a l m isery  an d  w retchedness.

T h e re  a re  m any  w ho con tend  ab o u t 
th e  sa n c tity  o f  m arriag e , b u t th e re  can 
be no sa n c tity  in tb e  co n tin u a tio n  o f  
su c h  a s ta te  o f  affairs. B y  all m eans le t 
poor people have  ju s tic e  as well as th e  
w ea lth y  and  in fluen tia l.

th o  P re sb y te r ia n  C hurch  a t  largo. P re sb y te rian - 
ism  took  its  r ise  in  tro u b lo u s  tim es,—a  tim e  w hen 
d a rk n ess  covered  th o  e a rth , a n d  gross d ark n ess  
covered  th o  peop le  ; a  tim e  w hen  tru e  C h ris tian ­
i ty  ex isted  only  in  n am e  ; a  tim o  w hen  m e n  b e ­
g an  to  in q u ire  w h e th e r  th e  teach in g s  of th e  
c h u rc h  w ere  in  accordance  w ith  th e  teach ings  of 
th e  B ible. T h e n  th e  founders  of th e  P re s b y te r i­
a n  ch u rc h  u n ite d  tog e th er, & by  v e ry  closely a n d  
d iligen tly  sea rch in g  th e  S orip tu res, th e y  w ere 
enab le  to  fo rm  a  sy stem  of C hu rch  G overnm ent, 
t h a t  h a s  since s tood  th e  te s t  of c e n tu r ie s :; a  s^s-r 
te m  void  of p o m p  and  ce rem ony , a n d  one  w hi£h 
does n o t a p p e a l to  th e  ou tw ard  senses fo r i ts  r e ­
ligion, n o r  allow  th e  tr a d itio n s  of men'- to  ta k e  
th e  p la ce  o f th e  law s of God, b u t in  a ll c&ses h as  
been  gu ided  by  “W h a t s a ith  th e  S crip tu res ,” ?

F ro m  th e  tim e  w hen  J o h n  K nox, fearlessly  
p reac h ed  a g a in s t th e  p rev a ilin g  sins of his. tim e, 
an d  caused  th o  w alls of e rro r  a n d  su p e rs titio n  to  
c rum b le  u n to  d u s t befo re  th e  sound  of a  p u re  Gob 
pol, u u ti l  th is  p re se n t day  th e  P re sb y te rian  
C hurch  h a s  nev e r lack ed  m e n  to  ho ld  u p  h e r  b a n ­
n er, m e n  w ho gq,ve th e  G ospel T ru m p e t no  u n ­
c e rta in  sound ; m e n  w ho w ere  eve r read y  and  
freq u en tly  ca lled  upo n  to  sea l th a ir i te stim ony  
w ith  th e ir  b lood. A nd  w h e th e r  th e y  \ suffered  
persecu tio n  a n d  m a rty rd o m  by  tho  faggo t and  
s take , o r h a d  th e ir  blood sp illed  up o n  th e  h e a th ­
e r  ; o r  w ere d riv en  f r o m . h o m e by  a  ' Relentless 
foe, a n d  p erish e d  from  cold a n d  hunger,-" o n  th e  
b le ak  h ill sido ; or h a d  th e ir  m ind3 assa iled  by 
th e  soul-destroy ing  casu isty  of th e  free  th in k e r  ; 
or h a d  th e  finger of scorn  p o in ted  a t  th e ir  s im ple 
b u t S c rip tu ra l R itu a l o f w orsh ip  b y  th e  . self- 
righ teous P h a risee ,—th e  P re sb y te rian s  tte a  body 
h a v e  eve r been  re a d y  to  give a  reaso n / fo r  th e  
hope t h a t  w as in  th e m , th e ir  only  a n d  eve r effec­
tu a l  ap p e a l be ing  to  th e  L a w  an d  Testim ony... 
T h e  m in is te rs  of th e  P re sb y te r ia n  c h u rc h  h ave  
eve r been  no ted  fo r th e ir  learn ing , an d  also  for 
then* p*3ty an d  zeal, a n d  such  n am es  as  Knox, 
C alv in , D odridgo, H enderson , J o h n  W elsh, th e  
E rsk ines, B oston, G illesp ie , P h ill ip  a n d  M atthew  
H enry , D r Jo h n  Brow n, Irv in g  C halm ers, G u th rie , 
Cooke an d  H odge, a n d  m a n y  o th e rs, w hich  w an t 
of space com pels m e  to  o m it hero, fo rm  a  galaxy  
of nob le a n d  illu s tr io u s  m en , su ch  a s  no  o th e r  
C hu rch  can  b o as t of.

