The following from the Albany Evening 
Journal w ill be read with interest by Mr. 
Ortton’s m any friends in thie city ;

“ That’s the beet engine in the world,” 
quietly remarked Master-Builder John 
Ortton, of the W est Albany Bhopa, yester­
day afternoon, as be gazed admiringly at 
looomotive No. 520, tbe latest triumph in 
deeiga, workmanship and meohanism in its 
line. A description of the engine was 
printed in yesterday’s Journal. Mr. Ortton 
made a personal inspection of the intrioa- 
oies of the meohanism, after whioh the 
rotund engineer, Ed. Bteenburgh, who is a 
*• bandy man ” in testing new engines, 
his counterpart, the jovial George Prit- 
ohard, who oonstruoted the new “ oorn- 
oraoker engine despatoher.J. D . Avery, an 
old engineer, w itb a Bbarp faoe and keen, 
bright eye ; Fireman George Hennaman, 
whose curly, auburn hair twisted about 
over the conventional red bandkerobief 
worn by Btokers about the neok ; A. T. 
Ortton, a foreman in one of tbe engine 
вЬорв, and eon of tbo master builder, and 
W illiam Pritohard, son of the Nestor of the 
party, George Pritohard, and a Journal 
reporter, squeezed into the oab, and after 
preliminary oiling and tightening of nntB, 
started on the trial trip of the new engine 
to Soheneotady and return. Tbe engine 
was backed down to tbe Union depot in 
thiB oity, and then run to Soheneotady on 
the paseenger traok. Several stops were 
made on the way up in order to “ look her 
OTer.”

A MODEL MAOHINE.
Everything worked nioely. She “ made 

steam ” fast, and, notwithstanding the 
“ hard road,” as the engineers call it at this 
season when tbe froet is about to leave the 
roadbed, the engine was very easy. The 
oounter balanoes of the driving wheels, 
whioh are eeventy inohes in diameter with  
a three and a half tire, are oarefully regu­
lated. The pufis or blasts oome ав regular 
as the ticking ot a olook ; not the slightest 
sound of the old " ohuck-a-ohuok" tbat 
аооотрапіев the puffing of воте engines 
oould be detected. The engine is equipped 
with the Biohardson patent elide valve, 
wbioh renders it easier to handle and аіво 
saves tbe wear on tbe valves and Beats. 
The elder Mr. Pritohard has been in the 
employ of the Oentral Bailroad thirty-one 
years, and has helped oonstruot over 200 
engines. Wben tbe new engine was run on 
tbe turntable at Soheneotady and beaded 
Ior home, Меввгв. Pritohard, Avery, Ortton 
and Steenburgh said sbe was all right. 
Engineer Steenburgh winked knowingly to 
the elder Pritohard and put Avery in pos­
session of the throttle.

A BAP ID BIDE.
The m achinists then put their heads 

together and “ felt her pulsa." Bteenburgh 
shouted to Avery to •• let 'er go,” while Mr. 
Ortton braced himeelf and held a Btop 
watob. Tbe iron horse leaped forward 
like “ June lightning.” The faster Bhe 
went tbe еавіег sbe rode. George Pritohard 
oould not oount “ seven ” between tbe tele­
graph poles and shouted “ ehe'« making 
better than a mile a m inute.” Gangs of 
traok hands etood baok amazed, and 
laborers in the field forgot their work and 
gazed with open mouths at the “ oorn 
oraoker,” which was now running at the 
rate of about Beventy-three to seventy-live 
m iles an hour. It seemed but a minute 
from the tim e Soheneotady faded away 
when WeBt Albany was reached. Every­
body was pleased. Master Builder Ortton 
was brim full of joy when informed of the 
remarkable working of tbe new engine.

