Speech by N. Clark W allace.

Mr. W allace, M . P . for W eet York, 
m ade the follow ing speech on the E lec ­
toral Pranchiso B ill now before the 
H ouse. W o copy h is remarks for the 
purpose o f  placing h is view s before our 
readers, and we have every reason to 
suppose that he is able and willing to 
substantiate what he laid before the 
H ouse, H e does not touch upon all 
the features o f  the B ill, but it  does not 
follow on that account that he is not in 
sym pathy w ith  the same, W e made use  
o f  the follow ing remarks two years ago 
which we have no reason now to recall :

“ B u t the worst feature in connection 
w ith voting for members o f  tho H ouse  
o f Commons is tbat a man who is en­
titled  to vote in Ontario could not do so 
in  other Provinces. In  Prince Edward  
Island manhood suffrage is the law 
practically, and this should bo the case 
all over Ihe Dom inion. A ny young man, 
whether he is a farmer’s son, or the son 
o f  a m erchant, m anufacturer, or m e­
chanic, should have a say in electing our 
rulers. O f course restrictions will be 
made regarding residence in the country, 
etc ., but every intelligent law -abid ing  
citizen who pays taxes to the Govern­
m ent,— and overy working man in the 
country pays taxes,— should have a 
voice in saying how the taxes shall be 
imposed, and who shall govern the 
country. Mr. M owat stopped short in 
thc work. T he Dom inion Government 
should pass a law m aking manhood suff 
rage the rule throughout the whole 
country. Sir John would not lose any 
friends by such a liberal act.”

“ Mr. W allace ( Y ork.) I  w ill e x ­
plain to the H ouse why I cannot agree 
in (he remarks made by lion, gentlemen  
opposite. Tho hon. member from 
P rince Edw ard County ( M r .  P la t t )  
declares, with a great deal o f  confidence, 
that the Conservative party are opposed 
to this measure ; perhaps that hon. 
gentleman has greater means o f  knowing 
the views o f  the Conservative party than 
hon. gentlemen oo this side. A ll I  can 
cay is that i f  he takes any consolation in 
the idea that the Conservative party will 
oppose that m otion, he is greatly m is­
taken. W e have seen that two mem­
bers o f  the Conservative party have voted  
against this m easure on the second read­
ing o f the B ill, but I  apprehend they  
3id so on the ground that it  extends thc  
franehise a great deal further than they  
care to go. T hat the franchise is too lib ­
eral a measure lo suit (heir view s, and 
therefore they oppose it . I  favor the 
B ill now under discussion for several 
reasons. T he hon. member for Prince  
E dw ard County ( Mr P la tt )  stated to 
th is H ouse a few m oments ago that this 
B ill changed the electorate and restricted  
thc number o f  votes in Ontario. I  deny 
that i n  to to . I have here a number of  
voters’ lists from various m unicipalities 
in the riding which I have the honor (o 
represent, and I cannot find one name 
o f  all whom 1 know— and 1 am pretty 
fam iliar with the inhabitants o f  the 
rid in g— who were on the voters’ lists in 
18 8 2  who w ill be struck off by this 
Franchise B ill. In fact, I  find that 
th is B ill not only increases thc number

exercise his vote, but, by the B ill in­
troduced and passed by Mr. Mowat, Sir 
W illiam  Howland will be disfranchised. 
H e w ill not have the privilege o f  voting  
on 8 1 0 0 ,0 0 0  worth o f  property he owns 
in the W est R iding o f  York. W e are 
told that he will havo a vote somewhere 
else. W e are not aware o f  that. H e  
may not be assessed somewhero e lse. I 
am not aware of it. B u t he had a vote 
in W est York, and he loses that. The  
people who are disfranchised are among 
the m ost intelligent. T hey are the 
large property owners o f th is country, 
and I  will defy hon. gentlemen opposite 
to point out a Franchise B ill, o f which  
the ch ie f basis is voting  on real estate, 
which disfranchises a large portion of  
those who own a great amount o f  prop­
erty, W e can understand that, under 
universal suffrage, or manhood suffrage, 
where property is not the basis o f repre­
sentation at all, a man holding property 
is  registered in one place and has a vote 
only in that place, but those gentlemen  
cannot point out to me any Franchise  
A ct, in any country where property is 
the basis o f  the qualification, and where, 
as in Mr. M owat’s A ct, property is al­
m ost the sole basis o f  qualification, be­
cause the income franchise and the  
wage-earner franchise do not m aterially 
increase the number of vote is on the list, 
by which large owners o f  property are 
disfranchised. Mr, M owat disfranchises 
a large number o f  those property owners, 
the largest property owners in this 
country, and heis not courageous enough 
to go the step further required of him if  
he were consistent, and give universal 
suffrago. I  vote for this B ill beoause it 
is going to be the fairest Franchise A ct  
that this country, or the portion of it in 
whieh I  reside, has ever had. M y own 
experience is that, when you get a lot o f  
Grit assessors in your riding, you cannot 
have confidence that a fair result is 
reached, and that those who are entitled  
to be on the assessm ent roll and on the 
voters’ list are placed there. Our ex­
perience in the W est li id in g  o f  York, 
where wo have had Grit assessors, is 
that we have each year to appeal against 
tho assessment, and to get 4 0  or 50  
names added to the voters’ list which 
were left off by the assessors.

M r. M cCraney. W hat about T ojy  
assessors ?

