WITH A CRI1SH.

Two Trains Meet on a Single Track with
Frightful Results.

An Indianapolis despatch of Tuesday
BayH : A frightful aud fatal wreck occurred
at Kcmoko this morning on ih.j Panhandle
Railway, or.e mile north of lhe depot.
Train No. 13, north bound, Conductor
Thomas L”mb, ieft the janotion at 2.16
a. m., soheaule time. When about a mile
north it met No. 14, south bound, in care of
Gondu tor V. S. Noland. It was ruuning
about 60 miles an hour. The two trains
crashed together, totally demolishing the
engines and burning the baggage car and
coaches of the south bound train, whioh
tumbled on top of tho engines. The injured
were confined to engine and express and
baggage cars. George Cummings, engineer
of No. 14, was buried in the wreck, and
died immediately after being extricated
Tom McCullough, engineer on No. 13. VeH
at the Clinton House, Komoko, with Li-
head crush* d, and cannot live Bagage-
master J. K-rlin, injured in the head, wa*
taken to Galveston, where he died at 9
o’clock. Thomas Harber vas hurt seri-
ously. These men ail lived ab Loga* sport.
Adams’ Express {Messenger Giant was s ri
ously, though not fatally, hurt about th1l
body. Two men, named Woods and Webb,
were badly hurt in the general smash up,
but not fatally. A number of passengers
in the coaches were shaken up badly, but
the Pullmans escaped, many of the passen-
gers not being wakened. The cause of the
wreck is a mystery, as the engineers of
both trains are unable to testify, bat a
general opinion is that the north bound
engineer was trying to make a “ sneak ” to
the side track at- Jewe tt, four mll>a north,
to j-ase No. 14, which was slightly behind
time.

PREPARING FOR REMMLEFR.

Experimenting: With the Murderers’
Kapld Transit Apparatus.

An Auburn, N Y., despatch of Wednes
day B*ys: Yesterday afternoon the special
commission appointed to test the machines
to be used for execution by electricity pur-
chased an old horse ana a four-weeks-oif
calf and took tbhem into the prison. Tbe
aniira's were subjected to tests, and laat
evening Dr. Macdonald described the re-
sult to the reporters. He said that the)
were suecebflful, and had demonstrated tbat
the alternating current possessed the power
to cause death instantaneously. The old
horse was killed first. A quantity of cotton
wa»te WH9 fastened to his head and around
his ri~ht hind 1-g just below the gambrel
joint ; then the wires wero arranged and
the current turned on. The contact of the
current with the horse’sbody was less thau
half a minute ; he was Kkilled instantly
The current registered about 1,000 volts
The bors™ did not struggle. In the case of
the calf, Dr. Macdonald Baid that the cur-
rent was of the same voltago as the one
used on the horse ; the contact on tbe calf
waa less than ten seconds. A soon as the
oalf fell over Dr. Fell went to work on its
body to see if animation had simply been
suspended. He performed th« operation
tracheotomy, opening the windpipe, and
applied h»s patent resuscitating apparatus;
and artificial rtspiration was kept up for
half an hour, but there was no sign of re-
turning life. The heart, of the calf could
not be made to beat aga?n, and the mem-
bers of the commit-sion were in h'.gh glee,
because Dr Felt’s apparatus had been need
with success ifive cases upon human
patients. Dr. FeU was brought lure by
the commission for the special purpose of
making the test. The maohine in Auburn
prifon can generate a currtnt of 2,000
volts.

In many ca-es the sub
scribers learned for the firet time what
the purj oct of that agreement was when
they  received a letter from the
firm of Beiden Bros., tbe proprie-
tors of that publication, that suit would <8
entered to collect $21.00from them uni* ss
they paid the amount at onoe. The pub-
lishers had inserted among the conditior B
one to the effect tbat the city of Montreal
waa the place of making tbe contract, and
that therefore all the letjal proceedings for
the breach of the same were !o be taken here.
Messrp. Trenholme, Taylor & Buchan, for
a number of subscribers, contested such a
proceeding and asked Messrs. Beiden Bros.
to take a teat case. After hearing the evi-
dence the Court held that a condition such

TWENTX-8IX SUFFOCATED.

