Phillips, Bondhead, 
Sec-Tieas. The following gentlemen 
were selected as an executive committee: 
John Palmer, Richmond H ill ; Donald 
Watson, Maple; Jamas Addison, Pine 
Grove; Geo. Gobiel, Kleinburg; James 
Ferris, Alliston; John W ilson, Cooks- 
town. An assessment of one dollar was 
made upon each member, to defrav the 
expenses which the Association had al­
ready incurred, a resolution was then 
passid authorizing the Secretary to call a 
Convention to be held in Toronto on the 
Gtli inst., and that he advertise the same 
in the daily papers, and also notify horse­
men through the province by circular to 
that effect. The meeting then adjourned.
