ON A TOUR.

(CONTINUED FROM LAST WEEK.)

We touch Meaford and are at Owen
Sound in the evening. FProbably we are
going to have company out, and a little
gentle crowding for first place, we are
nearly all hoping 8o, but we are not to
enjoy the excitement of a race. One of
the boats at the docks is the * Alberta,’
one of the @ P. R, boats, which 18 under-
gni[l;{ repairs, having had its bow stove
i by a collision on Lake Superior, the
iron plates and ribs being broken fairly
in two, By morning we are skirting the
Great Manitoulin, avd go cloge by Lonely
Island. The only inhabitant 1s the
lichthouse keeper. Soon the whistle
ghrieks its thrice told warning and we
are nearing Killaggey. But where is it |
There is nothing but rocks ahead, and we
look in vain for any dock, till the boat
gracefully turns, we enter a narrow chan-
nel, between the main-land and an 1s-
land, and Lo! Killaruey. Don’t mistake,
though, gentle reader. Do not picture
to yourself geuntle sloping, gresn hills,
shading down into the blue of the lake.
It could only have been called Killarney
because it 18 not like'the celebrated spot
in the “*green isle”. *‘Rocks and sauds,
and bavren lands” is all that 1s visible.
Great hills of nearly bare granite rock,
the only vegetation being small fir trees,
loom up, one above the other, as far as
the eye can reach, All the inhabitants
are engaged in fishing, and it is surpris-
ing what an amount of fish is exported
from here, every boat taking away tons.
Fishing-smacks abound in the bay, and
are seen miles trom the shore, smali flags
and buoys mark the position of nets far
out in the bay, telling of hondrds of gill-
strung fish in the depths below. But it
is too ‘fishy’ they are ‘visible’ te the nos-
trils everywhere; one gentleman claimed
that even the wild roses growing on the
rocks amelt of fish, Surely ithere was
nothing here to attract tourists to make
more than an hour’s stay, most people
would think, but there was a distinguish-
ed purty of notables from Detroit and
Michigan generally, who had come by
pleasure yacht from Bay City, stopping
here. One of the party was a delegate
to the Democratic Conveution lately at
Chieago, and is cooling off after the ex-
citement of those terrible (convention)
weeks. A ‘“‘noble’’ Lord rusucated here
a few days also, He was attended hy
his own servants, but could not get ac-
commodated to his taste, not even on the
boat. The boat officers would not fall
down and worship snobbery, and he vex-
ed his little soul over the irreverence of
this cold world. He was guing to report
the ‘‘bloody bowt"” wheun he returned to
Collingwood; he dld not know what to
make of this ‘* bloomin blawsted” coun-
try anyway. At the next port, Mani-
towaning, your correspondent left the
boat to pursue the voyage to Mackinaw
later. 'L'his village is on the north shore
of the Manitoulin Id. at the head of a
deep bay. ‘‘ A pretty little place” was
the general verdict of the excursionists
from the boat, an opinion which was ver-
ified by a closer inspection, when the
boat stopped. It certainly is very bean-
tiful for situation, high and clean, and
just at its foot foot one of the most hean-
iful bays on the continent, It 18 also
quite promising, and the most important
village between Wiarton and the ¢ Soo ',
bousting all the accessories of any village,
with a lawyer to buot. The Indian and
land agent, J. C. Phipps, also resides
here. He is just the man for the posi-
tion, the true friend of poor Lo the Indi.
an, honest, straightforward, never mak-
ing his position a means for plunder;
all the difficulties between the whites and
Indians with which he has had anything
to do he has managed aflairs, so that
neither party could complain of his in-
justice,

The poor Indian has bean the gullible
party usually on which the dishonest
trader has practised his sharpness, and
come out ahead every time; now how-
ever, he is learning by dear experience to
know the relative valne of things. Not
that all the merchauts here, or those who
have been here, aredishonest, but human
nature is weak, and when it 18 80 easy to
take advantage, mwost of them do it.
The only way by which they could not be
led iuto temptation was to abandon the
business and that was not convenient
Su the few products the red man had,
fish, or becries, or handiwork, were trad-
ed off, always trade-—and he bled every
time. By a reference to any map 1t can
er-ily be scen that the east end of the
Island is nearly cut off by two bays that
extend into the Id. from the north ard
south. This east end is all Indian Re-
serve, about two thousand of them oc-
cupy it, and are increasing, thanks to the
liberal policy of the Government, we will
explain how later.

CRICKET MATCH.

Bachelors vs, Benedicts.

As times have been somewhat dull in
business circles in Richisond Hill for the
last few weeks, owing, no doubt, to the
fact that the farming community are
busily engaged with the harvest, and, a3
many of vur village sports have long been
telling of great scoring, heavy striking
and straight bowling on the cricket field
in days goue by, it was decided on Satur-
day worning last to have a wmatch for a
supper and the championship in the after-
noon, between the single and married
men of the town, and furever set at rest
the doubts existing in the minds of sune
of our skeptics as to whether those locg
hits spokeu of, were real or only unagin-
ary. Accordingly J. H, Sanderson and
