
THE WEEK'S HEWS.
HOMK.

General M iddleton w ill Btart on hia annual 
tour o f inspection as soon as the snow dis­
appears.

It  is stated that the Railw ay Commission 
■will not present their report to Parliament 
at the com ing session.

The reported excitem ent in Newfoundland 
over the disallowance of the Bait A ct  is 
stated to be greatly exaggerated.

H alifax exports for February show an in ­
crease o f $70,000 over the same m onth last 
year. The Customs receipts increased $42,- 
000.

Owing to the unparalleled depth o f snow 
in the woods this w inter, the lum ber cut in 
the Ottawa valley w ill be reduced about 25 
per cent.

T he private banking firm of M cLellan & 
C o ., o f St. John, N. B ., has stopped pay 
m ent tem porarily in consequence o f the fail - 
ore  o f the M aritime Bank.

Mr. Baker, o f the M anitoba & N orthw est 
ern road, denies that there is any truth in 
the reported negotiations for the sale of 
that road to the Grand T ru ck  Railw ay com ­
pany.

M ajor Stewart, of the Cascade ooal mines, 
is now in W innipeg. H e says the output 
w ill soon reach 500 tons daily, and that the 
intention is to supply Sau Francisco and the 
Pacific coast.

It  is reported that Parliam ent w ill be ask­
ed at the com ing session to authorise an in­
crease in the N orth -W est M ounted Police 
foroe, and that each post w ill be supplied 
w ith  a N ordenfeldt gun.

A t  a convention o f prison wardens of 
Canada and the U nited States, held in D e­
troit, a Prison W ardens’ Association was 
organized, and it was decided to hold  the 
annual meeting next year in Toronto.

W ork  w ill be com m enced im m ediately on 
the railway from  W innipeg to the interna­
tional boundary, arrangements for connec­
tion with the N orthern Pacific railway at 
the boundary having already been made.

The m ovem ent for the erection in H alifax 
o f a 3250,000 cathedral in com m em oration 
of the establishment o f the first Colonial 
See iu N ova Scotia, a century ago, is as­
suming shape. Bishop Binney offers $5000.

The route o f the Central Ontario railway 
has been located to B ancroft, a distance ol 
sixteen aud one quarter miles from  the pres­
ent terminus. The locating o f the Irondale 
and B ancroft line w ill be resumed in the 
spring.

The Bishop of N ew  W estm inster recently 
read au able and interesting paper on 
British Colum bia before the Colonial Insti­
tute in London, in w hich he highly eulogiz­
ed the com m ercial advantages o f the Cana­
dian Pacific railway.

A n eightecn-year old  daughter o f Peter 
Busha, shoemaker o f Lacolle, Q ue., com m it­
ted  suicide by taking a dose of Paris green. 
A n old half-w itted  wom an named Trem blay 
of the same place, on hearing o f the girl s 
action, took a dose of the same poison and 
died.

The H alifax Chamber of Commerce, at its 
annual m eeting endorsed the Governm ent's 
fishery policy , but refused to petition  the 
Governm ent to negotiate reciprocal trade 
relations with the W est Indies and Cuba or 
to  subsidize a direst line of steamers running 
between Canada and those countries.

A t  the annual m eeting o f the Ontario 
branch of the Dom inion Alliance, in T oron ­
to, a resolution recom m ending the D om in­
ion A lliance to petition Parliament to place 
a sum in next year’s estimates to buy out 
the plant of all distilleries and breweries 
throughout the Dom inion, thereby putting 
an end to  the liquor traffic, was voted down, 
only three votes being in favor o f it.

Superintendent W hyte , of the Canadian 
Pacific railw ay, telegraphs that the men 
w ho recently lost their lives through the 
snowslide ill the mountains have themselves 
to blam . L’hey saw the slide coming, but 
instead .if getting in the sheds, they stayed 
o I'.sid" to watch its ell’ect, w ith the result 
r. . it six of them were suffocated before they 
■. ,.ld be rescued.

