Canada has this month exported nearly a 
million dollars worth of goods in excess of 
what she imported during October.

The new steam er H alifax , from Glasgow 
for H alifax , is now eighteen days out and 
fears are entertained for her safety.

M r. Saunders, who has been in England 
inquiring into the prospects of a British 
market for Canadian eggs, is satisfied with 
the cutlook.

Jam es Alison, an eighteen-year-old To­
ronto boy, was accidentally and fatally  shot 
on Saturd ay with a rifle in the hands of an 
elder brother.

Dr. Guerin has consented to be a candi­
date for the M ontreal m ayoralty.

The M edico-Chirurgical Society of M on­
treal has decided to send two of its members 
to Berlin  to study the K och method for the 
cure of consumption.

The Canadian Antiquarian Society has en­
dorsed a project to cause th irty  marble tablets 
to be erected in different parts of Montreal 
to m ark historic localities.

Telcsphore Coty, of M ontreal, who is 
Buffering from the early stages of consump­
tion, has le ft for B er in, to place himself 
under the care of Dr. Koch.

It. is said a large business is being done in 
smuggling Chinese women into Canada, who 
are m ain mi ted in British Columbia and the 
States for immoral purposes.

Canadian musicians going over to enter­
tain U nited States audiences w ill in future 
have to pay duty on their instruments. 
Nothing is said as to the wind.

The Bishop of M ontreal celebrated the 
fifteenth anniversary of his ordination, and 
was presented by his adm irers with a purse 
of $4,000. The bishop is 75 years of age.

A  despatch from St. Jo ]in ’s, X m i., say? 
Hon. Robert Bond lias left for Washington 
to confer on reciprocal trade relations 
between Newfoundland and the United 
States.

I t  is said a mountain of mica has been dis­
covered up the North 'Thomson river in B r i­
tish Columbia. rI he indications are that the 
mica is of very  fine quality and almost un­
lim ited in quantity.

The total loss of cattle shipped from M ont­
real for England during the past season 
amounted to 1,14*2 head, insured for $74,230, 
principally in Canadian companies, upon 
whom the bulk of the loss w ill fall.

The medical faculty of Toronto U niversi­
ty  has accepted the generous offer of Wm. 
Mulock, M. P ., to defray the expenses of 
Prof. Ram say \Vright to Germ any to fam il­
iarise himself with tlie details of Dr. Koch ’s 
consumptive cure.

A  deputation of hotel-keepers and licensed 
victuallers waited upon Prcm 'er M ercier on 
Tuesday a t  Qucbcc, and asked that the 
liquor trade should be allowed to p ly  their 
traffic; on Saturd ay nights during the same 
hours allowed to other businesses.

Mr. G. H. Croxdcn Pow ell, a  prominent 
English L iberal and p arty  organizer, who is 
at present in Ottawa studying Canadian in­
stitutions, has received a cablegram calling 
him home, as the general elections in E n g­
land are expected to take place in March.

Representatives of the A llan Line, the 
Dominion Line, and the Canadian Pacific 
ra ilw ay had an interview  with Mr. Carling 
on Tuesday, and offered to carry adult im­
migrants from Liverpool to W innipeg for 
$ 17  per head, and solicited Government aid 
to the scheme.

The Dublin Freeman’s Journal says there 
is a serious famine in Connemara, the result 
of the failure of the potato crop.

Lord W olseley denies that lie brought pres­
sure to bear on Stanley to have Barltelot 
appointed commander of the rear guard.

A  French syndicate has purchased for 
£20,000 pounds a copper mine in County 
Cork, in the hope that gold w ill be found 
there.

Heavy gales prevailed on M onday on the 
south and w est coast of England.

The English Foreign Office has promised 
to extradite Padlew sky, suspected of having 
assassinated Gen. Seliverskoff in Paris, if 
he is arrested within British  territory.

M r. W illiam  Beckett, a Conservative 
member of the Im perial House of Commons, 
was killed on Sunday in a  ra ilw ay accident 
on the South-W estern railw ay atW im borne- 
Minster.

I t  appears th at after the verdict had been 
given in the O’Shea case, a Carlton Club 
meeting decided that it would be a good 
scheme to dissolve Parliam ent as soon as 
possible.

The Court at Clonmel last week gave 
judgm ent in the T ipperary trials,by which 
Messrs. W illiam  O’Brien and Joh n  Dillon 
were sentenced to six months each without 
hard labour.

Miss M cK night, a  young English girl on 
her w ay from A ustralia  to England to be ;

The K in g  of the Netherlands died on Sun ­
day.

A  conference of Berlin Socialists has ap ­
proved the admission of female members 
into the Socialistic Associations.

Four sheep herders in the Gallinar moun­
tains of N ew Mexico have been killed by a 
hailstorm and 1,600 sheep are missing.

