Tae LIBERAL reporter on Friday last
had the pleasure of a look throngh the
creamery recently erected on the farm of
Mr. Heury Line, half a mle sonth of the
village of Maple, being shown through
the establishment by Mr. O, H. Kefler,
Secretury-Treasuver of (he DBoard of
Directors. No pains nor expense seem
to have been apared etther 1n the erection
and completion of the building, or in the
machinery and utensils necessary for the
successful operation of ecarrying on the
butter making,

The building 1s 42x32 feet, with a een-
tral projeetiun to the east of 6 feet. Lt
is one and a half stories high, baloon
frame, built on &« stone foundation, and is
conatructed so that the work in the
creamery is dooe by a system of gravi-

tation. It is rough boarded inside and
out, felt papered inside and out, v.
jointed, and finished with elm tongued

and grooved lumber. The floor 18 Maple,
on top of pine. The machinery 13 run
by a 10 horse power engine with 15 horse-
power botler,

The process of separating the cream
from the milk and converting the latter
into butter 1s interesting to witness,
When the milk is first received from the
yarious patrons it 18 weighed and poured
1nto a largo vat. In this it is heated by
means of hot water and steam, then run
into the Separator, the eream rising to
the top whence it passes inte the cream
vat by a conducting pipe. The separa-
tion of the cream from the milk 18 the
work of a few miuutes, and farmers take
the skim milk home with them i their
waggons, The Separator used in  this
creamery was imported from Saeden,
and 18 said to be the most perfect made,
After the eream has become
covled it is ready for the churu which has
a capacity of 450 gallons. The churning
takes only a few minutes, after which the
butter is sent to the butter worker, also
an interesting thongh sunple piece of
machinery. The butter i1s there wmade
into pound rolls or packed into fitking of
large or small dimensions,  The butter
maker, Mr. W. T. Robivson, seems
thoroughly understand his business, hav-
ing spent some time in Guelph in  learn-
ing what he conld abont the usefnl art.
