Beausoleil, said the amounts paid duriog
the years 1891-92.93 for carrying the mails
between Canada and Great Brivain hasbeen
respectively 3131,327, §71,793, and 3123,
533. The money was paid t» Messre, H, &
A, Allan, of Moutreal. 1lt was not the io
tention of the Government to pay a suhsidy
to th= proposed fast line for carrying the
maiis over and above the annual subsidy of
$750,0C0. The subsidies now paid to other
steamers for mail service would be discon-
tinued after the establishment of the fast
line, The mails between Canada and Great
Britain would not be carried exclusively by
the fast line, because letters were often
marked via a certain line, and wholzaale

THE BEAUTIFUL SNOW LEOPARD.

A Fine Largze Feline Animal from the
=now-Bound Mimalayas Yow in the
London "“Zoo" Gardens.—licared asa
Household et in India.

The ounce, or snow leopard, iz one of the
rarest and most beautiful animals of the
feline family, The London Zoological
(rardens have iust secured one of these
animals. It was one of the few intereating
beasts lacking in the wonderful Londen
collection.

The snow leopard inhabits the mountain-
ous districts of Central Asia, one of the most
inacc23sible and least explored parts of the
globe. The fine animal now at the (ardens
came from the Western Himalayas, He
was captured when young by the retainers
of Thakir Debi Chand, Chieftain of Gurdla,
in Lakanla, and sent as a present to Mra.
MacKay, of Kullu. She brought him up as
a household pet, and this year presented
him to the Zoological Gardens. He is now
6 feet long.

The snow leopard has markings similar
to the ordinary leopard, but the fur on the

stomach apd chest is entirely white. In
the other places where the fur of the ordin-
ary leopard ig yellow, it is nearly white in
the snow leopard. The fur is very long
and silky. The animal is also adorned
with a tail of great length and beauty,

The white leopard 1s indeed a dandy
among leopards. The expression of his
magnificent eyes shows that he appreciatesy
his own physical qualities. He puts forth
proudly his fine white chest with its long,
wavy hair, and he carries his tail with as
much grace asa well-built young woman the
