T h e  Naval Brigade Has Arrived at

L a d y s m i t h .

Brîtisn I roops Massing on the Border to Repel the 
Expected Invasion==Gen. Buller Bids the Queen 
Good-bye—Boer Generals Hold Council—Will be 
a Short W a r—50,000 Reserves to be Called Out.

A  despatch to the London D aily depote. 
N*nvs from  Bloem fontein says that a ll 
the burghers of the Orange Free  
S ta te  have been com m andeered and 
m obilized in d iffe ren t p arts of the 
R epublic. They have been ordered to 
aot stric tly  on the defensive. They 
w ill probably be kept six  m iles from  
the border in order to prevent colli­
sions with the B ritish .

I t  is asserted  at M afeking, on re li­
able authority, that the b urgh ers have 
been s tric tly  enjoined not to cross the 
w estern fro n tier or to in terfere  with, 
civilians, but to resist the passage of 
an arm ed force.

A  correspondent at Ladysm ith , Na­
ta l, cables:—"T h e F ifth  Lan cers and 
a naval b r ig a d e fro m  D urban have a r­
rived  here, and are encam ped near the 
ra ilw a y .”

G eneral S ir  R ed vers B u lle r  arrived  
at B alm oral castle  on W ednesday night 
as the guest o£ Queen V iotoria to bid 
h er M ajesty  fa re w ell on his departure 
fo r South A frica .

A n enthusiastic m eeting of Irishm en 
w as held W ednesday evening in K im ­
berley, Hinder the presidency oi a 
form er M ayor of the town, at which 
resolutions' w ere unanim ously adopted 
expressing disapproval of the conduct 
of Irishm en who sympathized! w ith  the 
Boers, and of the course of the Irish  
P arliam en tary  p arty  in extending sym ­
pathy and support to the T ran svaal in 
the present crisis.
BO ER  G E N E R A L S  HOLD COUNCIL.

A  despatch from  V o lk sru st, in the 
T ran svaa l, says  the gen era ls in com­
m and of the Boer forces on the N ata l 
border have held a council of w ar un­
der Com m andant-General Jo u b ert, at 
w hich im portant m ovem ents w ere de­
cided upon. E ig h t la a g e rs  have now 
been established along the border, and 
a ll arran gem en ts have been made fo r 
an im m ediate advance if such a move 
is required. F resh  d ra fts  of b u rg­
hers are a rr iv in g  hourly. There are 
a lread y  8,000 men in the m ain cam p at 
Zandfontein. The other border camps 
are  w ell entrenched. The Boers do not 
expect a su rp rise  attack  by the B r it ­
ish. . i

TRO O PS LA N D ED  A T  D U R BA N .
Seven troopships have now reach­

ed D urban. F o u r thousand five  hun­
dred troops have a lread y landed, and 
it is expected th at 4,500 m ore w ill be 
disem barked before Sunday. The 
D utch volunteers w ill be sent to G ri- 
tjualand, south of N atal, so th at in 
the event of w a r they w ill not be re ­
quired  to fig h t th eir ow,n kindred.

There is no doubt: now that the cor­
respondent of the D aily T elegraph  w as 
m isled when he m ade the statem ent

and m ovem ents o f both sides, w ith  a ll that the Boers w ere occupying L a in g ’s 
kinds of accurate and inaccurate ru ­
m ours and speculations, the rea l situa­
tion rem ains unchanged.

I t  is expected that 5,000 reserves 
w ill be called  out on T hursday, and 
th at an a rm y  corps w ill be m obiliz­
e d  on the 15th  or the 20th of the 
month.

In  the m eantim e it  is In terestin g  to 
note th at neither side shows anxiety  
to precip itate a  conflict, but is rath er 
inclined to g ive  opportunity fo r the 
p lay  of peace influence.

IN D IA N  TROO PS A R R IV E .
The P ie term aritzb u rg  correspondent 

of the Tim es confirm s the report that 
enough Ind ian  troops have arrived  to 
m ake the m ilita ry  situation  secure, and 
says the auth orities declare fu rth e r  
disclosures regard in g m ilita ry  move­
m ents, should be suppressed, as va lu ­
able in form ation has a lread y  leaked 
to the B oers through  the London new s­
papers.

A  despatch to the Tim es from  Lo- 
batsi, near M afeking, says it is a re- 
jnarkable  fa c t  that the natives there 
declare  they w ill not fig h t fo r tiie 
T ran svaa l, but w ill, in preference, cross 
the border, because the Boers are  too 
severe, and are a lw a y s  punishing 
(them. ’

K R U G E R  W A N TS TO FIG H T.
A  special despatch from  P reto ria  

tw een Cape Colony and the F re e  State , 
sa ys  that President K ru g e r expresses 
him self stron gly  on being prevented 
by the Execu tive , from  going to the 
front.

