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AUTONATIC FIRE ARMS

Arims.

All armies are now at work Lrying
constantly to perfoct the infantry

arm, and it is probahls that sooner
or later the automatic rifle will re-
place the magazine arm,

The adoption of protective armor

shields by the field artillery has led
Lo experiments for the purpose ol
giving to the projectiles of the in-
fantry arm a greater power of pene-
traotion. To accomplish Lhis it fias
been proposed to uSe in the infantry
bullet a ecentral steel core. or Lo
make the ogive (pointed end)  of
steel, or finally to make the entire
ball of steel. Elorts are al=o being
made to obtain 3 more powerful
bowder, which will give a higher
muzzle velocity. None of these pro-
Jected improvements, howaver, will
interfere in any way with the carly
adoption of an automatic gun,

In view of these probable improve-
ments in the infantry rifle, the ques-
tion arises, will the machine gun any
longer be needed when every man is
provided with an automatic g
capable of a very high rate of fire
for at least some secands.

A small number of men armed with
automatic rifles can produce in a
given timme as great a hail of pro-
lectiles as o machine gun.  But it is
not for this reason that tho military
world is inclining to an automatic
infantry gun. In choosing 5 new
arm for the infantry it is a mistake,
according to the best authorities, to
lay too much stress on

RAVPIDITY OF FIRE.

The manufacturers of infantry rifles,
like those of automobiles, bave fal-
Jen into the error of supposing that
an Increase of rapiditv alone is the
basis of all progress and improve-
ment, :

The adoption of an automatic gun
1S not cngaging the world’s atten-
tion because of the possibility of
thereby, attaining a prolonged rapid
rate of iire, but because it will fur-
nish the means of delivering rapidly
A comparatively small number of
shots without taking the gun from
the shoulder. This will increase the
chances of hitting » comparatively
small or a fleeting target at some
distance, because the soldier can fire
a  serics of shols without lowering
his piece or changing his sight.

It is evident, therefore, that along
with the automatic infantry  arm,
arimies can still utilize machine guns
for obtaining a continued rapid fire
of long duration.

But there is another difference be-
tween the two arms, in that the gu-
tomatic firearm of the infantry will
always be g light affair, while the
mmachine pgun, because of its mechan-
ism, accessories, tripod, ete., is ne-
cessarvily more or less heavy.

In the construcii n of the infantry
gun the first conditich to be fulfilled
18 that of accuracy, ail the ranges
to be considered are prin.arily those
at which comparatively =small tar-

gels (skirmishers kneeling or
lying down, for example) may
e still S0 clearly visible
as to Dbe lired on. with ellect.

This arm is therefore intended, above
all, for coinapratively short rilnges.

THE MACHINE GUNS,

on Lhe other hand, are so censtruct-
ed as to give a  prolonged rapid
| fire, and thelr cone of projectiles is

sufliciently  deuse to admit of their
effective use at comparatively long

distances. Accurgcy 1s therefiore not
so important, and hence this arm is
becter for long range fire than the
infantry rifle, and another advantage
lies in the fact that it may be fired
over our own infaniry advancing to
the attack, even on level ground.
This does not exclude the use of the
machine gun at short distances, if
the circumstances require 1it, al-
though in general the well gimed fire
of infantry armed with an antomalic
gun is then more effective. A

This distinction between long range
and short range fire is not new.
Indeed, history proves it to he very
old. Ewven in the time of IFrederick
the Great light
longer ranges were attached to  the
infantry, and in several armies since
that day specially trained marksmoen
have been utilized the longer ranges.

At present it Is held that the
machine gun will in future actions be

| charged with the fire at long range,

whith recent campaigns have shown
to be so eliective. The circumstances
in which it will come into play are
easy Lo determine,
