Qdessa Surpassed

Mediaeval Persecutions

WORSE THAN EKISHINEFF.

‘A despatch from Odessa says: Gen.
Kaulbars, Commander-in-Chief ol
this military district, presumably
acting under orders from St. Peters-
burg, began to seriously enforco
martial law on Thursday afternoon.
This action was gratefully welcomed
by the peaceably disposed residents.
The pgarrison was withdrawn from
the barracks, pickets were mounted
in the  strects, strong patrols set
to moving, and Maxim guns placed
in the chicl thoroughfares, The po-
lice also were restored to duty. The
cffect thus far has been wholly satis-
factory. The crazy conflict of the
rival demoniac mobs has ceaSed.
Five thousand ruffians bhave had
their revolvers taken from them., A
stern warning has been given that
nobody shall leave their houses af-
ter 9 p.m., at which kour all lights
must be pul out, Those disobeying
will be arrested. Anvbody appear-
ing with arms will be sununarily
shot. Sniping shots have been fired
occasionally since nightfall, but ihero
has been no resumption of the riot-
ing.

The full story of the horrers in
the Jewish quarter cannot yet be
told. A HRed Cross doclor who has
been serving there says that the
massacre was worse than that at
Iishinefl, The massacre of Jews
continued all day. 'Theyv were hunt-
ed down in the streets and killed and
beaten, while their shops were given
over to pillage,

The 1roops wreaked terrible ven-
geance on  the residents of three
houses from the halconies of which

shots were fired by unknown persons
upon soldiers. The latter immedi-
ately stormed the houses, and with
unheard-of barbarity masacred all
the inhabitants. It is persistently

asserted that the unknown persons
who fired on the troops were dis-
guised policemen, who purposcly

provoked the troops.

':!‘he city is a dismal sight. 'The
firing was® uninterrupted the whole
day. Many hundreds have been

killed or wounded. The Cossacks
eagerly attacked the student militia,
which was courageously trying to
stem the bands who were massacring
and pillaging. The Cossacks shared
the booty with the rioters.

BODIES STREW STREETS.

The London Standard publishes a
despatch from a correspondent at
Odessa  saying that anarchy and
bloodshed still reign supreme there.
Ivery shop is bolted and barred.
Mobs are firing indiscriminately. The
moby is becoming desperate, and car-
ry their pguns with finger on the
Arigger. The streets are unsafe for |
civilians, owing to the indiscrimin-
ate liring,

In the Jewish quarter bodies strew
the streets, roadways and sidewalks.
Everywhere pools of blood meet the
eye, and the walls are bespattered
with it. Jewish women and chil-
dren were strangled and hacked to
pieces in the streets.

The military are placing machine
guns at various ' points, Twenty-
six carts full of wounded have just
passed his door, says the correspon-
dent. He saw Ger. Knulbars, the
military Governor on Thursday !
morning, he sayvs, and informed him
that the citizens regarded him as
responsible for the awful condition
of the city. Xaulbars replied that
he had done his utmost with the in-
adequate force at his disposal.

It is impossible, the correspondent
adds, to resist the conviction that
the anarchy and bloodshed were in-
stigated by the bureaucracy as a
last desperate stroke against the
constitution.

A VAST DEMONSTRATION.

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POLISH DEMONSTATIONS.

A despatch from Warsaw says:—
Never since the insurrection of 18363
have doings like those ol Thursday
heen secn here.

““God Save Poland,”” and *“'Long
[.ive Poland,’ have been the watch-
words of remarkable demonstrations,
which were national in character.
Processions headed by men carrying
Lthe flag of independent Poland and
othere Polish bannecrs formed at the
Roman Catholic churches, parad:d
fthe streets. The Roman priests, in
canonical vestments, marched be-
neath the flags at the head of each
column. It did not matter that the
Governor on Wednesday forbade such
parades. The demonstrators filed 1n
[ront of his palare, halted, raisad
their banners defiantly and sang na-
Ltional songs with the refrain *“‘God
Save Poland.”” Numerous patriotic
speeches were made from chu=:h
porches and other prominent places.
The troops as a rule did not inter-
fere, although the crowds hooted
them and shouted: ‘‘Murderers!’” in
allusion to Wednesday's Killing.

The day, however, did not pass
peacefully. One procession met an in-
fantry patrol, which demanded that
the paraders surrender their rebel-

lious flags This was refused, where-
upon the soldiers fired, Killing four
persons and wounding many. ‘There
were several other clashes, accom-
panied Dby Dbloodshed, but mnoth-
ing on a great scale. The
city is excited and angry. The

Socialists are not sharing in the na-
tional movement. Ill-feeling exists
between the factions.

Representatives of the banker=s and
the Polish nobility visited the Gov-
ernor and appealed to him to with-
draw the troops. The barristers have
collectively telegraphed to Count de
Witte demanding the withdrawal ef
the soldiery, who, they declare, arve
defying the Czar’'s guarantee of per-

sonal liberty and massacring the
people.

The Governor hag -issued a pro-
clamation preeting the people of
Poland on their great holiday for

freedom, but warning them of the ex
istence of elements which are trying
to nbscure the day's general joy and
overthrow the foundations of public
order. The proclamation appeals to
the good sense of the cultured Polisha
community, hoping that the Poles

MAY LOSE ALASKA STRIP,

TUnited States Has Fears for Its
Territory.

The New York Herald publishes the
following despatch Irom Tacoma,
Wash.:—According to surveys not

FINNS' DEMARDS GRANTED

Czar Signs Repeal of the Russify-
ing Decree.

A St. Petersburg despatch says:—
The IEmperor, in a manifesto aMdress-
ed to the people of Finland, ' which
was siened at Peterhof, after I'rviday
midnight, restores the system of gov-
ernment to a freer basis than existed
before the annulment of the Consti-
tution in February, 189Y. The man-
ifesto cancels all ordinances enactad
since that date, including the mili-
tary laws ol 1901, which were a
source of the greatest discontent.

The Czar accepts the resignation cf
the entire Senate, which is a nomin-
ated body, and al the same time coli-
volies the FFinnish Diet to mect on
Dec. 20th. It 13 empowered to regu-
late the budget, which hitherto has
been arranged by the Government
without mnational control. The Dict
is further empowered to discuss new
laws for wider electoral suflrace.
