The plan of campaign is rehearsed as
nften as feslive occasions allract 1m-
mense crowds 1o the cenire of Berlin.

One side of each
erganized square is left open, and this
is always the side facing the suburbs,
so that the crowd may drift in that
direction,

In the case of a popular uprising, the
fourth side of each square would be left
open or closed, according to the gravily
of the situation.

If it became necessary lo suppress the
rising by the most severe measures, the
fourth side of each square coud Le
closed, so that the rebels within it would
