This was done, and, when Charles H.
ascended the throne of England, it was
at first forgolien to replace the csp by
comething else. and then, loo late, the
king was afraid to do anything 1o re-
eall things dangerous 1o touch, and so
it was neglected, and the fool's cap may
he seen as a walermark on nearly all
officia]l papers.
