Inauguration of the National Assembly

Passed Off Well.

A despalch from St. Petersburg says:
The inauguralion of Russia's Nalional
Assembly on Thursday passed off well
in lwo widely contrasling scenes. In
the while marble hall of Si. George in
the Winter Palace lhe elect of the peo-
ple lislened in the dignity of silence,
amid a dazzling display of military and
official grandeur, to the Czar's brief
speech accepting lhem henceforth
Fart of Russia’s body polilic. Then
they proceeded to their own chamber
in the Taurida Palace, where they re-
allirmed, wilth enthusiastic cheers, their
delermination, as expressed by Prof
Mouromlzeff, in relurning lhanks fcr
his eleclion to the Presidency of the
House, “lo support their work for the
wellbeing of the people on lwo bases,
namely, respect for the prerogalive cf
the Constitution, and the necessily for
completing the rights of the Douma.”

Although the Czar passed six hours
in the capilal of -Thursday, it cannot he
said that he weni among his people,
Hc disembarked from his yacht at the
palace steps and so re-embarked on
his homeward journey to Peterhol.
Thus he never set fool outside the
front gale of the palace, where there
was a magnificent display of cavalry,
the finest guards regimenls parading
ina the brilliant sunshine,
all the crowds oulside the barriers got
for waiting.

The pageant within the Hall of St
George, where the Czar addressed the
new delegales, was complelely domin-
aled by the presence of the peasant mem-

~kers of the Douma. The gathering of
brilliant uniforms was greater than at
any time since the coronation of Nicho-
las II. Assembled in the cenire of the
picture were the highest clergy of the
Orthodox Church, in gorgeous gold can-
onicals and milres studded with dia-
monds, while beside them stood the

crimson-robed members of the Imperi-
al choir.

Bul all this display did not affect the
emolions of the 150 peasanls who were

ers which preceded the speech from the
throne, but none of them joined the vig-
crous and long-suslained applause hy
lhe courtiers on the right of the throne,
and few joined in the deep obeisances
made to the Czar when he returned
through the hall to his apartments.

More Than $2.000,000 Damage Already

A despateh from Paris says: One of
the most deslructive fires that has ever
occurred in Paris broke out in the
Leather Markel Friday nighl, jand has
not yet been exlinguished.

No
lives have been losl, but many poor
families dwelling under the markel have
been forced 1o abandon lheir homes.

At 1 o'clock
on Sunday morning the roofl of the mar-
kel fell. The fire then became more in-
