Official reporls show that 150,000 per-
gons die of tubenculosis in France every
year. Among 257 workmen Kepl under
the careful observalion and all living
under ‘praclically lhe same conditions,
tne morlality from' fuberculosis amount-
ed to more than 30 per céni.

It will
derive ils power from a walerfall on
the Santiago River, and in a dry sea-
son from Lake Huaillacho, one of the
scurces of the Amazon. The power will
Le transmilled by cable about three
miles.
