ELECTRICITY FROM W IN D .

New Use to Which Old Fashioned 
Wind Mills Can l*e Put.

The m achinery o f  a m odern wind­
mill is ju st as far advanced over 
the cru d e m achinery o f the wind- 
mill o f fifty years ago as is the 
w orks o f  a fine watch over the 
w orks o f a d o lla r  alarm clock . One 
type o f w ind turbine, fo r  instance, 
consists o f a wheel abou t sixteen 
feet in d iam eter m ounted upon a, 
st/eel tow er fifty feet in height.

The entire w ind wheel is o f ga l­
vanized ball bearings. Its trans- 
niissk n gear w orks in an oil bath 
and. a ccord in g  to P ou p lar M echan­
ics, the best m ethods known to  en- 
gir eering  have been adopted  in 

o rd er  to  elim inate friction  and en ­
able the wheel to make the best 
of light w inds.

The resu lt is that even in a w ind 
having a velocity  o f no h igher than 
siK miles an h ou r the turbin e gen ­
erates e lectr ic ity . Such a wind- 
null as this is provided  with an e lec­
tric  generator and sw itchboard 
and a fifty-five ce ll storage battery  
as its e lectr ica l apparatus. The 
wheel is alw ays in running posi- 
t ;c n, ready to make use o f  every  
puff th at com es, and it steadily 
m akes and stores cu rren t excep t 
in tim es of absolutely  still w ea­
ther.
