DREADNOUGHT’'S GUNS.

An improved rifle of 13.5 calibre
is to be used on British super-
dreadnoughts in place of the gun of
the same calibre introduced not
long ago. It is more powerful both
as to range and weight of projec-
tile. The older 13.5 gun, which is
to be used on some big ships not
yet completed, throws a shell
weighing 1,250 pounds, but the im-
proved gun will carry a projectile
weighing 1,400 pounds. The new
super-dreadnoughts will have also
some improved 6 inch guns for pro-
tection against torpedo craft.