I n  M issionary  w ork an d  en te rp rise , th o  P resb y ­
te r ia n  C hurch  s tan d s  fo r th  p re -em in en t as th e  
p io n eer of th e  G ospel to  m a n y , ve ry  m a n v  of 
th e  d a rk  co rners  of th e  w orld , an d  am ongst those  
of h o r sons w ho hav in g  ta k e n  th e ir  lives in  th e ir  
h an d s , w en t fo r th  to  ca rry  God’s p reciousW ord  to  
th e  hea th en ,L iv in g sto n , M offat, G u th rie  .W addell, 
an d  A nderson, in  S ou th  A frica  ; Duff, W ilson  
an d  D r M iller in  th e  E a s t  In d ie s  , th e  G ordons 
& G eddie in  th o  P acific Is lan d s  ; B urns,M ilne an d  
M orrison, in  C h in a  ; an d  B lack , N esb itt, B ryce 
an d  R obertson  in  th e  w ilds of N o rth  .A m erica ; 
a re  n am es  th a t  sh ine  fo r th  w ith  p ec u lia r  lu s tre  
in  th e  m iss io n a ry  w orld. T h e  above references 
a re  n o t m ado  fo r th e  pu rp o se  of d e tra c tin g  from  
th e  no b le  w ork p e rfo rm ed  by  o th e r  relig ious 
bodies, b u t for th e  purpose  of ca lling  th o  a t te n ­
tio n  o f P re sb y te r ia n s  to  th e  g re a t w ork  a lready  
accom plished  by  th e  chu rch , and  m ore , p a r t ic u l­
a rly  to  th o  s till g re a te r  w ork t h a t  is  y e t before 
th e m  in  a ss is ting  to  tra n sfo rm  th e  k ingdom s of 
th is  w orld  in to  a  k ingdom  fo r th o  L o rd '; an d  of 
th e  g re a t n ecess ity  of being  u p  an d  doing, an d  
t h a t  w e w a tc h  a n d  p ra y  t h a t  ou r ca nd les tick  bo 
n o t rem oved .

A fte r th is  sh o rt digression, I  now  com o to  th e  
q uestion  before us, a  question  th a t  resolves its- 
self in to  a  few  sim ple s ta te m e n ts -  A m ongst tho  
ea rly  se tt le rs  of th is  neighborhood  th e re  w ere 
q u ite  a  n u m b e r of P re sb y te r ia n s  who b ro u g h t 
w itn  th e m  from  th o ir  fo rm er hom es, a  r e v e r ­
ence  for th o  O rdinances a n d  P riv ileges of tho  
C hurch  to  w h ich  th e y  belonged, an d  a s  e a rly  as 
th e  y e a r  1811 som e s tep s  h a d  been ta k e n  to  o r­
gan ize a  congregation . N o t u n ti l  th e  y e a r  1817. 
how ever, w as th is  ob ject accom plished , w hen 
th e  congrega tion  w as fu lly  o rgan ized  by  th e  a p ­
p o in tm e n t a n d  o rd in a tio n  of th o  la te  J a m e s  
M yles a n d  R o b ert M arsh as E ld ers , u n d e r  th e  
g u idance  of th e  ab le  M inister, th e  R ev  W illiam  
Jen k in s , a  m a n  su ite d  fo r th e  tiroes in  every  w ay,i 
a n d  one w ho ca lled  every  sin  by it s  p ro p er n am e ,' 
s trong ly  opposing  e rro r  in  every  shape, w ise in  
counsel, eve r try in g  to  le a d  h is  flock in  th e  p a th  
of t r u th  and  u p rig h tn ess. H e d ispensed  th e  
sa c ra m e n t of th e  L o rd ’s S u p p er fo r th e  firs t 
t im e  to  th is  cong rega tion , in  th e  open, a ir, in  tho  
p r im itiv e  forest*

In  th e  y e a r  1821, th o  congregation , a ss is ted  by  
tl ie ir  neighbors, b u t  m o re  especia lly  th ro u g h  th e  
energy  a n d  lib e ra lity  of th e  above-m entioned  
E lders , w ere enab led  to  bu ild  th e ir  firs t a n d  only  
ch u rch , th e  one in  w hich  th e  congrega tion  has  
w orsh ipped  for th e  l a s t  fifty-n ine years. A t th e  
t im e  o f i t s  erec tion  i t  w as th e  only  ch u rch  n o rth  