VALUABLE IMPROVEMENTS.
H e told tbe Journal reporter tbe smoke 

oonsumer aud single 4J inoh exhaust were 
valuable improvements and made it pos­
sible to run an engine with 25 per cent, less 
ooal than was used for the ordinary engine. 
The steam is forced into the fire box under 
great pressure and draws in the air whioh 
m ixes the gas (which makes up the major 
part of the втоке) and induoes perfeot 
oombustion. The theory is very eimple 
yet very efieotual. Hereafter all passenger 
engines to be UBed by the Oentral road will 
be made after templets or patterns used in 
the oonetruotion of tbis engine and will be 
known ав “ tbe Oentral standard pas­
senger engines.” The wheels of both 
the engine and tender trsiofee are 
imported from England and are of 
wrought iron with Bteel tires, whiob render 
it virtually impossible for them to break. 
I t  also Ьав a Bingle exhaust pipe and nozzle, 
whioh has an economical effeot on fuel, and 
w ill save fully a ton of ooal on a  trip of 150 
miles. Every part of the maohinery is 
superior. The pilot of the engine has a 
push-bar casting that Ьав been found to be 
a great saving in оаве of rear ocllieions. 
Ab tbe oasting strikes against the draw-bars 
of oars the engine may run into, it prevents 
them  from rieing from the ground, thus 
saving the front part of the boiler from 
damage. W ith this device, it ів stated, 
thousands of dollars bave been saved. It 
is oalled the Ortton casting, after the 
inventor, John Ortoon, and is shaped like a 
horn. Tbe draw-bar, as well as the pilot, 
is the design of the same inventor, and has 
many advantages over others. The swivel­
ing end of the draw-bar has a horizontal as 
well ав a vertioal motion, whioh makes the 
coupling to any other vehiole perfeot.

F e a t  o l th e  D iv in ing  K od .
The question as to the magical or the 

scientific value of the “ divining rod ” has 
juat been reopened by the suooess whioh 
has attended its use at the Fletton Waggon 
Works of the Midland Bailw ay Oompany, 
England, w ith reference to the discovery 
of a permanent supply of water. Accord­
ing to the Sanitary World (London), the 
oompany requires to иве about 500 or 600 
gallons of water every day, and the well 
on their ргетівев yielded only one-half of 
that quantity. It was naoessary, there­
fore, to supplement the supply by the 
sinking of other wells or by tbe oonstruetion 
of an expensive system of piping. The 
former plan was preferred, and two new  
wells were sunk to no purpose. The ser­
vices of a gentleman of tbe distriot, who 
bore the reputation of being skilled in tbe 
art of discovering water by means of tbe 
J‘ divining rod," were then oalled in. This 
wizard or expert employed for his purpose 
a forked hazel twig, holding one prong of 
the fork in each hand, the points 
of the fork being direoted to the 
вку. After walking about the prem­
ises for «ome tim e, the point of 
the fork suddenly began to bend down, 
purely, aa the best evidence goee, of its 
own aooord, and to point to the earth. 
The wielder of the wand deolared that 
here would ba found a plentiful supply of 
water. The same indications were repeated 
at another epot, where the twig snapped 
from the violence of its spontaneous end 
sym pathetic motion, and the same confi­
dent assertions were made with referenoe 
to the ooourrenee ot water—assertions 
whioh the résulte obtained by actually 
sinking wells amply justified, the quantity 
of water to be obtained being apparently 
inexhaustible. Other регвопв essayed to 
иве the wand, but it  rebelled againBt the 
usurpation of its owner’s funotiona, and 
remained oontumaoioUB and irresponsive. 
If any persons, adds the writer, require 
water in unlikely localities, it might be 
well to secure tbe servioes of this diviner 
before he volunteers for a patriotic m is­
sion in favor of the troops in the thirsty 
wilds of the Soudan.