Mr. W allaoo. I f  hon. gentlemen op­
posite have no more confidence in the 
Tory assessors than I  have in the Grit 
assessors, they will vote for this B ill and 
try to m ake it law. I consider that this 
Parliam ent should have the m aking of  
its own franchise. I  think it would be 
just as reasonable to ask the Local L eg­
islatures to define the boundaries o f our 
constituencies, wbich I have no doubt 
they would very gladly do i f  they had 
the opportunity, I  (hink it  would be just 
as reasonable to ask them to conduct the 
whole machinery o f  (he elections, as to 
give them the power o f  regulating and 
constructing the voters’ lists. I f  they  
are to have that power, which hon. 
gentlemen opposite think is so necessary 
in the interests o f provincial rights, why 
not go further and g ive them tho power 
of running the eleotions ? T he Dominion  
Government will say ; W e have dissolved  
tho H ouse, we m ust have an election, 
we call upon the Loeal Government o f  
O ntario, to carry out the election of  
92 members, and (he Local Government 
o f  Q uebec (o elect 05 in Quebcc, and so 
on in other Provinces ; we want you to 
return tho members, to work up all the  
m achinery, and send to us the members 
who are to be elected. I f  there is a 
principle involved in it, why not lot 
the Local Governments do the whole o f  
the work ? W hy not even go still further, 
and let the county councils manage the 
elections for the Local H ouse ? W hy  
not say to the County o f  York, for in­
stance, that the county council knows 
the people better than the Local L eg ­
islature knows (hem, and that it is d e ­
sired to fix (he local lists, to make a 
law, and to send three or four repre­
sentatives, as the case m ight be, from 
tho county o f  York ; because, i f  the 
Local L egislature ought to work up all 
thc machinery for thc election of mem­
bers to the Dominion Parliam ent, why  
should not the county councils be given  
the power to do the same for the Local 
P arliam ent? Surely hon. gentlemen op­
posite have sufficient confidence in the 
people to allow them to do that. B ut 
while Ihe hon. gentlemen expressed great 
faith and confidence in the people, thev  
are in fact diam etrically opposed to g iv ­
ing them additional power, as we find in 
the conduct o f  the Local Government o f  
Ontario in restricting rights o f  the 
county council and centralising all the 
power in them selves that should belong 
to the county and township councils;  
and now they are bold enough to come 
to this Parliam ent and say : W e want

A Letter From the Front.

T h e  following le t te r  i rom Pe rcy  Seager ,  
o f  No.  1 Company Queen’s Own Hides, waa 
received by his sister a  few duys ago :—

T h e  exc i tem en t  in T o ro n to  must be  at 
fever heat ,  as  I be lieve news was sent,  this 
m orn ing ,  concern ing  yeste rday’s fight.

W e  s tar ted  out Thursday,  May Ist , for 
P o u n d m a k e r ’s reserve,  a  dis tance o f  35 
miles , and  trave lled until  8 o’clock, when 
we ha l ted  till 12, and  then  went on till we 
cam e up  to th e  red devils at 6 o ’clock. 
T h e  road led into an open space surrounded 
by bluffs o f  trees, and smal l gullies, and no 
sooner  did we get in to  it than  they com ­
menced lo fire on us, we immedia te ly  got  
the  o rde r  fall iu ;î "  from the r ig h t  ex ­
tend I ”  “  lie dow n.”

We lay down on the  side o f  a hill with 
tho Guards,  d irectly  in range  o f  the  enem y’s 
fire on the hill w ere  the  P o l ice  Arti llery 
and “  C”  Company.  Tf'bcn these  last 
nam ed  reached  the  top  o f t h e  hill, and b e ­
fore Ihe guns  could be g o t  into position the 
Indians  made  a rush driv ing  the  Police  
back ,  when Col. O t te r  rode lip. and  s a id ,  
“  men do  y ou r  d u ty ,”  when reassured by a 
cheer  from the  Arti l le ry  they charged  up 
the  hill, and drove  the  Indians , who were 
with in th ir ty  yards  of  the  g u t s ,  back  into 
a ravine

W e  wero comple te ly surrounded by them, 
and the  bu llets  were flying in every d i r e c ­
tion on us, who were  w ithout  any cover ing,  
whereas  all we could see of them would be 
a  puff  o f  smoke.  We had to ex tr ica te  our­
selves from our awkward  position, and we 
did it nobly.

We charged them up a hill, and  th rough 
the  underbrush ,  and a f te r  losing severa l of 
our men, drove  them from their  position on 
the  south and eas t  side. Kor six hours  the  
filing continued incessant ly, and fo r  six 
hou is  our  boys lay exposed to [ a s  Col. O t­
te r  says ] the  ho tes t  fire volunteers  ever 
exper ienced ; men wo were in the  Egypt ian  
war a t Y e l - e l - K e b i r  say the  fire the re  was 
ch ild’s play com pared  with what we went 
th ro u g h  yesterday.  O ne  o f  the G uards  ly­
ing at my heels  was sho t  in the  mouth  ; 
the  bulle t skinned  my ear , and s truck  him, 
kil ling him instantly. A no the r  was  shot, 
and as the  boys  were  li ft ing h im  up, he 
said, “  fo r  G o d ’s sake  do no t  let me fall 
in to  the ir  hands ,”  m e an ing  Ihe Indians . 
A n o th e r  said, '• boys  tell them i died gam e 
with my face to the  f o e . ”

We lost, e igh t  killed,  and seventeen 
wounded ; we had no means o f  a sce i ta iu ing  
w ha t  n u m b e r  o f  the  Indians were , but they 
p lace  them at ab o u t  one  hundred  and fifty. 
W e  re ti red abou t  one  o ’clock,  re ach in g  

Bat t leford  at h a l f -p a s t  ten. Everybody 
speaks  of our  re t i r ing  with the  h ighest  
praise ; we did no t  lose a  s ingle  m an in 
the r e t i r e .