Disastrous Results of a Fire ina Pauper
School,

A London cable of Wednesday says:
The boys’ section of the paupers' school in
vhe diBtriot of Forest Gate, in connection
wnh the Wniteohap land Poplar Unions,
took fiie be» Tij.hc while the inmates we e
aseep and was burned. Twenty-six boys
who were in tin; npper stories, were seffo
cated. Fifty tifchb other boys were safely
taKeu fiom the building amid terrible
excitement. Two ma tois of the institu
e»ion escaped by slidir g down the water
pipes, and several boys escaped in the same
way. The superir<ttndent of the school
repeatedly ruthed through the flames ani
b«ought out a number of inmates. There
w»re 600 persons in The institution. The
bedien of those who were suffocated were
cameo to the mam ball of the building,
ahich Wts still profustly decorated with
Christmab greens. Tfce female depart-
ment, in which were 250 girls, wrs not
touched. he. boys retired last evening in
th highest spirits, having been promised
presente and a Now Year’s fete to-day.
ihe scenes in the main hall, where the
bodies ot the de/id boys lie, are harrowing.
Relatives and school fellows of tho>e who
pertshed are loud in thf.ir lamentations.
The fire was caused by an overheat*d
stove. It originated in the clothiog-room
beneath the boys’ dormitory. The emoke
ar.d flames issuing from the stovp-fiue
alarmed thos* sleeping on tne top floor,
and they made their escape. The tire
engines were promptly on the spot. The
employees of an adjacent railway station
rushed to the scei.e and rendered valuable
assistance. The ories of the boys who w re
unable to escape were ierrible. 'he bodies
of two boys were badly burned, but it is
believed they were tuffocated before they
were burned. The ages of the dead range
from 7 to 12 years.

bIGEN'EI» T».T FINED.

A Kind of City Licenses Texas Law Will
Not Kespect.

A Ban Antonia, Texas, despatch of
Thursday says: Sinoe yesterday the City
Clerk has issued licenses, in accordance
wi?h a new ordinance, to proprietors of
gambling establishments and keepers of
houses of prostitution and inmates of the
latter. The fees thus far aggregate $7,000,
and not more than a third of the persons
required to Becure such licenses have yet
done so. District Attorney Paschal
declares he will prosecute all parties pro-

curing such licenses, despite the city
ordinance, which will oause a conflict
between the city and State officials. A

woman who a few days ago paid $250 to the
city for the privilege of conducting a house
of prostitution for six months waB to-day
arrested by a deputy sheriff and fined $100
by Justice McAlister. The woman had to
pay the fine or go to jail. Mayor Callahan
thtB afternoon instructed Chief of Polioe
«>hardine to raid all places to-night and
arrest all persons found therein who have
not procured a license.

Dr.Cronin’s Long-uelayed Funeral.

Baruareo’s homes for destitute and
orphan children, at Stepney, are visited
with graat severity by the influenza, to is
also the Jesuit College at Canterbury.

The influenza is spreading in Italy. It
has appeared at Veiona, Mestina and
Modox.a. The pupils of the military school
at Modena have beeu sent bome.

The rapid increase in the number of
rases of influenza at Wauizburg, Bavaria,
has rendered necessary the erection of
several temporary hospitals. There are
40.000 oases of ihe disease in Munich, lhe
epidemic is epr* ading in Dresden.

The ir fluenza has appeared at Peterboro,
Ont. Mr. James Kendry, manager of the
Auburn woollen mtlb, is nursing an attaok
of la grippe, which he brought home with
nim from a reoent business trip to New
York.

A Madrid telegram says : The mortality
here from inflaenza is great, but the
malady seems to be deoreasing. Gayarre,
tbe tenor, is not expected to reoover. The
disease is spreading in the Provinces, and
has assumed a severe form at Barcelona.

A New York despatch says: The num
ber of grip sufferers among the * finest ’
reached high-water mark yesterday, when
304 of them were laid up for repairs on
half-pay. Capt. Garland, of the Madison
Street Station, is the only high official who
is Bick, but he was out for a few hours,
although not on duty. During the trials
sixteen complainants or defendants were
reported to be ill. The sick list includes 1
oaptain, 5 sergeants, 8 roundsmen, 8 door-
men and 270 patrolmen, out of an available
force of 3,423 men, a fraction over 9 per
cent.

WHERE IT HOLOS REVEL.

It is from the tenemeut districts, how-
ever, and from the dispensaries and hospi-
tals that the most harrowing acoounta oi
fhia malady reach the publio ear. Every
hospital iu the city is completely filled with
sufferers. W ithin the paBt twenty four
hours upward of two hundred patients have
been sent to the Charity Hospital from the

medical department or Bellevue. Over H
hundred have been accommodated in the
hospital itself, and stili they come. Word

has beeu sent from the Island that there ie
no room for any more \a'ients in the insti ;
tutions there, every available bed being I
already occupied Yesterday morning
there were fully three hundred p-opl-
ass mbled without the doors of the diepen
mary on East Twenty-sixth street prior t<
the optnit g at 9 a m , and nearly every one j
was more or less affl oied with grip evmp-
tom?. *8ome were pitifully ill, with feverish
faces, haggard eyes and hoUow oou”h.