Mr. Green, superintendent of the snow ­
plough brigade, Thom as Stark and W m . 
Ryan were among the six Canadian Pacific 
railway em ployes killed by the snowslide in 
the R ocky  Mountains last week, as previous­
ly  reported. Mr. A bbott superintendent o f 
the Pacific division, denies that the snow- 
sheds in the m ountains have been in the 
least inj ured this year.

A  large and influential deputation repre­
senting the Toronto, H am ilton, K ingston 
and M ontreal Boards o f Trade, and lake ves­
sel owners, had a long interview the other 
afternoon w ith the members of the Dom inion 
Governm ent on the question o f canal enlarge­
ment and the reduction o f canal tolls. Sir 
John M acdonald stated that the G overn­
ment intended to procecd w ith the deepen­
ing of the canals as fast as possible and that 
tbe question o f toll reduction would receive 
immediate consideration.

AMERICAN.
Cholera has been officially declared pre- 

ra lent at M onte V ideo.
Mrs. Amanda G reely, sister o f H orace 

G reely, has been stricken w ith paralysis. 
She is 73 years o f age.

The N ew Y ork  State Senate has passed 
the bill appropriating $550,000 for the im ­
provem ent of the canals.

One hundred and fifty gravediggers in 
Calvary cem etery, Long Island, threaten to 
strike unless their wages are increased.

A  high Governm ent official in W ashington 
is credited w ith predicting w ithin the next 
tw o months a financial stringency which will 
lead to a panic.

Rev. Frank Belm ont, a Baptist minister, 
was found dead the other night in the 
Chickasaw nation reserve. H e was doubt­
less murdered.

Fire recently destroyed business property 
at W alla  W alla , W . T ., worth $125,000 ; 
insurance, $40,000. The remains o f two 
human beings were found iu the ruins.

A lex. Crawford, the negro murderer of a 
merchant at W inona, M iss., was taken from 
gaol by an immense crow d o f enraged c iti­
zens the other day aud hanged from  a trestle.

Emma Spencer, M ay M cA ttee and Lucy 
Berry have been gaoled at Parkersburg, 
W est V a ., on suspicion o f robbing and 
m urdering R ichard M iller, a country mer­
chant, aged 70.

T w o sheep ranchers, named Fraser and 
L ackey, were m urdered in their houses near 
A lbuquerque, N ew  M exico, recently. I t  is

believed M exioans com m itted the crime. 
A ll the m oney on the place was Btolen.

Inman and M e»d Case, young sons o f the 
late R er. John Case, at H aw ley, P a., quar­
relled recently and drew  revolvers. Inman 
shot his brother Mead, and the young man 
w ill die. Inm an is w ild w ith grief.

The last obstacle in the w ay o f M r. Eras- 
tus W im an ’s scheme for bridging the Arthur 
K ill and giving the Baltim ore & Ohio a ter­
minus in N ew Y ork  harbor has been re ­
m oved, the U. S. W ar Departm ent having 
sanctioned his plans.

Lucy B. Parsons, the lecturing Anarchist, 
was refused a hall by  a local m ilitary com ­
pany at Columbus, Ohio, where she had 
proposed to speak. She called on the mayor 
to protest against such actions and became 
so abusive and demonstrative that she was 
locked up.

The other evening A. T. Swedley and Mrs. 
Annie Graves were united in marriage at 
B rockport, N. Y .,  by  Rev. Mr. E ddy at the 
bride’s house. The groom  is 80 years of age 
and the bride 78. Both have been married 
before. T hey are spending the honeymoon 
in the town.

The residents o f Princeton, Ind., and 
vicin ity are much exercised over a phen­
omenon which occurred the other Sunday. 
A  severe rainstorm began before daybreak 
and covered the earth to a depth of an inch 
with a yellow  substance, which ispronounced 
to be of volcanic origin.

Naval Constructor P ook has submitted 
to the U. S. N avy departm ent his plans for 
a new arm ored vessel o f 6000 tons ordered 
by the last Congress. The constructor says 
this vessel w ill be built at B rooklyn yard. 
She w ill cost over $2,500,000 and work will 
be comm enced w ithin a year and give em ­
ploym ent to several thousand men.