G reat destruction b y floods is reported 
from England, Germ any and A ustria. Tlie 
Goethe statue at Carlsbad has been swept 
away.

A s a reward for his services in the in ter­
ests of medical science Em peror W illiam  w ill 
lik e ly  confer a title of nobility upon Dr. 
Koch.

Princcss V ictoria of Prussia, sister of 
Em peror W illiam , was married on Saturday 
in Berlin to Prince Adolphe of Schaumburg- 
Lippe.

Since September 1 there have been on an 
average 700 cases of smallpox per week in 
M adrid, and the disease is spreading in the 
provinces.

The Prem ier of M adagascar has refused to 
retract the hard language which he used in 
speaking of the French protectorate, and 
trouble may ensue.

Gen. Seliverskoff, a  Russian agent in 
France, died last week in Paris from bullet 
wounds in the head, which he is supposed to 
have received at the hands of Nihilists.

A t a mgeting of N ihilists in Paris on Sun­
day violent speeches were made, and it was 
declared that in the event of failure to effect 
social reforms a revolution would follow.

Prof, Koch considers that his labours in 
connection with tuberculosis are finished, 
and w ill next direct his attention to the dis­
covery of a cure for cancer and infectious 
fevers.

The North German Gazette says that the 
German and French Governments have 
come to an agreement regarding Africa. In 
return for a German recognition of the 
French protectorate over M adagascar, 
France acknowledges the German rights on 
the coast ceded by the Sultan of Zanzibar.

T he S'. S. (ioverik iitciit a n d  Hie I n d ia n s .
The United States government is ju st 

now enjoying one of its iirerm ittent per­
iods of trouble with the W estern Indians, 
and an outbreak is almost daily expected. 
A  number of outrages have already been 
committed and the situation which has 
gradually focussed at the Pine Ridge agency 
has an appearance of immediate menace. 
Tne excitement under which the Indians are 
now laboring has been developing fo^ two 
or three years. I t  is the result of many 
w idely different influences. Among 
all the Northwestern tribes there is 
and alw ays has been a  large body 
of hostile, uidy Indians, whose m alig­
nant purposes have been but partially con­
cealed. They have watched the progress 
of civilization among their people with pro­
found jealousy. They have kept aw ay from 
the agencies, and have closed their ears to 
all reports of the white man’s numerical 
strength and unbounded resources. Some 
are ignorant, implacable savages. Others are 
men of force and ability , sincerely proud of 
their traditions and w ays, and deeply m orti­
fied at their dependent condition. The 
motive for w arlike enterprises is never 
wanting to this class of men. Another and 
much larger class-finds in hostile movements 
what it considers the best way of extortin g 1 
money and rations from the Government. 
Among the Sioux tribe this element is par­
ticularly strong, and it has a long list of 
experiences to cite in support of its conten­
tion. In one of this w eek ’s dispatches from 
Mandan, Nort.h Dakota, occurred an inter­
view  with a friendly A rickarec which threw 
a bright light upon this sagacious theory. 
“ Our people,”  said the Indian, “  are friend- 
y. W c do not believe in the Messiah. B ut 
wc should be glad to see the Sioux go on 
the warpath because then the Government 
would give us all more ponies, more 
blankets and more rations!”  The irrecon­
cilable Sioux chieis, and m any who are 
ostensibly friendly, continually point to the 
results of practical benefit to the tribe 
which have proceeded from their battles 
with the whites. “  See !”  they say to their 
young men, “ sec what we have done for 
you. Look at those buildings ycm ler full 
of blankets, calico, flour and sugar. See 
the cattle in the corral there w aiting for 
your knives. See our ponies and guns. 
They are the price the G reat Fath er pays 
for our friendship. Look a t  the timid 
Ponca. Look at the Omaha with his head 
down. Look at the d irty  Crow. They 
work for their living. They are cowards, 
and craw l when the white man speaks. So 
he put a plough in their hands and they fo l­
low i t ;  a spade and they dig. They are 
women. B u t the Sioux holds up his head 
and frowns when the Great Father does not 
treat him w ell.”  This is a  fa ir type of the 
arguments which the older Sioux have been 
addressing to their young men since the 
battle on the L ittle  Big Horn, and it has the 
re.it merit of b.-ing backe I by sound facts.