"Som e people say I  am the cause of 
the present trouble, and I  w ant to take 
my share of the figh tin g  w ith  m y 
people.”

There has been alm ost a com plete 
d earth  of new s from  South A frica . The 
few  despatches received recording 
m ilitary  m ovem ents at variou s points 
a ll tend to confirm  the b elie f that P re ­
sident K ru g e r  w ill restra in  any fo r­
w ard m ovem ent by the Boers unless 
they are  fired  upon or w ar is actu ally  
declared.

IN V A D ED  B Y  K A F F IR S .
A  despatch from  Jo h an n esb u rg  says: 

—Thousands of natives have invaded 
the town, and on F r id a y  the authori­
ties decided to m arch  them  under es­
cort out of the country. L a s t  night 
tw o natives entered a clothing store 
kept by a Je w , and stabbed the pro­
p rietor in the neck, severing  the w ind­
pipe. Tw o Je w ish  storekeepers in' the 
E a st  R and  have been m urdered by 
natives, and the K a ff ir s  are  raid ing 
a ll the places where they th ink liquor 
is stored.

The W ar Commission, acting under 
the Governm ent’s instructions, w ill is­
sue advice 10 shopekeepera to rem ove 
the barricades thay have ereoted, an 
the ground th at the G overnm ent’s 
gu aran tee  of protection ought to be 
su ffic ient.

W IL L  B E  A  SH O RT W A R .
A  despatch from  P a r is , says:—M r. 

Jo h n  H ays Hammond, the A m erican 
civil engineer connected w ith  leading 
South A frican  m ining companies, who 
returned from  the Cape tw o months 
ago, a fte r a b rief holiday in the Tyrol, 
is now passing a few  d ays in 
P a r is . Tne appreciations otf the 
situation in the T ran svaa l ex­
pressed by M r. Hammond in con versa­
tion are  of in terest as show ing how a 
w a r w ith  the B oers is regard ed  by an 
observant represen tative  A m erican, 

is enjoying the-advantage of unsurpassed 
knowledge of the facts, enabling him

ing blow s before the a rr iv a l of the 
bulk of the B rit ish  arm y .

M r. Hammomd th in ks there is no 
danger of the con flict developing into 
a w ar of races, beicausel the Boers, es­
pecially the generation now atta in in g  
manhood, have com m ercial instincts 
and are  fond of m aking m oney. Theyi 
a re  a ltogether more enlightened than 
tho old Doppers, w ith  th eir dog-in-the- 
m anage exclusiveness. M r. Hammond 
feels confident th at both nations w ill 
have reason to respect each other more 
a fte r a w ar.

TH E R E S E R V E S  C A L L E D  OUT.
A  despatch from  London,1 says: — A  

proclam ation sum m oning P arliam en t 
to m eet on October 17th and authoriz­
ing the ca llin g  out of the reserves w as 
signed on Satu rd ay  m orning.

The Gazette announces that sum­
monses w ill be issued fo r the num ber 
of reserves to bring every battalion 
ordered to South A frica  to its  fu ll  
strength  of 100 men, and the men 
m ust present them selves before Octo­
ber 17th.

The fie ld ’ force fo r service in South 
A frica , the W ar Office announces, w ill 
commence m obilization next M onday. 
The W ar Office announces that under 
the proclam ation callin g  out the re­
serves 25,000 men w ill be summoned.

H er M ajesty , in P r iv y  Council at 
B a lm o ral Satu rd ay  m orning, assented 
to the ca llin g  of P arliam ent, the mobi­
lization of reserves, and the continu­
ance in th'e arm y of a ll sold iers now 
serv ing  who in ordiflary circum stances 
would be entitled  to d ischarge or 
tra n sfe r  to the reserves.

It is rum oured at Portsm outh  that 
the A d m iralty  m ay organize a fly in g  
squadron fo r the Cape.

A lthough the im pending arm y corps 
is a m atter of prom inent m ilita ry  in­
terest, the troops alread y on the scene 
of probable action constitute no in­
sign ifican t body. The o rig in al Cape 
garrisom w as 9,000 men, and th is has 
been increased by 4,500. There are  12,- 
000 men at sea, on the w ay to the 
Cape, and their a rr iv a l w ill m ake the 
approxim ate total of B rit ish  troops in 
South A frica , prior to the a rr iv a l of 
the arm y corps, 25,500. These troops 
do not include the irre g u la r  forces, 
the Cape Mounted R ifle s, the Port 
Elizabet h, and G G raham town Volun­
teers, N atal police, the Durban L igh t 
In fa n try , the A u stra lian  force, nor the 
reg u lar naval brigade.