' of T oronto , an d  am ongst tho  firs t in  th e  P rov ince . 
A lthough i t  is now  o ld  a n d  som ew hat uncom fort­
ab le  as a  p lace  of w orship , i t  is  s til l looked upon 
w ith  considerab le  v en e ra tio n  by  tho  e ld er m em ­
b ers  of th e  congregation . I n  1834 th e  session of 
th o  ch u rc h  w as s tre n g th e n e d  by  th e  ap p o in t­
m e n t of th e  la te  J a m e s  G ilm our a n d  Ja m e s  
H easiip  as E lders . T h e  ch u rch  m a y  be sa id  to  
h av e  en joyed  a  fa ir  sh are  o f p ro sp e rity  up  to  1843 
w hen  i t  su sta ined  i t s  firs t severo loss in  th e  d e a th  
of its  m in is te r , w ho h a d  so long a n d  fa ith fu lly  
served  th e  g rea t M aster, as  fo rm e rly  m en tioned . 
A fter th e  d ea th  of th e  R ev W m . Jen k in s , th e  con­
g regation  w ere w ith o u t a  m in is te r  fo r a b o u t tw o 
y ea rs , w hen  a  ca ll w as given to  th e  R ev W alte r 
Scott, an d  accep ted  by  h im . H e only  re ta in e d  
charge  fo r th e  space  of th re e  yea rs , an d  th e  con­
g regation  in  th e  m e a n tim e  lo s t gro u n d  fo r w a n t 
of ca re  a n d  oversigh t. T h e  h a rm o n y  th a t  h ad  
h a d  h ere to fo re  ex isted  in  th e  ch u rch  w as also  
n ea rly  destroyed , an d  th o  cond ition  w ould have 
b een  m u ch  w orse, b u t  fo r th e  on tiring  energy  of 
th e  E lders , th e  la te  R o b e rt T rench  an d  th e  la te  
H e n ry  S tew art, of K ing, an d  a  few  o th e rs  who 
d id  a ll in  th e ir  pow er to  keep  th e  m em b ers  to ­
gether.

I n  1849 th e  cong rega tion  gave a  ca ll to  th e  R ev 
J a m e s  Dick, (our la te  es te em ed  pasto r,) w ho  ac ­
cep ted  and  w as in d u c te d  to  th e  cha rge  on th e  
14th d a j of M arch , 1849. J a m e s  Jenk in s , J a m e s  
G ilm our a n d  J  am es H easiip  being  E lders . To 
th e  w rite r’s c e rta in  know ledge h e  d id  n o t accep t 
th e  charge depend ing  up o n  h is  ow n s tren g th , b u t 
in  th e  s tre n g th  of h im  w ho is all-pow erfu l, an d  
w h en  a b o u t to  com o h e re  to  com m ence h is  la b o rs  
if h e  d id  n o t use th e  w ords, h e  d id  th e  sp ir it  of 
t h a t  p ray e r, “L ord , if  th o u  go n o t w ith  m e, tako  
m e n o t hence .” As a  consequcnce, b r ig h te r  days 
b egan  a t  once to  d aw n  fo r th e  C hurch , an d  
th ro u g h  th e  P a s to r ’s labo rs, she b egan  to  le n g th ­
en  h e r  cords a n d  s tre n g th e n  h e r  stakes. In  a  
few  yea rs  h e  h a d  fo rm ed  a  la rg e  a n d  prosperous 
congrega tion  on th e  second concession  of th e  
T ow nsh ip  of K ing, and  an o th e r  in  th e  v illage  of 

i L askay , in  th e  sam e tow nsh ip . T h e  abovo con- 
i g rogation  soon becam o a  s e p a ra te  charge , sus- 
| ta in in g  th e ir  ow n M in ister. D u ring  th e  long 
I period  o f tw en ty -e ig h t years, in  w hich  th e  Rev. 
M r Dick h a d  tb e  oversigh t of th is  congregation , 
h e  w as a  fa ith fu l w orker iu  th e M a ste r’s v ineyard  

( H e ever h a d  a  k ind  w ord to  th o  young, nnd a  
[ w ord  of w a rn ing  to  th o se  in -danger - of s tray ing

from  th e  p a th  of d u ty , a n d  a  w ord  of com fort to  
th o m o u rn e r .H o  gave h is  w hole tim e  to  th e  work, 
th e  S ab b a th  School, B ib le  Society, B ook an d  
T ra c t Society, a n d  P u b lic  Schools, each  one in  
i ts  p lace, rece iv ing  due  a t te n t io n . W hen  tho  in ­
firm ities of ago com pelled  h im  to  res ign  h is  
charge in  th e  m o n th  of M arch, A. D. 1S77, h e  le f t 
th e  congrega tion  strong  a n d  p rosperous.