Writing from Bala Murgbab, Jan. 8 th , 

the correspondent of the London Timet 
says ; “ I  have pointed out to you the 
great strategical importance of Pul-i 
Kbatun, a plaoe whioh has always been 
ocmidered to be Afghan and beyond the 
pale of discussion. Even Bussian maps, 
at any rate till quite lately, have plaoed it 
with Afghan territory. W ell, another 
important strategical position is Penjdeb, 
in tbe valley of the Murghab. It is 
separated from Tolatan, on tbe edge of tbe 
Merv oaais, by 80 т ііев  of desert and ia 
oonneoted with Afghanistan by a Bhort 
road and through an easy and fertile oounr 
try. Its inhabitants have always been 
subjeot to Afghanistan, and it ів oooupied 
by an Afghan garrison. To understand 
the importance of these two positions 
you must remember that there are 
only two roads by whioh Herat 
oan be invaded by Bussia—one is from 
the Caspian by way of the Akhal, Sarakhs, 
and the valley of the Heri Bud, and the 
other is from Turkestan by way of the 
Oxus, Merv, and the valley ot the Murghab 
or Khushk. Of oourse the more of these 
two roads thatBusBia oan quietly annex in 
time ot peaoe the nearer she will be to 
Herat, and the less resistance she will have 
to overcome when Bhe is ready to fight for 
Herat. I have mentioned the two roads by 
wbioh Herat oan be invaded. Three years 
ago the nearest Виввіап outposts on tbe 
road from the Оавріап were at Krasnovodek 
and Ghikishlar, 700 milea ; now they are at 
P u l - i - R h a t u n ,  about 150 milea from Herat. 
Three years ago the neareet Bussian out 
posts on the road frpia the Oxus and Merv 
were at Katra Kurgbasi, cay 600 miles ; 
now they are at Yolatan, 140 в, ilea from  
Herat. Nearly all this progress has been 
made by peaoeful, unopposed enoroaoh 
ment sjnoe we evaouated Canâahar. 
Again, in 4£ay Jaat Her Majesty’s Govern 
ment aocepted the invitation ot the Bus 
віап Government to define tbe northwest 
frontier of Afghanistan. Her neaeest out 
post on tbe one road was then at Bahadur 
mez, about 300 miles from Sarakhs, In 
July Bhe advanoed to Old Sarakhs, and in 
October and November, after tbe date fixed 
for tbe meeting of tbe oommission, sbe 
puehed on to PuM-Khatun. Now take the 
other road. Iu February laet Виввіа oocu 
pied Merv, in September sjie advanoed to 
Yolatan, and in November £.liSfhano£F 
appeared before Penjdeh. It is these two 
laat aots of aggreesion—namely, in the 
direotion of Penjdeh and Pol-i-Khatun— 
whioh particularly inoeneed the Afghans, 
When Gen. Lumsden reaohed Meshed he 
heard of the occupation of Pul-i-Kbatun, 
and he promptly prooeeded to SarakhB 
instead of going direot to Kuhsan, as be 
bad intended, in order to protest 
against it  to General Komaroff, who 
w as enoampac! at Old SarakbB. The 
Виввіап troops, bepeypr, remained at 
Pul-i-Ehatun. For a long Идее there had 
been many rumore regarding a possible 
Bussian advanoe on Penjdeb, but it was 
not until Pul-i'Ehatun had been oooupied 
that Gen. Ковдагой and Ool. Alikhanoff 
turned their attention to Penjdeh, so 
quickly, indeed, that when Gen. jOumsden 
arrived at ЕиЬвап a report was receiye.d 
that both Komaroff and Alikhanoff, witb a 
large body of oavalry, were advancing on 
Penjdeh, and that the garrison were pre­
pared for resistance. A fight was expeoted 
the next morning ; cartridges were eerved 
out to the Afghans, who, throwing aside all 
вирегйиоцв olothing, were, aooording to a 
newa-letter from Penjdeh, frenzied with 
joy at the prospect of becoming ‘ Ghazis ’— 
Anglioe, religious martyrs. However, glen. 
Komaroff thought better of it, and be 
left Alikhanoff to advanoe alone with 
200 or 500 oavalry. The latter encamped 
w ithin sight ot PeDjdeh, and finding tbat 
the Turooman population did not on hie 
appearanoe rise againat the garrison, be re­
turned to Merv, after writing a very insult­
ing letter to the Afghan general. I t  is 
really a matter for surprise and congratu­
lation that the Afghans in their excitement 
did not take the initiative and attack 
Alikhanoff.