The Board of Health does not seek to
disguise the fact that la grippe holds the !
town. Out durian s its entire inability to
check the spread of the malarty. Disinfect-

n s and isolation are powerless to prevent
he progress of this epidemic, whioh is
e.tm spheric. Dr. Edson said ves erday
that, there are' probably 100,000 cases in thia
ity, hut that the Board of Health can
only attend to the contagious diseased re
ported.

WHAT TO DO.

The health authorities advise all peop’e,

i soon as they perceive the blight
est indications  of a cold de-
veloping to shut themselves up in-
doors, avoid getting chided and send
without delay for a doctor. W ith
proper precautions against takiug a fresh
cold, bronchitis and pneumonia may be
avoided, and without these complications
“ the grip” is not deadly.

Yesterday a cablegram was receiv<d
from a very eminent Frenoh physician, who
haa been most successful in treating the
diseaee in Paris, to the effect that the
happtest results bave followed the use of
exalgine in every instance, and strongly
recommending it to the medioal fraternity
m America.

A Paris oable says : The serious nature
of the influenza epidemio is shown by the
mortality ssatistics. During the past week
2,334 deaths occurred against 1,083 for the
corresponding week last year. This is due
to an increase in lhe diseases of the respir-
atory organs. Tbhe ravages of these com
plaints are clearly shown in the following
Bignifioant table : The deaths in Paris for
December, 1889, were 5,969 ; for Deoember,
1888, 3,911; inorease, 2058 Pneumonia
last week oaused 346 deaths against 67 for
the same week last year, and other diseases
show a similar terrible increase. M. Bertin,
chief caBhier of the Bank of Franoe, is
among the late t viotims. The mortality
hero is still abnormally great. On Tuesday
there were 389 deaths, and on Wednesday
334. The reopening of the schools already
closed is postponed.

Collapse of a Crowded Platform—Many
People X*jured.

A City of Mexico despatch says :

lar* cf the lati oi ihe Plaza. La>t l'ueaday,
wh Ici a bull fight waa m progress, about
10.0uO peGpie were crowued inio the bund-
ing. When the second boll was being
killed nearly every person prétent rose and
.stood appiaudiog and stamping their feet,
whon suudenly one side of the Plaza com-
menced to give way. A rush followed and
tho extra movement of the thousands of
spectators helped to bring about the fall of
tne structure. It bulged out rapidly and
collapsed, preoipiiatiug the unlucky in-
mates to tlle ground, the distanoe oi fail
ranging from ten to twenty-five feet. Mary
were buried beneath the débris. »Among
them were many la ies of the best fatniaea
of the town. In th.ir desperate situation
many tights occurred among the men, and
many were stripped of every btiton of
olovhmg. The crowd on the opposite side
of the building, numbering several thou-
tiands, beoame panio-btrioken and fell and
trampled on one another in their attempt»
to reach the outside of the Plaza, ihe
bull-fighters were also seized with fear and
made thtir exit with the bull closely fol-
lowing. The trampling of the helpless and
the agonized cries of the men ana women
made the piaoe a soene of pandemonium.
It was not until outside help came to th«*
people pinned down by the planks and
timber that the unfortunate victims were
released from their painful posi.ions
Many physiciana were called and the
wounds of the people were attended to. The
uumber of wounded will reaoh into the
hundreds, but while the injuries of a great
many are serious and painful, it is not
thought that any will prove fatal.

When about to light a fire with pa;er
and split wood for kindling, unfold auo
tear the paper and twist it lightly into
o-Is of ropes, 1ke clothes wrung out by
land. Put on the bottom of the grate four
r fivi? suoh noiis, about ks long as the fire-
«0x, and then stack the ki ioliug wood
«round vhe ociis, leaving air spaces betwe. n
h-latioke, aud lay several larger pieces of
vood aorosB the top. A sprinkling of co»j
may be added, bus unless the stove has at
xceptionaliy good drait, disappointment
svill he obviated by letting the wood
uveii ablaze before adding coal. Alway>
attend to the campers and drafts b*f »t
netting a matoh to the kindling. If the
dralt oe too strong an i tbe match goes out
is soon aa is ia applied, oiose the over,
iatpur until tbe lighter kindlings have
caught. t will save some delay to light a
good-sized twist of paper and put it und. »
the grate, and another on top of the fuel,
and start the fire in that way.  Never fill
thbo stove or tange with coal above the level
of the fire box. Is ia not oniy extravagant
and wasteful of fu”l to do eo, but it isruin-
ous to the top plate*, which wiil be super-
heated unnecessarily No good cooking cau
be doue over a furious fir» or on a red-hot
stove.  To fill the fire-box eo that the oov
era must be crowded down is not the way
to treat a stove. -D"morest's Magazine.