Lord Randolph Churchill has arrived at 
Catania, Sicily.

A dvices from  Catania say the cholera is 
increasing daily.

Mr. and Mrs. Gladstones have gone to visit 
the Queen at W indsor.

During the recent riot in Galway several 
soldiers were beaten and kicked by  a large 
mob.

Colonel R od , the English manager o f lead 
mines in Corsica, has been murdered by 
miners.

The Stanley expedition for the relief of 
Emin Bey has arrived at Simonstown, Cape 
of G ood Hope.

Christine N ilsson has been married to 
Count M iranda, and it is reported she w ill 
retire from  the stage.

The British arm y estimates which have 
just been issued, amount to §91,969,500, 
being an increase o f $803,500.

It is officially B'.ated that the British W ar 
office w ill recom m end the Lee-Burton and 
im proved Lee Magazine rifles for final test.

It is stated England and Germany w ill en­
deavor to effect an am icable settlem ent of 
the dispute between Zanzibar and Portugal,

M. de Lesseps says the French nation is 
decidedly in favor of peace, and no intelli­
gent Frenchman believes there w ill be war.

Gen. Boulanger proposes to adopt mea­
sure to pravent the publication o f news in 
France relating to movements o f the army.

It  is positively affirmed that the alliance 
between Ita ly , Germany aud Austria has 
been resumed, but for  three instead o f lave 
years.

It  is probable that the health o f the P rin ­
cess o f W ales w ill perm it o f her accom pany­
ing her husband and son oil their approach­
ing visit to Ireland.

The Pope is writing an encyclial on the 
subject of Socialism. He w ill treat concise­
ly of social problems, distinguishing good 
and lawful from  dangerous and unchristian 
combinations.

E xtraordinary activity is displayed at the 
K rupp works iu Essen. N ew  Duildings are 
required to enable the works to complete the 
orders for guns for the Gorman Governm ent 
w ithin the specified time.

The W oontho Tsawbwa has submitted to 
the British, and has agreed to pay tribute 
and to deliver up his arms. This is an im ­
portant step in the work o f pacifying the 
people of U pper Burmah.

The Tribuna o f Rom e prints a despatch 
from  Massowah saying that the K ing of 
Abyssinia, at the head of an army, is m arch­
ing to Godjam  and tbat he has summoned a 
portion of Has A loula ’s troops to join him.

A  despatch from  Berlin points out that 
the Crown Princess, on the death o f the 
Kaiser, w ill becom e a potential factor in 
German politics, and as her ideas run coun­
ter to those o f Prince Bism arck the corres­
pondent points out how the Chancellor is 
taking steps to provide a policy  for the fu ­
ture that his petticoated antagonist w ill find 
it hard to disturb.

Commander Chadwick, U nited States 
naval attache in London, has had an inter­
view  w ith V ice-A dm iral W illiam  Graham, 
controller o f the mu y , in relation to the 
statements that Draughtsman Terry reveal­
ed the secrets of naval designs to the A m er­
ican legation. The controller said these 
were merf-ly newspaper assertions and that 
as far as the stories connected any body in 
the legation w ith the dockyard treachery 
they were entirely false.