When the conditions above described are 
considered, and with them theintenss super­
stition of the Indian mind, i t  is easy to 
account for the scenes th at are being enact­
ed a t  W olf Creek and on the W ounded- 
Knee. A n acquaintance with Christian 
doctrine has served in m any cases only to 
give the Indians wider fields forsuperstitious 
dreams. Their medicine-men have found in 
the doctrine of a personal and omni-present 
God and of a Saviour m ysteriously born and 
embodied in human form great opportuni­
ties for all kinds of fetich-worship. Super­
stition enters into their lives so thoroughly 
that its manifestation in religious dances 
has alw ays been regarded as involving the 
danger of an outbreak, and although the 
w inter season is at hand, a time when among 
the affected tribes every fam ily is almost 
entirely dependent on the Government for 
food and shelter, i t  is b y no means impossi­
ble th at their fanaticism m ay lead them 
into the commission of acts which w ill bring 
on a long and fearful war. The hope is that 
temporizing policies w ill tide over each 
crisis as it arises, th at before warm weather 
comes the craze w ill have died aw ay, and 
that under any circumstances it  w ill not 

, spread to this side of the border.

LAX ATIVE FOOD.

So prevalent is the disorder, constipation, 
th at scarcely a fam ily exists that does not 
contain one or more victim s. Our best medi­
cal authorities agree, th at no other single de­
rangement of the human system is followed 
by such a disastrous train of ills, and is so 
little  beliefitted b y medication.

The remedy lies largely in the hands of 
the housewife, for the “ come-and-go-lucky,” 
“  just-as-it-happens ”  mode of providing for 
the home table is often the cause of the 
trouble. I t  is her duty to so study the 
'properties of tlie different food supplies that 
she may counteract this tendency, be it here­
d itary or acquired, b y providing an accept­
able variety of dishes known to be beneficial.

A void the error of serving any one dish 
(no m atter how much relished) until the 
fam ily tires of it. The daily use of graham 
bread is not commendcd. In  m any cases its 
coarse particles causes a serious irritation 
of the delicate lining of the stomach and in­
testines, specially in children. The flour 
called “  entire wheat ”  is made of the entire 
grain of the wheat- ground to a powder, and 
differs from g aliam in being fine. I t  makes 
a dark, rich bread and delicious gems. R ye 
bread is gently laxative, soothing and 
nutritious.

The dread of washing utensils, in which 
some of the following dishes are cooked, may 
be given to the winds if said utensils are 
partly  filled with cold w ater, tigh tly  cover­
ed, and allowed to stand on back part of stove 
till washed.

R o l le d  O ats .— P u t two tea cur fills of ro l­
led oats into a double boiler. Add one tea­
spoonful of salt and four teacupfuls of boiling 
water ; boil fifteen minutes. Best if eaten 
either slightly warm  or cold, with cream and 
sugar or with plain sweet m ilk. A  bright, 
new tin pail, tightly covered, set in kettle 
of boiling w ater is a good substitute for a 
double boiler.

O atm eal M ush .— To one cup of Scotch 
or Canadian oatmeal, add one cup of cold 
w ater and a teaspoonful of salt. Pour slow­
ly  into it five cups of boiling water, stirring 
steadily. Pour it into a very smooth iron 
pot, stir up from the bottom a few times, to 
prevent set tling, until it  begins to boil, then 
cover closely, and setback where it will bub­
ble steadily for an hour and a-half or two 
hours. This is the Scotch method of cook­
ing, given us by a native Scotch lady. I t  
m ay be cooked the day before, turned into a 
bowl rinsed in cold water, and warmed up 
for breakfast (if wished) by setting the bowl 
in a pan of boiling w ater on the back of the 
stove, or may be cooked in double boiler.

R y e  M ush —This m ay be prepared of 
either rye meal or rye flour, by adding to a 
cupful of either, a cup of cold water, a lit tle 
at a time, and stirring until it is perfectly 
smooth. Then add a level teaspoonful of 
salt, and three cups of boiling water, stir- 
ing stead ily meanwhile. Turn into a 
very smooth iron vessel, stir steadily and I 
thoroughly until it boils throughout ; set : 
where it w ill bubble steadily for fifteen 
minutes. Excellent, eaten either slightly 
warm or cold, with cream (or rich milk) and 
sugar.

A  favorite Scotch rem edy for constipation, 
is hot mush of oats or rye, eaten with cold 
milk. The spoon is dipped h alf full of the 
hot mush, then filled from a bowl of cold 
m ilk beside tho plate.

I n d ia n -Me a l  M ush—T o each teacupful 
corn-mcal add a teaspoonful of salt, and a 
half teacupful of cold w ater ; next, add five 
teacupfuls of boiling water, stirring steadily. 
P lacc over the fire in a smooth iron kettle ; 
stir steadily until it begins to bubble, cover 
tightly, place on back of stove to bubble 
steadily for an hour. This is a  great im­
provement upon the tedious process of sift- 
ng the meal through the fingers, forming a 
few  lumps with greatest care. Besides, 
there is no danger of adding too much meal 
for the quantity of water, which, o f course, 
prevents a  full expansion of the granules, 
resulting in a raw, unpleasant flavor.