The Cape squadron now includes ten 
w arships, a ll heavily manned ; and the 
B ritish  first-c less protected cru iser 
T errib le and P ow erfu l w ill soon a r­
rive, enabling the navy  to land a bri­
gade of about two thousand men. ;

N E W  E L E M E N T  OF D A N G ER .
A new elem ent of danger in the 

T ran svaa l situation has arisen  in the 
exasperation caused throughout the 
B ritish  colonies in South A frica  by the 
stories of b rutal treatm ent of refugees 
by Boers. The accounts of outrages 
upon women and children are  having 
their effect, and are  being accepted, 
in m any q uarters hitherto incredul­
ous, as confirm ing the anticipations of 
the savagery that would m ark the pro- 
gress of the w ar.

Th Eveen ing News publishes the fo l­
low ing despatch from  Cape Town :—

"T h e  reports of the barbarous ex­
cesses com m itted by the Boers on re­
fugees have caused a th rill of horror 
here. In  one ins nance seventy women 
and children were packed in a cattle  
tru ck  so tig h tly  th at they w ere un­
able to sit, and w ere thus t e p t  side­
tracked  fo r th irty  hours, w ithout food 
or w ater. Whein they attem pted to 
leave the truck they1 w ere drived back 
w ith  blows.

"E v e ry  train load  of refugees brings 
harrow ing accounts of the b arbarities 
of the Boers of the Orange F re e  State . 
A tra in  arrived  yesterday th at had 
been n inety-six  hours en route. The 
suXte rings of the women w ere dread­
fu l.”

Other Cape Town despatches describe 
the indignation caused by m su its 
heaped upon refugees trav ersin g  the 
T ran svaal and the Orange F re e  State , 
and the su ffe rin gs caused to passen­
gers trave llin g  in exposed tru cks by 
the jeers  and in sults of gangs of arm ­
ed burghers, who have prevented fam ­
ishing tra v e lle rs  from  obtaining food, 
"b lacksn ak in g”  the men and strik in g  
the women. The appearance of m any 
of the su ffe re rs  iis said  to, be deplor-! 
able.

HUSBAND AND WIFE KILLED.

TUey W ere  D r iv in g  A cross th e  R a ilr o a d  
S ea r  L indsay .

A despatch from  Lindsay, Ont., sa y s : 
—M r. and M rs. George R utherford , liv­
ing on the fir s t  concession of Em ily  
near Omemee, le ft  their home e a rly  on 
Tuesday m orning to v is it their son-in- 
law , M r. Isaac W indrim , of th is town. 
The m orning being cold and fro sty , 
th© buggy-top w as up and the occu­
pants had their heads wrapped up, and 
it is this w hich is believed to have p re­
vented them from  h earing the ap­
proaching train . . The engineer gave 
the usual w histle fo r the crossing, and 
the next in stan t the train  was. upon 
their vehicle. The tra in  w as stopped, 
and Conductor Boundy and others ran 
to the spot, only to find M rs. R u th er­
ford dead, having been hurled about 30 
feet, w ith  a te rr ib le  wound on the le ft  
side of her head. H er husband w as 
st ill b reathing, although his shoulder- 
bone w as broken, and leg crushed 
above the knee. He died sh ortly  be­
fore a rr iv in g  in Lindsay. M r. R u th er­
ford w as a well-to-do farm er, and 
h igh ly  respected. Both w ere about 60 
years of age.

BO ER  A R M Y  L E A D E R S  U N D ECID ED
A despatch from  V u lksru st dated 

Wednesday says a council of w ar w as 
held to-day, Com m ander-General Jo u ­
bert presiding, and the com m andants 
of a ll the d ifferent commanders be­
ing present. The conference w as short 
and indecisive. I t  is understood th at 
no move w ill be made fo r a couple of 
days. Most of the B ritish  residents 
hfc/c в one to N atal.

Increased activ ity  is being shown at 
W oolwich, and it is alleged that pro­
vision is being made there to send sup­
posa fo r two arm y corps.

Hammond did not wish to express an 
opinion ; but when asked w hether the 
w ar would be a short or a long one, 
sa id :—

It  w ill be a short w ar, ending with 
the capture of P re to ria , a fte r  which 
the B oers w ill recognize the fu tility  
of fu rth er figh tin g . The B oers to-day 
a re  not as form idable fig h ters  as they 
w ere fifteen  ye a rs  ago ; fo r exam ple, 
their form er enorm ous advantage is 
m arksm anship over the B ritish  troops 
no longer exists, because, gam e hav­
ing to a great extent disappeared, the 
B oers have no experience in shooting 
nt m oving objects. A  few  old Dop­
pers are st ill good shots, but they are 
fa st dying out. M oreover, the B ritish  
Lee-M etford  rifle , w ith its  rem arkab le 
fla t  tra je c to ry , puts Tommy A tk in s 
quite on an equality w ith  the B oers 
so fa r  as m arksm anship  is concerned.