C arried  A cross the  C hannel A gainst th e ir

Some laborers at woik in a field near 
Bromley, Eng., reoently saw a large balloon 
oareering aoross воте fields a short dis­
tanoe from them, Btriking violently against 
the fences, and bounding from tbe ground, 
eventually being brought to a standstill by 
the grappling iron getting entangled in a 
tree. They went to the aiBistanoe of tbe 
aeronauts, who proved to be M. Ferdinand 
Dubois, of the Sooiete Aeronautique of 
Рагів, and a Belgium gentleman named 
Farecza, and it transpired that they bad 
undergone a perilous balloon adventure, in 
whioh they narrowly esoaped with their 
lives, having crossed the ohannel 
muoh against their will, and quite 
contrary to their original inten­
tions. The aBcent wae made a 
few milea from Antwerp, the aeronauts 
intending, if possible, to descend somewhere 
near Brussels. AU went well for some 
time, until, upon M. Dubois throwing out 
ballast, they asoended higher, and, ooming 
into oontaot witb a f reeh ourrent ot air, were 
oarried in a oontrary direotion to what they 
anticipated. After a time they found them ­
selves passing over Ostend, but no alarm  
waa felt, and more ballast was thrown out. 
Aa duek oame on, however, they were 
Btartled to find themselvea being oarried in 
the direotion of the веа, and tbe aeronauts 
endeavored to desoend, and in making the 
attempt they oame in oont iot with a our 
rent, whioh, to their Batisfaotion, oarried 
them somewhat inland. Their gratification 
was brief, however, aa they very eoon found 
themselves oarried rapidly out to sea. Night 
had oome on, and the aeronauts were 
naturally much alarmed, and endeavored to 
attraat the attention of воте vessels they 
saw beneath them. Failing in this, 
however, M. Dubois deemed it prudent 
to throw out more ballast and 
aeoure safety by as high an asoent 
ав was deemed advieable under the oiroum- 
stances. All the provisions they were pro­
vided with were воте eandwiohes, biscuits, 
two flasks of brandy and some water. These 
tbey utilized to the beat advantage, and, 
when morning dawned, they found them ­
selves far away out at sea. M. Dubois was 
inolined to let out tbe gas and deaoend, 
trusting to the balloon to float, and the 
ohanoes of being pioked up by a passing 
vessel. H is oompanion dissuaded him from 
doing this, however, and for tbe greater 
part of one day they were oyer the веа, Ав 
dusk set in they were delighted to find 
themselves being oarried toward the land, 
but hesitated to descend in the darkness ot 
night. In the morning they toupd them ­
selves passing rapidly over à town which 
they believed to be Folkestone, and 
deeoended, ав bas been stated, near Brom­
ley. The two aeronauts, who were very 
much fatigued, were heartily congratulated 
on their narrow escape.