The Human Ear.

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SHOOTING IN SCOTLAND.

Statistics of the Great Hunting Season in
the Highlands.

During the present shooting season it
has been estimated th>.t in all probability
aB mauy as talf a million grouse and black
game will be billed and sent to the market,
each bird (blackcock, gray hen and grouse)
!wejghing ou the average two pounds, which
give us 1,000,000 pounds of food as the pro-
duct (chiefly) of the vast heather areas of
Scotland. .Even at the price of 2 shillings
per pound, BayB the Glasgow Herald, the
sum represented will amount to 100,000
pounde, which, large a3 it is, is far below
the amount of money annually expended
iu shootiug rents and in other ways by the
tenants of the moors, of whom it has been
Bai i lhat every brace of grousa they Kkill
costs them a tovereign.

Estimates of the number of partridges
killed are somewhat difficult to form, as
the land which provides the birds is not
like the grouse mjore, separately held and
rented. In Great Britain, taking the aver
age of reoent Bhooting as a guide, it may
be assumed that 400,000 partriiges will
be shot, and, oouuting them over-
head at the modest price of a shilling
each, the money value represented will
touch 30.000 pounds. A olew to the phea-
sant supply is less diffioult to obtain, on
aocount of the fact that the bird is exten-
sively bred on what may be Ohlled “ artifi-
cial lines.” In other words, tens of thou-
sands of pheasants are hatohed every year
by barn-door fowls, the egg* being pur-
crmsed from persons who maks it their
business to supply them in large quanti-
ties, having aviaries for the purp > On
some estates there is also a very great num-
ber of wild birds, which, being oarefully
watched daring the breeding season, yield
a considerable orop of cticks. Taking it
for granted, therefore, that half a million
of these birds are annually consumed, at a
jest of half a crown each, the total sum
expended will amount to 62,500 pounds,
and it is not too muoh to say that those
who supply the birde will Bell them to the
wholesale dealers at considerably less than
they cost.

To rear each pheasant that comes to the
gen, it has been calculated, involves au ex-
penditure in food and wages of a little less
than 3 shillings

Summing up theee figures,we have 500,000
grouse and black game of about the average
weight of two pounds each ; also 400,000
par:ridgts, weighing each close on one
pound. Every one of the half-million
phe»s kuts will weigh not less overhead than
wo pounds. So th» Be birds supply us with
2,400,000 pounda of good, wholesome food
every season, the breeding end purveying
of which gives employment to large bodies
of the people at fair wages. When the
milhous of rabbitB and hares annually con-
sumed are added the tor-ala ot both weight
and value become, of oourse, much in-
creased. These animals have, happily,
chis ee?son been killed in larger number
than usual.

A Comparison of W ar Ship«.

The British Government has just
launched a formidable cruiser named the
Blake. Our Government ia, on the other
hand, building a formidable vessel not a
cruiser, but what Seoretary Tracy calls a
battle ship. These ships are typea of their
respective classes. Being Buch, it may be
well to oompare their respective dimenfcions.
The Blake is 375 feet long by 65 beam. The
Maine is 310 feet long by 57 f«et beam. The
Blake’s displacement is 9000 and the
Maine’s 6,648 tone. The Blake’s horse-
power ia 13,000 for twelve consecutive
hours, her speed 19£ to 20 knots ; the
Maine’s, 8 750 horae power for four hours,
her epeed 17 knots. On the other hand,
tbe Maine is an armored ship, to the ex-
tent of 180 feet of her respective sides, leav-
ing 130 feet thereof exposed to fire ; while
the Blake has an oval steel roof of six inches
thick running her extreme length.
The Maine’s armament oonsists of four
10 inch guna in turrets and six ordinary
6 inch guna, while the Blake’s ia oompriaed
in two 9.2-inoh guns and six quick-firing
tiuns. But it is to the respective coat of
hese two vessela to whioh we deeire to
draw special attention. While, even to
the ordinary observer, the superiority of
tbe Blake aa a fighting bhip is evident, the
V'ifforeoce in tha oost of the two vessels is
something marvelous. While the bull and
machinery of the Biake CO3t a trifle over
$1,000,000 the hull and maohinery of the
Maine are estimated to run up to close
upon $2,500,0001 And yet the Biake
being able to outsail the Maine by three
bnots an hour, she oan do her distance and
d"Btroy her at will. And Bo protection is
Ins operating, not only to drive our mer-
chant marine from the ee*s. butto make it
enormously expensive to protect the few
indifferent whiJh are still left iu posses-
sion thereof.— Chicago Newt.