Indian Too Much for White Man.
In  the summer o f ’79 a sergeant and 

six constables o f the N orth -W est M ounted 
Police were stationed at Stand Off, a small 
log  fort situated on the Belly river under 
the Rockies. Their duty was to stop trad­
ers selling w iskey to the B lood Indians, 
whose reserve is situated on the opposite 
side o f the river, and also to stop the Bloods 
from stealing horses from  the whites.
\ mong the few  Indians w ho were allowed 
inside the post was H eavy Shields, a minor 
chief in the B lood camp. H e was then, 
and is now, a fine specimen o f an Indian, 
standing six feet tw o in his moccasins and 
built in proportion. The police had a pair 
of boxiug gloves that caused many a black 
eye and bloody nose. N othing pleased 
H eavy Shields so much as to put them on. 
From being awkward at first he got to be 
able to hold his ow 'i against all comers, and 
would take and give a pounding in good 
part. On the w hole he was ’not bad tem ­
pered for an Indian. One day a crow d of 
cow -boys driving a herd of cattle from  
M ontana on their w ay to Fort M acleod 
to supply the Police and Indian Depart­
ment w ith meat, had camped for the 
night close by  the police post. Am ong 
them was one who was a terror to all others 
who would meet him in a fair fight with 
bare knuckles. A fter supper the cow -boys 
called ou the police to have some fun at tar­
get practice with Colts revolvers and W in ­
chester carbines. A fter each man had a trial, 
H eavy Shields, w ho was present at the time, 
came out the winner. This maddened the 
cow -boy bully. H e flew into a rage and 
wanted to turn himself loose on H eavy 
Shields w ith  his fists. The sergeant, who 
knew nothing about the cow -boy, but knew 
very w ell what H eavy Shields could do, 
told the form er that his chance was good, 
but not w ith bare knuckles, but with gloves. 
This pleased the cow  boy who wanted to 
show the police and Indians that he was a 
second “  J ohn L. ” The gloves were brought 
out and the men set too. The cow -boy 
smiled, fu ll o f confidence, thinking what 
time he would have slugging the Indian. But 
things did not turn out as he expected. 
Heavy Shields let out his left, knocking his 
opponent down. The cow -boy jumped up, 
striking right and left at the Indian, wtio 
avoided his blows w ith  ease, and at every 
chance sent in a stinger. The cow -boy, 
seeing his mistake too late, threw up the 
gloves, and, p icking up a heavy raw hide 
quirt, struck the Indian on the face. This 
was more than H eavy Shields could stand. 
He also threw off the gloves, and taking 
up an axe that lay close by, struck at the 
cow -boy, but the blow  fell short. The 
cow -boy turned and ran for his life w ith 
H eavy Shields in hot chase after him. 
The cow -boy  was a fast runner, but H eavy 
Shields was much the faster of the two, and, 
gaining inch by  inch on his victim  at every 
Btep, he raised the axe and struck at the 
cow  boy, missing him only by a hair’s 
breadth. T o save the fugitive’s life w ithout 
shooting the Indian was impossible, and to 
kill the Indian to save the cow -boy ’s life 
was out o f the question, for the cow -boy was 
the cause of the quarrel. AU we could  do 
was tc look on. The cow -boy was straining 
every nerve and muscle to save his life, 
but seem ingly all to no purpose for Shields 
was steadily gaining. W e all held our breath 
for tho next time tho axe would drop, we 
expected t i  see the cow -boy drop w ith it. 
Tiie axe did drop, but again fell short of the 
mark, m erely cutting the back part o f the 
cow -boy ’s head about an inch long and an 
eighth of an inch deep. This did not check 
his speed and he kept steadily on. The axe 
rose again. This time it was certain death 
had it not been for a large black bear, 
which was eating a coyotte that had been 
shot that m orning by one o' the police. 
Neither cow -boy or Indian saw the bear 
until thoy were almost on top of him, for 
he was hidden from  view  behind some bush­
es. Bruin was taken so by  surprise that he 
did not attem pt to attack the cow -boy, but 
rose up in time to save his life. H eavy 
Shields turned his w hole attention to the 
bear. Then a desperate fight began. Tw ice 
Heavy Shields struck him with the axe, 
but bruin parried the third blow  and closed 
with the Indian pinning him  to the ground, 
and in a very few moments would have torn 
him to atoms had it not been for the co w ­
boy, who by this time had returned. Catch­
ing up the axe that had been dropped by 
H eavy Shields, he sunk it  into the bear’s 
brain, killing him on the spot. H eavy 
Shields then jum ped to his feet, looked long 
and steady into the cow -boy ’s eyes, reached 
out his hand and said, “  white man, let us 
be brothers !”