G em s of R o lled  Oats. —Soak two cups of 
rolled oats for five hours (or over night) in 
one and three-quarter cups of sour m ilk, 
Add one teaspoonful (level) of soda, one tea- 
spoonfnl of salt, one-half teacupful of light- 
brown sugar, one teacupful of sifted flour, 
and two well-beaten eggs, in theorder given, 
the soda dissol ved in a li ttlc  w atcr. Bak e in 
hot, well-greased gem pans, in a hot oven, 
for twenty-five minutes. Delicious with 
fresh fruit.

Da in t y  Corn M e a l  M u f fin s—B eat to­
gether, in order mentioned, two eggs, two 
tablespoonfuls of white sugar, one and a half 
cups sweet m ilk, a half teaspoonful of salt, a 
cupful of Indian-meal (white preferred), two 
cupfuls of flour sifted with two heaping tea­
spoonfuls of baking powder, and one table­
spoonful of melted butter. B ake in hot gem* 
pans, for tw enty minutes, in hot oven. 
Delicious. W ater may be used instead of 
milk. Those left over may be reheated by 
steaming, or m ay be used for the foundation 
of the following delicious pudding :—

I ndian  S ponge-P tddtng.—Crumble cold 
corn-mufiins to make two teacupfuls. Soak 
in a quart of sweet milk three or four hours. 
Then add three well-beaten eggs, three level 
tablespoon fills of sugar and a pinch of salt. 
B eat well, bake one hour in a moderate oven, 
and serve hot with rich cream and sugar, or 
with a sauce made by beating into a cream, 
a heaping tablespoon ful of butter, a teacup- 
fu l of granulated sugar, one egg, with a very 
little  vanilla for flavoring. I t  is delicious 
served with ice-cream.

H o m i n y . — W ash one cupful of hominy in 
two waters. Pour into it  four teacupfuls of 
boiling water, gradually, stirring steadily. 
Add a  half teaspoon ful of salt, boil from 
three-quarters to a  whole hour. M ay i>c 
served at any meal with m eat of any kind, 
or it may be eaten hot or cold with milk.

H om iny G r id le -C a k e s .— To two tea­
cupfuls of warm , boiled hominy, add two 
teacupfuls of milk or water, two cupfuls of 
sifted flour, a level teaspoonful of salt, and 
two well-beaten eggs. B ake on hot, well- 
greased griddle.

M u ffin s  of E n t ir e  W h e a t — M ix to­
gether a cup and a half of flour, two table­
spoonfuls of sugar, a teaspoonful of salt, and 
two teaspoonfuls of best baking powTd e r ; 
add a teacupful of sweet milk, half a cupful 
of cold w ater and a  well-beaten egg. Beat 
two minutes, dip into hot, greased gem- 
pans, and bake about tw enty-five minutes. 
This is a  moist muffin, sweet and delicious.

R y e  B re a d — To each pint of ve ry  ligh t 
wlieat-flour sponge, add a level teaspoonful 
of salt, a heaping tablespoonful of brown 
sugar, and rye flour to perm it kneading. 
Knead well. When light, mold into loaves ; 
let rise again till more than double its first 
\ize, brush the top with melted butter, bake

one hour in a  moderate oven. A  delicious 
bread, w ith  crust as tender as cakft-

D a te  B r e a d —To each pint of very  light 
wlieat-flour sponge, add two heaping table­
spoonfuls of brown sugar, a  level tablespoon- 
ful o f salt, and entire wheat fiovr sufficient 
for a  batter as stiff as can be stirred with a 
stout wooden spoon ; next, stir in two 
rounded cupfuls of stoned dates. F irst  
separate the dates, rinse in lukewarm  water 
for a minute, drain, stone, measure.

P r u n e  P udding— L et three-quarters of a 
pound of French prunes stand in scalding 
w ater, to cover, till soft ; drain, stone, 
spread on a plate to cool, then roll in flour. 
S ift  one-half teacupful of flour w ith one-hali 
teaspoonful of baking powder, add, b y table- 
spoonfuls, one half cup of cold water. Stii 
t ill smooth as glass. B eat three eggs to a 
froth, add one pint sweet m ilk, stir th is into 
the batter, beat two minutes, add prunes, 
one a t  a  time, stirring stead ily, pour into 
buttered pudding mold, or baking dish, 
place in steam er over a  kettle  fu ll of boiling 
w ater, steam one and a-half hours. Do not 
use more flour than given. Do not allow 
w ater to stop boiling, nor lift  the cover to 
peep. Eaten hot w ith vanilla  cream sauce 
or with rich cream and sugar.

V a n i l la  Cream  S a u ce .— Two beaten eggn 
four tablespoonfuls granulated sugar, two 
cups sweet milk (or one each of m ilk or 
water), butter, size of h ickory-nut; stir over 
tho fire, in double boiler, until as th ick as 
very  rich cream. Do not boil. W hen coll 
add a  very little  vanilla. U se sauce cold.