Q uasi friends of the B oers deluded 
them into the belief th at G reat B r i­
ta in  would not reso rt to w ar in  any 
event, and un fo rtu n ate ly  thereby pro­
voked a sp irit of opposition to the 
B ritish  dem ands, resu ltin g  in the pres­
ent diplom atic im passe, which I  fear 
m akes w a r inevitable. Encouraged 
by the present w eakness of the B ritish  
garriso n s, the B oers evidently hope to 
occupy strateg ic  positions, and by rap ­
idly assum ing the defensive, deal te ll-

N0 BRITISH TROOPS NEEDED.

E g yp tian  F orces M ill  be A b le  to  SiibdIH‘ 
th e  K h a lifa .

A despatch from  London s a y s :—The 
departure fo r E gyp t of Col. H ickman, 
Governor of Dongola, and M ajor B lew - 
itt, com m anding the 3rd E g yp tian  b at­
talion, is thought to mieani th at steps 
w ill  be taken im m ediately to suppress 
the K h a lifa . It  is held th at w hile he 
lives and is at liberty, there can be no 
peace or prosperity in the Soudan.

The latest estim ate of the K h a lifa ’s 
force places it at 10,000, aga in st 10,000 
commanded by A rab i P ash a, D ufalla , 
and A li D enar. It  is believed th at 
the E gyp tian  arm y w ill be able to cope 
with the dervishes, and th at no E n g ­
lish  troops w ill need to be engaged— 
except the Seaforth  H ighlanders, 
which w ill help to ga rriso n  the raided 
te rr ito ry .

WAS HURLED FROM A BRIDGE.

A i l  A ged O a k v ille  F arm er  M eets W ith  a  
H o rr ib le  D eath .

A  despatch from  O akville, Ont., says  : 
—M r. Jo h n  Ion, a h igh ly respectable 
farm er, 70 years  of age, residing about 
a  m ile from  this place, w as stru ck  and 
in stan tly  k illed  by a westbound G. 
T. R . express, due here at, 88.30 on 
T hursday m orning. M r. Ion had been 
to the station  to get his m orning pap­
er, and w as retu rn in g home along the 
track . He was in the centre of the 
bridge, w hich is about two hundred 
ya,rds in length , when his attention  
w as called to the rapidly approaching 
tra in  by the engineer of au  east- 
bound fre igh t.

M r. Ion started  to run, but w as 
caught about four feet from  the end, 
and hurled tw enty feet, s trik in g  a post 
and breaking it. The train , which does 
not stop here, wîas ru nn ing a t a high 
rlate of speed, but stopped and picked 
up the body, tak in g  it to the station . 
One leg, one a im , and the base of ’the 
sku ll w ere broken. Coroner W illiam s 
decided thiat an inquest w as unneces­
sa ry . [Mr. Ion w as an ex-tow n coun­
cillor, and prom inent in M ethodist cir­
cles of this place.

ENGLAND HAS A NEW WAR.

K h a lifa , W llh  13,00» M en, T ak es th e

A  despatch from  London, says:— 
G reat B rita in , it reem s has another ob­
streperous person to deal w ith  beside 
Presid ent K ru g e r, although the fact 
has been alm ost overlooked by the pub­
lic on account of the B oer troubles. 
This person is the K h a lifa , against 
whom a strong force of troops is 
about to be sent. W hile it w as o ffic i­
a lly  stated some tim e ago that the ex­
pedition to K ord ofan  and D arfu r 
would only take place a fte r  the S ir ­
d ar’s in terv iew  w ith  Lord Cram er, 
which is to take place on October 27th, 
there are  m any indications that the 
expedition has started  m uch sooner. 
A ll the E gyp tian  forces are  concentrat­
in g at Omdur m aa, and B ritish  o fficers 
now on leave have been recalled  and 
hurried  to thé front. ; The K h a lifa  is 
reported to have 12,000 men under his 
com m and.

FOUND HEADS AND HIDES.

B ra n tfo r d  R n tc lie r  A rrested  on  a  C harge  
or C attle  S tea lin g .

A  despatch from  B ran tfo rd , Ont., 
s a y s  :—The police here F r id a y  a rre st­
ed a butcher named A u gu stu s H al- 
m er, who is suspected of being im pli­
cated in the recent cattle  th efts  near 
G alt.