B elles o l a  L o st C ontinent.
Capt. Wm- Churchill, a Pacifio Ocean 

salt, is telling the San Егапоівоапв what 
ho knows and what he guesses about the 
arobœologioal remains found in  the islands 
of the Pacifio. He seeks to show by the 
records of deep-sea soundings and from 
arobœclogioal remains that the Paoitto 
Islands are only the remaine of a sub­
merged continent, whose mountain peaks 
and lofty heights are all that remain above 
the surface of the ooean. Реіупевіап 
antecedent oivilization is revealed, be 
thinks, through ancient implements, 
statues and sculptured Btone slabs found 
on à la v  ot. the groups, more notably tbe 
Feejees. The studies of zoophytes and 
coral formations, taken from a depth of 
2,000 fathoms and more, аіво con­
firm tbis belief of the subsidence 
of the pre-hietono oontinent. Ou 
Pitcairn Island, and also on Tahiti and 
Tonga-Tabu have been found remains 
whiob show the existenoe of a loog-forgotten 
tribe. At Tonga: T$bu a monster trilithon 
is to be seen. It ia oompospd of gray 
voloanio B to n e , with neatly dreened edges. 
It ia 10 by 12 feet square, and stands 
twenty feet out of the ground. I t  is sur­
mounted by a huge kava bowl. Capt. 
Churchill conBiders this reiio to be of great 
Srcb^alogioal value. He desoribea the 
implements &Bf? metals in use by tbe 
natives of several o fth e  §гощш before the 
advent of the white voyagers, »nd paid 
that iron and B te e l were not unknown 
to them befpre their diioovary by oivilized 
persons. He gives a vivid deeorip- 
tion of monolithio statues ot Btone and 
soulptured wood found on Easter 
Island. The monoliths were found 
standing in rows of five or six, only a 
few feet apart. They were hewn from vol- 
canio rook, and were either very orude in 
worÿmôDBhip, or else they had suffered 
from fee  rayagae of time. One row of 
these statues was (juiie ‘5?ell preserved. 
Eaoh of them was ten feet high, ‘çofl ‘t{jey 
represented human heads and bodies, with 
a kind of oap or otber head-covering on the 
top. These are the same statuée seen and 
described by Oaptain Cook in Ьів works on 
travel and dispiivory, A finely-soulptured 
band of a danoing-girl, and воте polished 
wooden Blaba, on wbioh were numerous 
hieroglyphioal figures in long rows, have 
been discovered in an anoient and balf- 
ruined stone house on Easter Island. This 
is the only relio of a written language ever 
found in the Paoifio

U ntil 1870, or thereby, nothing whatever 

was known about Вцввіап budgets. A 
vague kind of tradition existed that they 
always miraculously balanced, but how or 
why they balanced nobody knew. Gradu­
ally since that date a little more light has 
been let in upon the affa ira  of the Finanoe 
Ministry. Begular budgets and aooounts 
of a Bore have been published, and a few 
facts are now  known. They all tend to 
Buetain the conclusion that Bussia ia not 
solvent. D cib its are the rule, and reo en t 
years have brought little reduotion in their 
amount, although the Empire bas been at 
peaoe. For the year 1883—the laat whoae 
acoounta have been published—the short- 
oominga waa about three and a half million 
pounds, and it  is doubtful whether there 
has been a single year of honest surplus 
sinoe the Crimean war. Faots like these 
are well calculated to alarm the creditors 
of Виввіа, but tbe methods of Bussian  
finanoe are Buoh that they need not diBturb 
the equanimity ot the Imperial Finanoe 
Minister very muoh. We have Baid that 
State may oontend with bankruptcy for 
well-nigh a oentury, and tbat ів, we euspeot, 
what BusBia has been doing. The wars 
againBt the first French Empire unques 
tionably made Bussia bankrupt, for her 
silver rouble theu went to a premium of 320 
per oent., so completely was the ourrenoy 
swamped by over-issues ot paper. But 
part of this depredated paper'was with 
drawn by теапв of a funding loau, paitly  
issued abroad. That was in lS17,and from  
hat date until now the necessities of tbe 

Bussian Treasury bave been met from time 
to time by large drafts upon the purses of 
wealthy and oredulous foreign investors. 
The diversity of Виввіап borrowings has 
been somewhat wonderful, especially since 
tbe Crimean war. When tbe State itself 
could not find a pretext for ooming upon the 
money markets of Holland, England, 
Franoe, and latterly of Germany, there was 
always a railway loan handy. By one 
means or another the Treasury was 
replenished, and not only so— financiers and 
banking establishments at home were kept 
in good heart. Tbe Crimean war added at 
least seven hundred million roubles to the 
total obligations ot the Empire, inoluding 
the new іввие of bank notes, and Buseia 
ought then to have stopped payment. Sbe 
did nothing ot the Bind. She merely 
borrowed the more industriously abroad 
Between 1859 and 1884 upwardB of two 
hundreds milliona sterling waa raised in 
foreign markets on the pre-amount. The 
paps of tbe borrowing has, therefore, been 
terrifio, and there is reason to believe that 
it has almost exhausted the oarrying 
oapaoity of tbe Empire. In all probability 
therefore, war on a large soale would at 
last strain Buseian oredit to breaking point