LONG TUNNELS.

Some of the Famous shafts That Engineers
Have Made.

On the St. Gothard Railway, not far
from the famous long tunnel, there ie a
lemaiktbble tunnel ou the plan of a cork*
borew. in the descent of the mountain it
was found impossible to lay out a safe in«
cline on a straight line or ordinary curve,
and the engineers got over the diffioulty by
driving a tunnel which enters the mountain
high on the side, describing a circle through
the Bolid rock, constantly descending as it
does b0 reappears under itself on the
mountain Bide BoTe dittanco below then
dives into tbe rock again circles and sinks as
itcircles until itagain emerges into daylight
under itself, when the line resumes Its
oourse down hill in a more familiar way.

The making of a tunnel like this is ae
striking an example of engineering skill as
the world oan Bhow, and many very skillfnl
things have been done by our railway
makers. The art of tuuneling is an old one,
buc it never attained such perfection as
distinguishes it to-day.

I here is a wonderful tunnel at Chioago
driven in 1866, two milas out under the
bottom of the lake, so that the city may the
obtain a waier supply free from the refuse of
the oity. This tunnel, whioh has now been
doubled, has two shafts, one on land and
one in the bed of the lake, rising through a
crib, whioh orib is defended by a break-
water, and serves as lhe foundation of a
lighthouse This waa a diffioult work to
manage, owing to its being through clay
and quicksand, but it is a mere nothing a3
to length. There ia for instance, the t roson
»queduot from Croton down to New York,
which is driven through solid rook for 36
and a quarter miles. The Hoosao
tunnel is four and three-quarter miles in
length and ia twenty-bix feet wide and
twenty-one and a half feet high.

When canala were introduoed into
Europe, tunnels beoame neoessary to avoid
excessive lockage, and with the railway
tunnels became quite common. Of the
older railway tunn.ia in England, the long-
est is tbhe Woo head, on the Manohester <
Leeds line, whioh is threo miles lotg, and
consists of two parallel tunnels, oae for
eaoh track.—Boy's Own Paper.

HTDROPttOBIlv IN ENGLAND.

Some Very Curious Sta ludes Relating to
this terrible Disease.

About hydrophobia, thb Registrar-Gene-
ral has, iu hia report just issued, made an
important deduction from his mortality
returns, s-i.yj the London Daily News. By
taking.groupa of counties and studying the
death rate from hydrophobia ia the dis-
tricts thus mapped out during the years
1869-1888, he finds that the dieeaBe has two
great centres in this country. The death
rate diminishes according to the distance
from these ce -trea. Lancashire is the
htad and fron? of the offending a*regards
hydrophobia. From that dreaded disease
the annual deaths per million of the popu-
lation are in Lancashire 3.39 This is far
in excess of the death rate from the same
oaus i in any other part of the kingdom.
The figures ruost nearly approaching to it
are 2 41 ia Cheshire and 243 w the West
Riding, contiguous d&isirictH The other
centr as h*id to be London, beoause here
the deaths are 159 per million, diminish-
ing to 1.45 in the extra metropolitan por-
tions ot Middlesex, Surrey and Kant.
Thes? are high figures in comparison with
the low death rate in other southern coun-
ties. The conclusions of tbe Registrar-
General are apparently csnftrmed by the
Agricultural Department’s account of the
geographical distribution of rabies in ani-
mals. Naturally, Ihe next thing the
Registrar-General wants to know is
whether these two centres of rabies and
hydrophobia can be distinguished from the
rest of the country as to the numbers and
character of the dogs inhabiting them.
This is an inquiry worth making Mean-
while, the facts already ascertained justi-
fied the muzz ing order in London. The
precise number of deaths from hydropho-
bia in 1888 waa 14. There were 6 in Lan-
cashire, 6 in London or adjoining oounties,
1in Wiltshire, 1 in Cumberland and 1 in
Gramorganshire.
